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DIASPORAS AS ACTORS IN MODERN WORLD POLITICS
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Abstract. Diasporas have become significant players in the international arena
playing a significant role in domestic and international politics and have the power to
influence both to national foreign decisions.

Diasporas are widespread and they have influenced international politics since ancient
times and have moved from their home countries for centuries, for many reasons. There is
no country in the world which doesn’t have any emigrants.

In this context, the article studies the role of Diasporas as diaspora groups and
individuals are being recognized as major actors who can play a significant role in
domestic and international politics and have the power to influence both national and
foreign decisions.

The largest change in the post-war international system had an impact on
the policies pursued by the actors in the system. These changes increase the
uncertainty of the system causing the difficulty to actors to determine their
position. Traditional bilateral and multilateral relations are complemented
by new relationships between states. On this basis, there are new actors
in international relations. Their number is striking for its diversity and
their role is constantly and steadily growing in the world. Actors are any
authority, any organization, any group or even any individual which play
a role that is attributable in international relations. They have powerful
economic, political or social power and are able to influence national and
international level.

As F.M. Burlatskiy and A.A. Galkin assert “different actors play
different roles: some of them occupy the forefront and are the” stars *, while
others are nothing more than bit players, they all participate in the creation of
a complete performance on the world stage” [1, p.98]. Among the non-state
actors in international relations it is accepted to allocate intergovernmental
organizations, non-governmental organizations, transnational corporations
and other social forces and movements acting on the world stage.

Diasporas are widespread ethnic or national groups across different
countries. People have moved from their home countries for centuries, for
many reasons. Some are drawn to new places by positive factors, others
find it difficult to remain where they are and migrate because of negative
factors such as poverty, hunger, persecution, discrimination, civil war,
unemployment. These have contributed to the movement of people. There is
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no country in the world which doesn’t have any emigrants. Recently migrant
numbers have risen rapidly in the last decade simply for education and better
jobs. Today Diaspora groups and individuals are being recognized as major
actors who can use their influence and financial resources to contribute to
local development in their homelands.

Cohan R.O. compares the world politics as an extensive and multi-
layered web of links connecting the numerous and diverse participants in
international interactions, such as multinational corporations, transnational
social movements and international organizations, financial groups and other
private actors, including diaspora. In his book “Global Diasporas” Cohan
states that diaspora studies have gone through four phases. According to him,
first phase is from the 1960s and 1970s, the classical meaning, a description
of the dispersion of Africans, Armenians and the Irish. The second phase is
in the 1980s and diaspora was described as different categories of people
— ‘expatriates, expellees, political refugees, alien residents, immigrants
and ethnic and racial minorities tout court’. Mid-1990s was the third phase
which was marked by social constructionist critiques of ‘second phase’, the
current phase is considered as the fourth phase [2, p.1].

Moreover, diaspora is just one of the important and little studied actors
in the political life of various countries. But now against the background of
globalization the world interest in Diasporas as a socio-political and ethno-
cultural phenomenon is extremely increased. In the context of economic and
political globalization, migration processes have begun to play a significant
role in the formation of the modern system of international relations. In this
connection, the growing role and influence of the Diaspora is becoming an
extremely important phenomenon in the international arena. Diaspora can
contribute to the realization of the state’s foreign policy objectives of its
outcome. Understanding this fact is necessary in general to all countries,
but especially those who today tend to occupy a leading place in the modern
world politics and should be seen as a tool for promoting national interests
in improving the country’s foreign policy image.

The role of the diaspora in the political life can be characterized by the
state as follows:

- creates a network of economic, political and other ties which is a fairly
common international practice. Often diaspora itself creates a system of
networking and the state; the historic homeland is becoming one of the links
in the international chain.

- Diasporas maintain a sufficient level of elements of national identity,
the identity and address the challenges of assimilation, in the framework of
a different nationality of the state of the environment.

- Coordination and implementation of the diaspora policy efforts of
government agencies, directly concentrated in this field.

Diasporas have a unique role in international relations because they
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find themselves in between two countries, sharing in two cultures, having
an emotional investment in two nations, and preserving social connections
in two societies. As mobilized groups with a strong sense of identity,
Diasporas can play a role both in domestic and in international politics. As
far as domestic politics is concerned, they may influence both the domestic
politics of their homelands and the domestic politics of their host states
regarding issues that are of interest to them. In the realm of international
relations, they have the power to influence both national and foreign policy
decisions and the decisions of international organizations.

Over the past few decades Diasporas have become more prominent on
the world stage. Many scholars claim that Diasporas are created by a forced
or induced historical emigration from an original homeland and they find
themselves sharing two cultures, having an investment in two nations as
well as persevering social connections in two societies. They believe that
they may play a significant role in domestic and international politics and
have the power to influence both to national foreign decisions.

More important, many researchers who are doing research in the field
of migration processes say that beyond their financial and material value,
Diaspora groups bring intellectual, political, social and cultural capital
linking the home state with a host state throughout the world. In addition
to their domestic political involvement in the homeland and host states,
Diasporas also directly influenced bilateral relations of states of concern.

Despite the above mentioned facts some research shows that Diasporas
are often involved in ethnic or international conflict. Diasporas as being
geographically removed from the homeland and the source of conflict may
experience the conflict and they may have contributed to the dispute between
the two states. Diasporas are often involved in ethnic or international conflict
promoting conflict resolution at the same time fuelling the conflict [3].

It should be evident that these arguments are the real facts. Diasporas are
building political and cultural bridges between two counties, contributing
to enhance the quality of life and introduce best international practice.
Diasporas are often in agreement with the policies of their country of origin
regarding foreign policy issues facing the homeland and they mobilize in
support of such policies. There are many examples of such cooperation
between diaspora and country of origin. Kotabe M. (2013) examines cross-
border movements of financial capital through foreign direct investment
and the transnational flows of people and the different types of capital that
they possess. The authors identify the role of Diasporas and how they invest
in their home countries through direct and portfolio investments or through
the establishment of new ventures in their homelands. Moreover Diaspora
capital is a useful development resource for migration-sending countries,
many of which are among the most capital needy in the world. And Diasporas
build networks which overcome various challenges such as language and
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foreignness that result in positive economic effects in the homeland. The
authors state that Diasporas play influential roles in the foreign-market
entry decision-making process, often encouraging their employers to at
least investigate the possibility of investing in the Diaspora’s country of
origin and generates new jobs and increased income [4].

Diaspora organizations and their smaller or bigger impact on
international politics, the role of diasporas in international relations tends to
beignored or understudied. Nauja Kleist (2008) examines how Northwestern
European development aid agencies value the role of diaspora organizations
and their development activities of diaspora organizations. The author
focuses particularly on small and medium-sized diaspora organizations
that contribute to development of home country. According to the author
the promotion and establishment of networks between different diaspora
organizations and other development NGOs support funds that diaspora
organizations can apply to, but lack of attention to diaspora organizations as
well as support programmes are characterized by low budgets [5].

However, different diaspora organisations may support different
political actors in the homeland that share their own view on the conflict
and which work either towards conflict resolution or towards adopting
a more militaristic attitude against the enemy. Diasporas contribute to
conflict resolution and to social and economic development of their
homeland. UNESCO has focused on the importance of diaspora networks,
the Diaspora Knowledge Networks in particular, and their potential for
contributions to peace and development in their native countries [6-8].
Their skills, experience, connections are commitment to the well-being of
their homeland.

Conclusion

Diasporas widely recognized in international activities that aim at the
promotion of international peace and development. The growing role and
influence of the diaspora is becoming an extremely important phenomenon
in the international arena. Diaspora can contribute to the realization of the
state’s foreign policy objectives of its outcome. Understanding this fact is
necessary in general to all countries, but especially those who today tend to
occupy a leading place in the modern world politics and should be seen as
a tool for promoting national interests in improving the country’s foreign
policy image.
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1. Abstract

Methodologically, this analysis is the result of the study of the most
up-to-date research papers, books, valuable articles of geopolitics as well
as comments from prominent scholars. Recent official documents, officers’
evaluations as well as policy-makers’ statements constitute the core of this
inquiry. Additionally, the paper modestly attempts to lay the foundations of
a new theoretical framework. Indeed, Russian expansionism in the South
Caucasus’ region is investigated through the lens of various Car/ Schmitt’s
concepts, e.g. «Grofraumy» and «Nomosy. In this regard, major thinkers like
H. Mackinder, N. J. Spykman and Z. Brzezinski will be mobilized in defence
of Western engagement in the region. Therefore, the paper stresses the urge
of a renewed realist policy by both the United States and the European
Union toward S. Caucasus and the necessity for the three Republics to re-
consider their disputes in order to benefit from far greater payoffs in all
fields, included that of independence, otherwise at stake. Though only
en passant, other actors are mentioned, e.g. Turkey and Iran, constantly
involved in this littler “New Great Game.” In this context I assume the
international system as anarchic, in which States, as 7. Hobbes argues “are
in continual jealousies and in the state and posture of gladiators”

2. Short Introduction: the Region in pills

The South Caucasus’s strategic relevance has been recognized by
the whole community of experts [1]. Nowadays, both Russia and the
ideologically defined “West” have in the region growing, long-lasting and
divergent interests. After the USSR’s collapse in 1991, the Republics of
Azerbaijan, Armenia and Georgia became full-fledged sovereign states.
However, violence preceded and followed independence in the form of both
ethno-territorial conflicts (i.e. Georgia vs. separatist regions of Abkhazia
and South Ossetia) and interstate conflicts (i.e. Armenia vs. Azerbaijan over
the territory of Nagorno-Karabakh, since 1988). On August 8, 2008, the
region experienced a 5-days-full-scale military war between the Rep. of
Georgia and the Russian Federation, following an attempt to re-conquer the
lost provinces by then-president M. Saakashvili. The war enhanced Russian
military reforms. During these two decades, many promises about a further
NATO enlargement occurred and attempts have been carried out to settle
the various disputes. In this regard, the Minsk Group efforts toward the
Nagorno-Karabakh and the EU Monitoring Mission in Georgia are worth
mentioning. Nevertheless, results remain disappointing on the whole.

3. A West’s “farewell address”?

S. Cornell, pointed out in 2004 that “the South Caucasus stands out
as being the region with the most acute security deficit,” describing the
newcomers as “weak” and with “unresolved territorial problems” [2]. In
the article, the author depicts insecurity as the main source of political
instability. However, at that time, there was widespread enthusiasm toward
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the region, which was clearly perceivable in Cornell’s words; a sentence is
worth mentioning: “a larger role for the Alliance [NATO] in strengthening
the security of the South Caucasus is warranted, and this realization is
gradually being turned into practice.” The author also identified the US
as West’s champion, able to enhance other hesitant states’ engagement in
the South Caucasus. Cornell pinpoints the source of this “renewed focus
[in the region]” in the tight connections between the growing security
interests of NATO members in areas where spillovers, deriving from S.
Caucasus’ instability, would have had disastrous consequences: i.e. Iraq and
Afghanistan.

Ten years passed and enthusiasm disappeared. In 2014, American-
leading commentator Stephen Blank wrote about a “widespread feeling of
abandonment by the United States” [3] and last year, S. Cornell denounced:
“Western influence in the region is at an all-time low”. Key West’s summit
in 2001 and G. Bush historic visit in Georgia in 2005, as well as 2008 NATO
summit in Bucharest [4], now belong to memory. It seems the West forgot
how crucial some of the accomplishments of last decade were, e.g. either
the costly BTC oil pipeline or BTE gas pipeline, in strengthening region’s
independence and West’s security. The literature on the S. Caucasus
identifies the aggression of Georgia in August 2008 as the turning point in
the decline of Western engagement. From that moment onward, Armenia,
Azerbaijan and Georgia experienced, in order, social unrest and human
rights’ deterioration.

In addition, the closure of both OSCE mission (in South Ossetia) and
UNOMIG (in both Abkhazia and Georgia) in 2008 and 2009 represented
a further retreat. With international organization presence levelled to
the ground, Strategist O. Antonenko notes the unfeasibility of “objective
analysis...on developments [in Abkhazia]” [5]. Even the Incident Prevention
and Response Mechanisms (IPRMs) established in Ergneti and Gali in 2009,
as a result of the Geneva Discussions [6], have been downsized for four
years; while the former continued to operate [7], the latter was suspended
in 2012 and only resumed to work last month [8]. As far as Armenia-
Azerbaijan conflict resolution is concerned, the OSCE Minsk Group,
co-chaired by Russia, US and France didn’t manage to provide effective
political agreements to the age-old Nagorno-Karabakh dispute.

In the same year, the Rep. of Armenia surrendered to Russian’s pressure,
announcing it would have joined the Eurasian Economic Community
while renouncing to sign a DCFTA with the EU. Armenia was an Eastern
Partnership Program targeted-country, together with Georgia, Moldova and
Ukraine until few weeks before the Vilnius Summit on November 2013.
Nevertheless, it’s withdrawn was followed by an unexpected recalcitrant
behaviour on the part of Ukrainian Government: this was the stroke that
broke the camel and triggered a revolution in the country. As stated by F.
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Hill and Al., though Georgia, Moldova and Ukraine-new government were
in the end able to sign their respective DCFTAs, Vilnius Eastern Partnership
Summit can be considered a “debacle.” The summit which followed took
place in Riga on May 2015, but it had the same fate, resulting in nothing
concrete [9]. However, improvements took place as far as EU-Georgia
Visa Liberalization Dialogue is concerned, especially after Commission’s
acknowledgement of Georgian achievement of ““all the benchmarks” [10].

To this day, a lack of strategic common view within both NATO
members and European Union states toward S. Caucasus is intolerable.
The consequences of such a conduct are well perceivable. In particular, as
Chatham House’s Academy Fellow George Mchedlisvhilirecent contribution
outlines, Western’s perception is changing in all three Republics [11].
Continuous promises of Euro-Atlantic integration, regularly disappointed,
are frustrating Georgia’s long-standing pro-western stance while Armenia
still overwhelmingly considers Russia its “biggest friend.” Azerbaijan’s
disillusion has resulted from Western ineffective attempts to strengthen its
security and territorial-integrity aspirations. In addition, further charges by
the European Parliament toward Aliyev’s government about human rights’
abuses contributed to its alienation. Not by chance, this “finger-pointing”
policy was recently included by S. Cornell among ‘“‘serious mistakes”
committed by Western policy-makers.

4. Engagement remains critical: a Geopolitical view

To revert the aforementioned disengagement-process is a mandatory
task. In this regard, Sir H. J. Mackinder’s “superior example of grand theory”
is helpful [12]. Indeed, Mackinder’s suggestion that the polity in control
of the Pivot/Heartland, i.e. “the greatest natural fortress on earth,” would
have had enough strength to command the World-Island and then the World
has an eternal value. The same position was echoed by British-American
leading Strategist Colin S. Gray, “it is a timeless truth that great peril to
the West can come only from Eurasia”. Between the two, Z. Brzezinski’s
words are likewise emblematic: “all of the potential...challengers to
American primacy are Eurasian” [13]. In this regard, both aggression of
Georgia, coercion of Armenia, as well as the illegal annexation of Crimea
and violation of Ukraine’s sovereignty confirm their concerns.

Now as then, I assume the very objective of Western powers to form a
counterweight to the “Heartland state or coalition”. This view was endorsed
by strategic advisor P. Wolfowitz. He was influenced by Mackinder’s writings
when postulated its own doctrine: i.e. “to prevent any hostile power from
dominating a region whose resources would, under consolidated control,
be sufficient to generate global power” [14], namely the S. Caucasus and
Central Asia. In The Great Chessboard, then-National Security Advisor,
Z. Brzezinski clearly supposed what in the end happened. In his words:
“if the middle space (i.e. Russia) rebuffs the West, becomes an assertive
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single entity, and either gains control over the South or forms an alliance
with the major Eastern actor, then America’s primacy in Eurasia shrinks
dramatically”.

American-Dutch Geostrategist’s lesson that of N. J. Spykman, is worth
mentioning. He firmly believed, unlike Mackinder, that being in control
of the Rimland was critical to the point that “who controls the Rimland
rules Eurasia; who rules Eurasia control the destinies of the world” [15].
His grand-theory relied on one pillar: “the struggle for a balance of power
should be considered permanent” [16]. This approach collides with
Fukuyama’s narrative of a presumed post-Cold-War end of History, where
Liberal democracy constitutes the “final form of human government” [17].
Moreover, Spykman “required his readers to seek the longer term meaning
of contemporary events”, something that Obama’s “case-by-case approach”
disregarded [18]. Besides, what both Brzezinski and Mackinder said in
different times about preventing Heartland’s single or joint control by
hostile powers, is findable in Spykman’s thought too, but from a Rimland’s
perspective.

Despite their differences, these authors’ suggestions are equally critical
to awaken Western powers’ interest towards S. Caucasus; especially if we
take into consideration Walter R. Mead’s contribution on Foreign Affairs.
In his article, The Return of Geopolitics, the author states that while US
and EU “would move past geopolitical questions of territory and military
power” other up-to-date “geostrategic players”, borrowing Brzezinski’s
terminology, like China, Russia and Iran “are making increasingly forceful
attempts to overturn “[the post-Cold War geopolitical order]” [19]. This
view was shared by NATO secretary general who, speaking about Russian’s
aggressive behaviour, underscored that “[Russia] is trying to re-establish a
system of spheres of influence” [20]. This theme is widely discussed later
on.

1. Georgia’s struggle towards Euro-Atlantic integration

In Mackinder and Spykman’s views, Georgia would be placed at the
Heartland’s periphery. Because of this key position, once again using
Brzezinski’s vocabulary, it raises to the rank of “geostrategic pivot”. Indeed,
despite its lack of hydrocarbons, Tbilisi managed to exploit its geographical
location to strengthen its natural role of “transport route to the West for oil
and natural gas” [21]. In addition to this, its geopolitical role is bolstered
by the perspective of a foreseeable “China-Europe land trade,” wherefrom
EU’s economic-champion, i.e. Germany, could enormously take advantage,
S. Blank suggests. Therefore, it is a mandatory task to prevent Georgia’s pro-
Western stance to shrink. In this regard, as recently argued by Professor M.
Tsereteli, Georgia’s requests for a Membership Action Plan (MAP) “should
be welcomed” [22], since “prospect of NATO membership,” echoes analyst
S. Dzebiashvili, “offers much better prospects for consolidating [even]

democratic gains” [23].

In addition, thanks to its morphology, Georgia is easier to defend if
compared with Eastern NATO members. Though it’s true that Georgian
military power is the weakest of the region [24], it should be said that
Georgia cannot count upon neither an external free-charge weapons provider
(like Armenia does), nor oil-gas incomes (like Azerbaijan). Indeed, not even
the ongoing illegal occupation of its territory, pushed the USA to provide
Georgian government with “high-end military defensive weapons,” as
then-EUCOM Commander, J. G. Stavridis explained answering senator .J.
McCain question on this matter [25]. Yet, Georgia’s failure in obtaining
anti-tank batteries as well as air-defence systems was interpreted by Putin
as a sign of West’s “deference”. However, I commenced defining Georgia
a “geopolitical pivot”. Because of this status, Brzezinski’s suggestions are
mandatory: “protecting them (geopolitical pivots), is...a crucial aspect of
America’s (I would say West) global geo-strategy”.

Georgia’s cooperation with NATO proved commendable in Kosovo
and Afghanistan. Still today, Georgia’s contributes to the Resolute Support
Mission (RSM), launched to replace the International Security Assistance
Force (ISAF), with 870 troops [26]; this number is second only to the
United States among the 40 contributor countries. In 2015 Georgian troops
were involved in major exercises like BALTOPS-15, Agile Spirit 2015
and took service within the NATO’s Response Force. The country is also
part of several joint-mechanisms, i.e. the NATO-Georgia commission, the
Military Committee with Georgia, NATO Liason Office and the discussion’s
framework Annual National Programme [27]. Moreover, since NATO
Wales summit, in September 2014, Georgia has access to the Partnership
Interoperability Initiative and was offered a Substantial-NATO Georgia
Package, thus benefiting from NATO’s Defence Capacity Building Initiative
(DCBI). The latter enabled the creation of a Joint Training and Evaluation
Centre, a Defence Institution Building and Logistics Facility “to facilitate
the reception and movement of NATO and Partner forces”.

Nevertheless, as stated by G. Menabde, Georgian’s leadership doesn’t
believe that MAP could be substituted by other forms of cooperation [28]. In
this regard, M. Tsereteli’s suggested strategy seems sound: i.e. NATO must
formally declare “that Georgia can be admitted to NATO without a MAP”.
Unfortunately, very recently, NATO Deputy Secretary General, Alexander
Vershbow stressed Georgia’s necessity to “go through a Membership
Action Plan (MAP) phase” before joining the Alliance [29]. The case of
Montenegro strengthens this view. Therefore, the awaited NATO Summit
in Warsaw (July 2016), is likely to lose the great opportunity of sending a
strong message to Russia, instead confirming its conviction that the West
will not protect, despite empty words, Georgia’s sovereignty. To this author,
this will produce a domino effect.
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2. The only “true independent country”: Azerbaijan.

Z. Brzezinski considered Azerbaijan to be the sole geostrategic pivot
in the South Caucasus. If Azerbaijan fell into Russia’s hands, he argued,
even Central Asian states’ independence would be meaningless. More
recently, Dr. Robert M. Cutler echoed this position identifying Azerbaijan’s
importance in “its irreplaceable role as a bridge from Central Asia and the
Caspian Sea basin to the Black Sea basin and Europe” [30]. Exactly the
same view was expressed in 2009 by CEMTPP’s Director at Columbia
University Albert Bressand [31]. Thanks to its wise “combined strategy of
foreign involvement and pipeline diversification” [32], Azerbaijan managed
throughout the years to maintain a balanced independent stance vis-a-vis
foreign Great Powers: i.e. Russia and USA. In particular, projects like the
oil-Baku-Thbilisi-Ceyhan pipeline (I Mbl/d) and the gas-South Caucasus
Pipeline (18,6 Mcm/d), online since May 2006 and March 2007 respectively,
marked turning points in very recent Azerbaijani history.

Thanks to the BTC pipeline, Azeri-Chirag-Guneshli’s fields’ oil output
was completely absorbed and exported, without Russian harmful influence
[33]. However, what is crucial to Western energy security, as R. Cutler notes,
is natural gas rather than crude oil. In this regard, according to SOCAR’s
statistics, 66 bcm of gas and 17 million tons of condensate were produced
from the Shah Deniz-1 project until November 1, 2015; British Petroleum
owning a share of 28,8% in operating the field [34]. Furthermore, the
development of Shah Deniz-2, whom full-fledged operability is expected to
be completed in 2019, reaching a production of 39-48 Bem/y is of uttermost
importance [35]. In fact, after receiving Shah Deniz Consortium’s godsend
in 2013 over Nabucco-West, the TAP project is expected to deliver natural
gas to Italy, i.e. Europe. This route, being linked to the TANAP pipeline,
stretching from Georgian-Turkish border to the Turkish-Bulgarian border,
assumes greater geopolitical significance.

It “answers many Azerbaijani as well as European interests” argues
S. Blank, i.e. it renews Turkmenistan’s interest towards a Trans-Caspian
Pipeline, strengthens Georgia’s geostrategic position and Europe’s interest
in its security, makes Turkey a true hub country directly linked to Azerbaijan
and allows the country to invest into infrastructure projects of direct interest
for European energy security. Indeed, half of the TAP’s planned-capacity of
20 Bcem/y, wisely notes A. Bohr in its very recent contribution, combined
with an expanded South Caucasus Pipeline (BTE) and a sufficient TANAP’s
capacity, could be used to transport Turkmen gas to Turkey, thereby to
Europe. Though chances in that direction are few, the author specifies,
“possibility cannot be ruled out” [36].

As some commentators note, the eventual “throughput of gas will
be small relative to Russians exports” [37], as TAP’s capacity (350-700
bef) will satisfy at best 2-4% of EU’s consumption. However, the eventual
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uninterrupted flow of Caspian gas either through the AGRI project or
TANAP+TAP compels the West to tighten relationships with Azerbaijan.
In this regard, unfortunately, OSCE Minsk Group’s inactivity in solving the
Nagorno-Karabakh conflict, according to Eurasian foreign aftfairs and Policy
Defense expert J. C. K. Daly, pushed the country to move closer toward the
Shanghai Cooperation Organization, where on last March, 14, it obtained
the “dialogue partner” status [38]. As C. Gray suggests, Spykman’s thought
defines the balance of power in Eurasia not as an Hegelian development of
history, but rather as a struggle, a “continuous and prudent effort” to use
his words. Because of this, the very recent Eurasian shift on the part of
Azerbaijan combined with an ongoing deterioration in relations with both
EU and US should lead Western leaders to at least reconsider their positions.

In the end it should be noted that, as the situation in the Middle East
is far from being settled, such a conduct put at stake a renewed use of the
Azerbaijan-Georgia route, which proved critical for military supply and
logistic support of troops in Afghanistan. The conclusions will clarify this
point.

5. Great Power, great military: Russia

Thirteen years ago, J. Mearsheimer argued that Russia was in a position
of “relative weakness” [39]. Nowadays, Western powers should recognize
its renewed status of “potential hegemon” and adamantly deal with it.
Yet, Putin himself warned the West on December the 30%, 1999, “It is too
early to bury Russia as a great power” [40]. Facts proved he was right.
However, as stated by French Russia’s specialist P Marchand, Russia’s
technological delay was “inquiétant” at that time, thus justifying similar
Western perceptions. Indeed, Yeltsin’s distrust towards the army halved its
effective strength between 1992 and 1996 [41].

Marchand’s volume, Atlas Géopolitique de la Russie, touches a key
point: Putin’s reordering of domestic authority, which I consider necessary
to its neo-imperial goals. Though it was E. Primakov, in September 1998,
who firstly spoke about re-establishing a strong central power, six years
later, in October 2004, after the Beslan School Siege, all Russian governors
were nominated by the Kremlin. In between, V. Putin was elected, Federal
Districts within the territory established, Governors were removed from the
Senate (position which gave them immunity) and a new Fiscal Code was
adopted. Recalling Brzezinski’s aforementioned “middle space,” it is clear
that it virtually coincides with Russian borders, thus being “an assertive
single entity” would basically mean from a Russian perspective, to reaffirm
control over its own territory. After this process was achieved, the Kremlin,
assisted by rising oil and gas prices, preceded in a major modernization of
its armed forces.

A key point in this transformation process was the 2009-amendment to
the Law on Defence. It allowed deployment of troops abroad, among other
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reasons, to protect Russian citizens. If we consider what S. Blank defines
“passaportization-policy” [42], the consequences are immediately clear.
Then, in 2012, outline K. Giles and A. Monaghan, Putin subordinated the
Chief of General Staff directly to himself as Commander-in-Chief, rather
than to the Minister of Defence [43]. Despite changes at the head of the
latter, the last one being S. Shoygu, the whole military transformation can
be considered a Putin reform, divided into different periods. Moreover,
Russia’s obsession of a US-NATO attack was certainly exacerbated by
the limited intervention in Libya, thus enhancing the modernization effort,
which is taking today 8 years.

Nowadays, as Steven Pifer summarised, the current Kremlin’s effort
towards military-modernization involves strategic nuclear, nonstrategic
nuclear and conventional forces. In the first case, Russia is currently
procuring 8 Borey-Class Ballistic Missile Submarines (SSBNs) as well as
400 Intercontinental Ballistic Missiles (ICBMs) and Submarine-Launched
Ballistic Missiles (SLBMs). In the second one, Pifer identifies a “particular
concern” in the Russian development of low-yield nuclear weapons,
especially if considered under the gloomy light of Russian de-escalation
doctrine [44]. In the end, though limitations (limited number of professionals
and “dumb bombs”), conventional capabilities are expected to improve,
thus meeting “Russia’s foreign policy aims”. However, the whole program
“came under pressure” following Western sanctions which slowed down the
pace of reforms [45].

Finally, the Kremlin produced an up-to-date Military Doctrine in
2014 and a National Security Strategy in 2015. These two documents are
worth briefly analyzing. As far as the former is concerned, Sinovets and
Renz immediately get to the point underlying that its core consists in the
Westward message that Russia is firmly committed in defending its “sphere
of vital interest,” i.e. the former Soviet area [46]. In this regard, military
exercises and military mobilization in its neighbourhood are ascribed to the
category of military threats [47]. Others, e.g. the “overthrow of legitimate
public authorities” as well as US-Prompt Global Strike represent military
dangers, potentially becoming a threat. Besides, within an “increase[ed]
global competition,” the Doctrine identifies NATO and its enlargement as
the main foe. Beyond worrying about West’s harmful influence in Eurasia,
the latter document is relevant as it reminds Russia’s long-term interest of
being acknowledged as “one of the world’s great powers” [48].

6. Carl Schmitt’s gloomy presence: its implications for S. Caucasus.

Carl Schmitt’s political thought, in particular what concerns its
internationalist writings is crucial to this research. In this regard, Professor
Stefan Auer brilliantly gathered the “common tendencies between Schmitt’s
arguments and the salient characteristic of the contemporary Russian
state” [49]. In his article, the author deals with the concepts of Grofraum,
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Sovereignty, Nomos etc. in relation to the Ukrainian’s crisis. However,
the same rationale, with the due adjustments can be applied to the South
Caucasus with no exception.

To this author, Carl Schmitt can be considered the fiercest opponent
of what D.M. Jones and M.L.R. Smith termed a “universal normative
orientation” [50]. Throughout his whole life, Schmitt opposed the concept
of West, i.e. the contrary of the «Jus Publicum Europaeumy. In the Nomos
of the Earth, he charged the United States, a sea-power, as bearer of a
universalistic ideology which, undermining the very essence of the Political
(distinction between friend and enemy), covered “[its] particular political
interests with a cloak of morality” [51]. V. Putin is currently the figure who,
striding the world stage, holds the banner of Schmitt’s conceptual arsenal
against, chiefly, the Spykmanesque-development followed by NATO: i.e.
the containment of Heartland-Russia from and with the Rimland.

As Schmitt’s before him, V. Putin’s narrative about Russian “Near-
Abroad” and “vital spheres of interest” are nothing but an attempt to develop
and concretize, probably the most western of the idea: the Monroe Doctrine,
dating back 1823. Within this area of American special interests, the old,
corrupted Europeans were not allowed. The same logic can be found in
Russian’s rhetoric about its traditional values. A key strategic-document,
as the aforementioned 2015 National Security Strategy for example, marks
a significant step forward in this sense. CSIS’s Director of Russia and
Eurasia Program, Olga Oliker, dedicates a paragraph to this issue in her
article, arguing that these values are, for the Kremlin, in need of protection,
especially from foreign cultural products. In Schmitt’s opinion, the Monroe
Doctrine possessed an extremely “defensive-character” and worked as
“a protest against further European appropriation of American soil.” The
reader substitute European with NATO and American with Russian and
everything becomes clear.

Now, one may argue that Russian’s soil doesn’t comprehend South
Caucasus. However, poetry comes to my assistance. “Ot Huna no Hessl,
ot Das0b1 10 Kurtas/Ot Bonru no EBdpar, ot 'anra go JlyHas...” says
FETytchev’s stanza, in identifying the borders of Russian tsardom. Then
again, Tsar Alexei’s minister Nashchokin’s definition of foreign policy: i.e.
“expanding the state in every direction”, [52] brilliantly brought to the light
by Henry Kissinger in one of his last contribution. This two examples, to
this author, are quite explicative of Russian’s historical mindset and I state
this without condemn. Moreover, the Monroe Doctrine, as that of Putin as
it emanates from its foreign policy’s conduct, possess a concrete/political
character. The former, acknowledged the mortal threat represented by the
European Monarchies which, once defeated Napoleon, tried to restore the
Ancien Regime [53]. The latter, considers NATO-enlargement the main foe,
a matter potentially threatening a war, as 2014 Military Doctrine states.
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Within the Western Hemisphere, concrete command was entitled to the
United States; every event had to be read in relation to their interests. The
same ambition as far as Ukraine and the South Caucasus in particular belongs
to Russia; in this regard, Keir Giles and Andrew Monaghan get to the critical
point, though probably unconsciously, when they note that: “the notion that
Russia can be ignored is in it felt as threatening”. However, Western’s line
overreached its geographical boundaries, pretended to be the Universalism
and resorted the “worst atrocities” of religious wars, conducting a «bellum
Jjustumy towards its enemies, Schmitt tells us. Instead, neo-Imperial Russia,
which is not anymore ideologically-driven as the USSR was, heads towards
the creation of a GroPraum: i.e. a broader space in which, a “predominant
power” conducts a hegemonic existence [54]. Though the Reich (read
Russia) doesn’t correspond with GroPraum’s borders, points out C. Galli, it
needs it together with a “number of subjected nations” [55]. In the end, the
Grofraum’s foreign policy is directly shaped by the hegemon. If the United
States has been a quasi-Groflraum with Monroe, modern Russia is to this
author performing well towards this goal.

Now, I shall consider different aspects of the South Caucasus through
Schmitt’s categories.

6.1 Armenia: Protect hence I oblige

The coercion exercised by the Kremlin towards Armenia to join the
Customs Union and then the Eurasian Union, despite no common border
with other members, are symptomatic of this attitude. Armen Grigoryan
provides an in depth-analysis of this process, which involved: gas price
rises, economic retaliations against Armenian exports and Armenian
citizens working in Russia, increased provision of weapons to Azerbaijan
etc. etc. It’s no coincidence that, as the author reports, fervent Schmitt’s
estimator Alexander Dugin, shamefully prospected Armenia a sad dilemma,
1.e. “Customs Union membership or bloodshed and disappearance from
the map” [56]. It’s noteworthy that S. Auer, in his aforementioned article,
also discusses Dugin’s ideology of Eurasia in connection with C. Schmitt’s
Grofraum.

While Armenians, interviewed by the Caucasus Research Resource
Centers in 2012, asked to indicate their country’s biggest friend,
overwhelmingly answered Russia (86%), the most up-to-date source on
military issues underscores how the “overall [Armenian] military doctrine
remains influenced strongly by Russian thinking”. Beyond the EEU,
Armenia is part of the Collective Security Treaty Organization (CSTO)
which is seen by many policy makers, e.g. President Sargisyan and Defense
Minister Seyran Ohanian, as compelled to protect the country in the case
of Azerbaijan’s attack. In these days, CSTO-Chief Nikolay Bordyuzha even
acknowledged the possibility of a large-scale conflict [57]. As of early 2016,
3,300 Russian troops are stationing in Gyumri’s base (leased until 2044),
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equipped with T-72, BMP-1, BMP-2 and BM-21. Instead, air defense is
assured by 1 fighter squadron with MiG-29 Fulcrum, SAM battery with
S-300V and SAM battery with 2k12 Kub.

Carl Schmitt’s famous motto “protego ergo obligo” which he used to
captures the essence of the sovereign state, perfectly represents the very core
of Russian-Armenian relations [58]. Moreover, in July 2015, the Russian
Federation and the Armenian government signed an agreement granting the
small country a loan of 200 mln. dollars, aimed at purchasing modern weapons
from Russia between 2015 and 2017, thus significantly bolstering the arms
race between Yerevan and Baku whose implications are, in these days, turning
tragic. In this regard, hypothesis was also advanced about Montenegro being
used to deliver weapons covertly to Nagorno-Karabakh thanks to Podgorica-
Stepanakert’s air-route [59]. Academy Fellow Anahit Shirinyan properly
stressed the recent re-opening of EU-Armenia negotiations on 7 December
2015, followed by the meeting between EU Diplomacy’s Chief Federica
Mogherini and Minister of Foreign Affairs, E. Nalbandian on March the 1*
[60], coupled with the lift of USA’s sanctions towards Iran as opportunities to
“recalibrate its relationship with Moscow” [61].

However, C. Schmitt’s GroPraum is built upon a pillar: «/ntervention
Verbot fiir rumfremde Machte», 1.e. it is committed in keeping out foreign
powers at any cost and from every field. To this purpose, Gazprom extorted
a monopoly of 30 years on Armenia’s gas Distribution Network in 2013
and it traditionally looked askance Iranian ambitions to connect the Persian
Gulf and the Black Sea through its northern neighbors (Georgia and
Armenia), [62] emblematic was Russian success in halving the Armenian-
Iranian pipeline in 2005, preventing the possibility of Iranian Gas reaching
the European soil [63]. Armenia is currently importing 76,4% of gas from
Russia, it doesn’t possess natural resources and its borders with Azerbaijan
and Turkey remain and will remain closed, at least in the foreseeable future.
This total dependence from the Kremlin-led organizations as well as military
protection confines the country within Russian’s Grofraum.

6.2 Of Nomos, conflicts and sovereignty: divide and conquer

Step by step the reader should be able to combine puzzle’s pieces.
Chatham House’s Associate Fellow J. Sherr in his recent book argued that
“Putin’s Russia has revived the Tsarist and Soviet view that sovereignty is a
contingent factor depending on power, culture, and historical norms, not an
absolute and unconditional principle of world politics” [64]. In this regard,
this Schmitt’s excerpt should sound at least disquieting:

Every order of international law must guarantee, if it does not disavow
itself, not the given status quo of a particular historical moment, with all
its many details and more or less contingent circumstances, but rather its
fundamental Nomos — its spatial structure, the unity of order and orientation
[65].

Beyond the striking Crimean case, the Kremlin is carrying out a real
«Landnahmey, i.e. a “process of order and orientation that is based on firm
land and establishes law” in both Abkhazia and South Ossetia. This process is
conducted by the master form of politics: military power. Indeed, according
to the influential Military Balance 2016, Russian troops deployed in the two
territories account for a total of 7,000 men. The whole number is divided
among two military bases, one per territory. Each of these bases hosts a
military brigade. That of Gudauta can count upon 40 T-90A, 120 BTR-82A,
12 2S12; 18 BM-21 and some S-300 SAM as well as Attack Helicopters.
As far as Djava/Tskhinvali is concerned, base’s military equipment
comprehends: 40 T-72, 120 BMP-2, 36 2S3; 12 2S12. Furthermore, as J.
Nichol’s in-depth analysis pointed out, Russian troops deployed, along
the illegally detached-regions and Georgian borders, trenches, fences and
mines.

South Ossetia and Abkhazia are far from being only “Russia’s zone
of influence” as Dimitri Trenin defined them. Instead, they represent,
together with Crimea, the proof that what is obvious for us: human rights,
sovereignty, security, are constantly at stake. In my opinion, key words
of the aforementioned Schmitt’s excerpt are: “contingent circumstances.”
With his disturbing but genial way of debate, Schmitt reminds us the
groundlessness of Modernity’s pillars. This was the very significance of the
concept of Nomos, greatly grasped by Lawyer and Scholar W. Hooker:

The Nomos of the Earth is intended to convey the conditional and
temporally fragile order of things in the world, which, despite this sense of
contingency, nevertheless exists as a concrete reality.

This “fragile order of things” is now stormed by geopolitical ambitions
of the most revisionist power: Russia. The simple fact that History
developed in a certain way, does not imply it was a necessity: it could
have gone differently. South Caucasus’ experience, coupled with highly
plausible concerns by leading security specialists such as Elbridge Colby
and Jonathan Solomon about US-NATO’s readiness to deter “Russian threat
to the Alliance, particularly in its eastern members” require particular
attention [66].

Of course, the wrong-defined-category of “frozen-conflicts” remains
in the end instrumental to Russian’s divided and conquers strategy. In this
regard, political analyst Viadimir Socor labelled Kremlin’s policy towards
these conflicts as “controlled instability” [67]. This state of flux represents
the ideal ground on which exerting Schmitt understands of sovereignty as
the power to decide on the exceptional case, imposing order “at the point of
which law ends”. Indeed, lack of progress in conflict resolution prevented
any form of regional cooperation, permanently leaving region’s stability at
stake. In this regard, prominent strategist O. Antonenko explicitly included
cooperation among other “key challenges” to address the region. In particular,
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the author underlines, further integration within the Organization for Black
Sea Economic Cooperation and OSCE is recommended. Nevertheless, as
Matteo Verda points out, South-Ossetia, Abkhazia and Nagorno-Karabakh
belong to the category of “intractable conflicts”, i.e. a sub-category of
international conflicts, characterized by conflict traps, interconnectivity,
issue polarization and malignant system. All this prevents progresses,
though risk for escalation remains high: recent events confirm.

Apropos Karabakh, the Kremlin didn’t limit itself to providing
Armenia with loans and weapons, strengthening its bilateral relationship
etc. as I proved evidence above; it also continuously and deliberately
sold modern weapons to Azerbaijan for a total value exceeding 4 billion
dollars, specialists report [68]. On March 23, Dr. Avinoam Idan as part of
a Central Asia-Caucasus Institute/Silk Road Studies Program conference’s
panel, not only came to the same conclusion as did V. Socor and others,
but exactly foreseen, because of “[an increased] reinforcing of Russian
troops in Armenia, including combat helicopters...the conflict to erupt once
again” [69]. All this despite the even though high considerable opinion of
T. De Waal who insists in “Armenia and Azerbaijan [being] the primary
actors” with Russia, though high influential, not able to pull the strings [70].
Two years ago, writing on Foreign Affairs, De Waal defined the “[then]-
most dangerous flare-up of violence...in 20 years” as a “pure Armenian—
Azerbaijani war of bluff that got out of hand” [71]. This is a reasonable
position, but Kremlin’s behavior in S. Caucasus overwhelms in the opinion
of this author, that of other parties, Turkey and Iran included.

7. Conclusions and suggestions

Though the West is certainly in a phase of “retreat,” there are plenty
reasons to change. To this end, an incisive contribution comes from
American leading Strategists J.J. Grygiel and A.W. Mitchell. In their last
fatigue, The Unquiet Frontier, they underline the role of “alliances” in
granting USA, thus Western’s interests. The rationale of their work applies
to our research in at least two ways. Firstly, widely echoing or directly
mentioning both Mackinder and Spykman’s works, they identify “defensive
alliances” as being able to deter aggression, reverting the common idea
that alliances might be “most valuable after a war breaks out.” Backed by
two important studies [72], they prove a “strong correlation between the
existence of alliances...and the effectiveness of deterrence” [73]. Because
of this, Georgia should enter into NATO as soon as possible: once in, Article
5 would provide the required deterrent to avoid a new 2008 War-style.

Secondly, alliances act as power projections tools; in the authors as well
as Spykman’s view this means “being physically present in these regions,
[where] alliances [provide] reliable places from which...ships, troops and
planes can deploy”. In this regard, S. Cornell directly spoke of “permanent
military presence in the Caucasus”. Geopolitically speaking, a Grofraum
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could easily degenerate, as the Monroe Doctrine and Nazi expansionism
confirm. Because of this, military bases could prevent further swallow-up
of territories. Emblematic are Georgian Minister of Defence’s concerns
about Russia: “a question of life or death for Georgia” [74]. Besides this,
pro-Russian sentiments are taking momentum in Georgia; analyst Tracey
German perceived Irakli Alasiana’s sacking as a sign of this [75]. Instead,
Michael Cecire grasped the reciprocal hate between Georgian Dream and
United National Movement as instrumental to Russia’s intrusion in domestic
affairs [76]. Last but not least, Stephen Blank worried about recent opening
by the Georgian government to Gazprom, defined “complicit in Russia’s
imperial design”.

A NATO peacekeepers deployment in Karabakh could be an interesting
idea, anticipating an eventual and irreversible similar Russian solution:
with all its harmful implications. To this end, it is critical to recover West’s
lost reputation in both Armenia and Azerbaijan. Direct negotiations with
both leaders on this issue have to begin, taking into consideration even
the possibility to bypass the whole OSCE Minsk process whose utility is
doubtful. Svante Cornell suggests a combined effort by the White House
and EU institutions: the former is expected “to take the lead on the political
side,” while the latter “in organizing an international development program
for the currently occupied Azerbaijani provinces and Karabakh itself”. To
this author, direct negotiations with Azerbaijan, by leading-Western figures,
could satisfy Aliyev’s demands of attention towards his country’s territorial
integrity, slowing down his aggressive stance vis-a-vis the Karabakh conflict
and enhancing the chances of being involved in a tailored EU’s Eastern
Partnership program, as S. Cornell himself underlines.

At the end of this path, the reader has been through several concepts
and analysis. However, what remained constant are the elements which
will continue to shape countries’ geopolitical interests: the Land and the
Sea. Both the authors and the actors of this inquiry are naturally linked to
them: the West, Mackinder, Spykman and Brzezinski on the Sea’s side and
Russia, the Caucasus and Schmitt on the Land’s side; the resulting tension
is primordial and will last forever. For this reason, Goethe’s maxim “Nur
Meer und Erde haben hier Gewicht/Only Sea and Land count here” which
opens the Nomos of the Earth, capturing its intimate meaning, brings the
curtain down over this work of geopolitics.
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Abstract. This article analyzes current situation of the legal status of the Caspian Sea.
The article focuses on the resources of the Caspian Sea, as well as discusses the history of
the legal status and solutions of geopolitical issues in accordance with international law.
Furthermore, was paid attention to activities of regional countries to the issues of saving
natural resources of the Caspian Sea in accordance with international law, and also to the
problems of preservation and protection of biological diversity of the sea and to activities
of appropriate use of natural resources.

The Caspian Sea is the largest enclosed inland sea on Earth by area,
variously classed as a full-fledged sea. The sea has a surface area of 371,000
km?. Size of water and biological resources, rich reserves of oil and gas
underline the importance of the sea. According to official information, oil
reserves in the Caspian Sea are amount 3% of the world [1].

According to ancient researches of Aristotle and Herodotus: Caspian Sea
described as, landlocked pool connected with Black Sea. During a various
historical periods it has different names. Nowadays, about 40 names of sea
are known. Changing of names depended on the ethnic tribes inhabiting
that region or in accordance with the coastal cities. Today's official name is
associated with the name of tribe that inhabited on the western shore of the
Caspian Sea [2].
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From the beginning of VIII century Caspian Sea was conquered by
Abbasid dynasty and till the end of 1722 in was under Persian rule. In the
period of Middle ages Caspian Sea became an area of interests of Russians.
Invasian of Prince Igor was the strongest after Mongol occupation. The
first documents about legal status of the Caspian Sea were composed in the
XVIII century during the expansion of the Caspian Sea by Russia Empire.
In 1870, after discovery of oil reserves in the Caspian Sea in the west of the
beach, Russian and Persian Empires interests in that region has increased.

The first agreement between Russia and Persia was - Rasht. According to
this agreement, Russia had an opportunity to provide free trade and shipping
through the Caspian Sea, the rivers Kura and Arax. After demarcation of the
sea area, its’ largest part was given to Russia.In accordance with the next
Gulistan Treaty in 1813, then Turkmanchay treaty (1828), Russia legalized
its’ right to create a navy in the Caspian Sea. Persians were limited only
by trade and shipping [3]. In 1921, 1935 and 1940 it was agreed that two
countries have equal rights in shipping in the Caspian Sea.

After the collapse of the Soviet Union, around the Caspian Sea
formed new four independent states - Kazakhstan, Azerbaijan, Russia and
Turkmenistan; new geopolitical situation took place as well. Treaty of
1921 between the Soviet Union and Persia could not respond to the new
geopolitical interests, it couldn’t regulate profitable cooperation mutual
relations of coastal countries. Because there was not any rule about legal
status of the sea and separation the bottom of the sea among new states.
In this regard, by taking into account the interests of 5 states around the
Caspian Sea there was a necessity to find out new definition of the legal
status of the sea.

In accordance with today's division of the Caspian Sea territory: the
Republic of Kazakhstan possesses 30.8%, Russia Federation got 18.5%,
Islamic Republic of Iran has 18,7%, Turkmenistan took 16.8% and
Azerbaijan got 15.2% of the sea [4].

In 1992 in Teheran the first International Conference on Problem of
legal status of Caspian Sea was held with participation of littoral states.
Caspian states were interested in jointly solving the issues of exploration
work, biodiversity protection and rational use of natural resources of the
Caspian Sea.

The next most important meeting was held in Moscow on November
11-12, 1993. The main objective of the conference was to discuss the
proposals of Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan and Russian Federation on the status
of the Caspian Sea. According to the program proposed by Azerbaijan: the
Caspian Sea must be considered as transborder lake and use it by division into
relevant sectors. Kazakhstan suggested accepting Caspian Sea as “locked
sea” and divide it in accordance with the UNCLOS Part IX. Mentioned
recommendations were unprofitable for interests of the Islamic Republic of
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Iran and Russian Federation. As the result suggestions were not accepted.

It is important to pay attention to the process of defining the legal status
ofthe Caspian Sea, there was an active discussion about its recognition as the
lake, or the sea. If the Caspian Sea is an inland sea, its waters and resources
are regulated by the United Nations Convention on the Seas (hereinafter
UNCLOS), open to all the littoral states, and accessible to these states and
the great multinational petroleum corporations. That is all geopolitical
processes around Caspian Sea must be regulated by The International Law.
If the Caspian Sea is just a lake, its waters and resources should be divided
by the littoral states, and are not open to the international community.

New stage of collaboration between Caspian littoral states on the issue
of the Caspian Sea status began in 1995.In 1995, at Almaty conference five
Caspian littoral states decided to create Special Working Group (SWG) for
the preparation of the Convention on the legal status. The main purpose of
that group was through the preparing and adoption of this Convention is to
fill the legal vacuum [5].

The first meeting of Special working group on Caspian Sea status was
held in Tehran, the next one was in Almaty. During the meeting participants
agreed the main principles of cooperation between littoral states. Principles
such as the sovereignty of each state, the integrity of borders, the use of bio-
resources of the Caspian Sea for peaceful purposes and general responsibility
for environmental pollution were announced during this meeting. During
1995-1996°s there were held a lot of conferences; however none of them
could reach consensus on the issue of the Caspian Sea. Even multilateral
negotiations were unsuccessful, bilateral talks began to be held.

In 1998 Russian Federation and Republic of Kazakhstan signed the
agreement on the delimitation of borders of the Caspian Sea bottom.
Russian Federation’s another bilateral agreement on delimitation of borders
was signed with Azerbaijan in 2001. Besides during 2000-2002 there was
enough work of the Special working group on condominium of Convention
towards the legal status of Caspian Sea. Nowadays meeting of the Special
working group of the Caspian states hold regularly on the territory of each
member country.

In April 2002 five littoral states of the Caspian Sea, such as Russian
Federation, Islamic Republic of Iran, Azerbaijan, Turkmenistan and
Kazakhstan started their first Summit in Ashgabat. During the Summit
states could not come to common conclusions. Positions of Russia,
Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan were against the positions of Iran. According
to the position of IRI Caspian Sea must be divided into equal parts for each
20 percent, and there were another view as following to the principles of
1921 condominium agreement. Consequently, the first Summit was finished
without any solution. However there were a lot of comments that it was the
good beginning to hold such Summit in order to solve problem [6].
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In May 2003 during Almaty meeting of Special working group among
three countries such as Russia, Kazakhstan and Azerbaijan agreement on
demilitarization of the bottom of the Caspian Sea was signed. According
to it, the bottom of the Caspian Sea was divided as following: the Russian
Federation 19%, 29% to the Republic of Kazakhstan and 18% to Azerbaijan.
But IRI proclaimed that this agreement was against international law.

During the Special working group’s following meeting littoral states
paid attention to the ecologic security issues. In 2007, in Tehran there
was held the second Summit on Caspian Sea issues. It was the first time
when agreement of legal status of the Caspian Sea was arranged on high
political level. Moreover huge attention was paid to Caspian region security
and stability issues. As a result, agreement on security and partnership
in Caspian Sea was signed among littoral states. This agreement is legal
basis on saving security and struggling against violation in Caspian Sea.
Nowadays the agreement establishes the main directions and forms of
cooperation in these areas.

The third Summit was held in Baku in 2010. Heads of five Caspian
region countries stated that they are ready to sign into Convention on the
legal status of the Caspian Sea. During this Summit the Convention was not
signed, however it gave right direction to the work of next Summit.

In September 2014, there were the fourth Summit of Caspian Sea littoral
states. Presidents of all five countries participated in this meeting and they
adopted Communiqué. Furthermore the following documents were also
signed [7]:

1. Agreement on conservation and sustainable use of water and
biological resources of Caspian;

2. Agreement on cooperation in prevention of emergency situations in
Caspian and elimination of their consequences;

3. Agreement for cooperation in the field of hydrometeorology of
Caspian.

Then President of Azerbaijan Ilham Aliyev, President of Russia Vladimir
Putin, President of Iran Hassan Rouhani, President of Kazakhstan Nursultan
Nazarbayev and President of Turkmenistan Gurbangulu Berdimuhamedov
signed a statement of the presidents of Azerbaijan, Russia, Iran, Kazakhstan
and Turkmenistan [8 - 9]. This Summit was a great event for all the five
countries of the Caspian region. The done work has shown results, and
hopes were justified in the Fourth Summit.

5" Summit of the Caspian Sea five countries was held in Astana in July
2016. The main task, which was on the agenda, - detailed elaboration of
a draft convention on the legal status of the Caspian Sea, which should be
signed by the heads of all the five states. As a result the parties still remain
unresolved issues, and decided to postpone the summit for the next year.
Nevertheless, negotiations, as noted by the parties, have been fruitful.
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The negotiation process on the Caspian Sea legal status is highly
complex. There are still issues that need further discussion, namely
concerning communications issues on the bottom of the Caspian Sea,
transit and navigation of different ships and issues of determining methods
delimitation of the seabed, which will be based on equality, justice and mutual
benefit interests. All these issues demand additional expert examination.
In this regard Convention on the legal status of the Caspian Sea should
be a final document of following summit. Nevertheless, we can say that
concerning the legal status of the Caspian Sea, parts come close to solving
the problem. Nowadays five littoral states come to a common decision on
some controversial issues. The parties are ready make maximum efforts
to solve all the principal issues on the draft Convention. Kazakhstan is
optimistic and confident that the basis and conditions of the agreement will

be equal for all the Caspian Sea states.

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Abstract. The article considers points of view expressed by various scholars on
problems and perspectives of Central Asia region integration. The influence of globalization
and regionalization on integration processes is evaluated. There are examples of evaluations
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of opportunities and obstacles for region integration. The significance of Central Asia
region for integration on Eurasian space is showed. Ways by which integration of the
region can be implemented are emphasized.

Central Asia is the biggest bloc of post — Soviet space after Russia. It
has a binding position between Eastern and Western parts of Eurasia, and
also is an intermediate between developed North and developing South. It
is one of the world’s richest in resources region. Geographical location and
availability of resources make Central Asia a significant theatre of global
political game. In order to better understand the essence of the problem,
let’s take a look at those processes, which, to our opinion, come into
conflict with the process of globalization. In order to do this let’s use the
scheme of analysis of Central Asia modernization, offered by M. Cheshkov
considers processes of modernization of Central Asian States in post-
Soviet period through a prism of three possible trajectories of development:
traditionalization, peripherization, and globalization [1].

Process of traditionalization means a return or revival of pre-Soviet
historical and cultural traditions. Peripherization is understood as an
inclusion into global distribution of labor, dependence on global market,
and especially foreign capital. Globalization is conceived as retraction into
structures of global commonality of mankind. Current transformation of
post — Soviet Central Asia is deployed in such way, that this region kind of
simultaneously dives into three different spaces (East, South, World) and
into three different time periods (past, present, future).

Revival of traditions is increasingly mainstreamed on a range of
parameters — from statehood and national identity, culture and religion to
different types of particularisms (ethnic, patrimonial, territorial). Process
of traditions revival has at least two historical senses: firstly, return to the
past as a movement backwards, or, secondly, revival of the past is not a
movement backwards, but a movement forward. These two senses of
the revival have different interpretations of transformational processes.
Revival of statehood, national and cultural identity traditions looks like
a deepening movement, and has a positive influence on transformation
processes. Revival of religion contains both return to the past and moment
of revival, necessary for transformation, and, therefore, revival of religion
(including fundamentalism) is an ambivalent phenomenon. In this regard
processes of traditionalization and transformation don’t look like mutually
exclusive. They are quite compatible. The revival of pre — Soviet traditions
generates various options for current transformations, creating obstacles
only in exceptional cases. Traditionalization in this regard cannot be fully
identified with demodernization, but, at the same time, the fact that in some
cases traditionalization leads to “increase of backwardness”, because it is
related to reduction of economic activity and exodus of Russian speaking
population from Central Asia. Processes of traditionalization take place in
Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and Kyrgyzstan.
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Peripherization of the region was originally connected with a relatively
low level of its social and economic development, which was increased
by the collapse of USSR. It is an obstacle, which countries of Central Asia
need to overcome during the process of transformation. Preservation of
the region as merely a source of resources for a long period of time will
only maintain a backwardness, creating new sources of social tension and
political extremism. At the same time under certain conditions and well
— directed state policy commodity focus of economy can be a vehicle for
development and conversion. This will lead to strengthening of dependence
on transnational capital as a main source of development, but at the same time
will have a positive influence on transformation processes. Peripherization
takes place in Kyrgyzstan and Uzbekistan.

Globalization means an integration of Central Asian countries into
global economy, policy, and culture. Globalization will undoubtedly
accelerate transformation processes, but at the same time will have a strong
influence on system of power relations and national culture. Globalization
can be a significant source of region development, especially since China
and Russia are actively engaged in it.

Process of globalization has certain threats not just for sovereignty
of a state, but for a national culture, therefore reactions for globalization
challenges are not of the same nature. Tendency to minimize the dependence
of society and state on globalization with the purpose to preserve, for
example, identity of culture or national sovereignty goes along with
conscious choice of inclusion to the globalization processes. But the
main tendency of modernity is the strengthening of integration processes.
Modern world economy, being global by nature, increasingly develops in
the direction of strengthening of integration processes on the global and
regional (subregional) levels [2]. All countries of the world strive to more
fully implement their economic interests, expand spheres of influence, and
form new opportunities through cooperation with partners in the framework
of regional integration organizations.

Research of social and economic processes in global economy in the last
quarter of XX century and in the beginning of XXI century clearly shows
the following. Countries, which more actively participated in integration
processes on subregional and regional levels, cooperated not only in the
framework of one integration organization, but with other ones as subjects
of world economic linkages, formed more significant opportunities for
sustainable development of national economic systems. New realities
of a globalizing world make us evaluate the significance of integration
on post — Soviet space in a different way. In conditions, when system of
international relations is in search of new balance, and overall balance in
the world is characterized by predominance of one pole represented by the
USA and NATO, imposed stereotypes and euphoria of first years after Cold
War were changed by anxiety over future. Not just traditional threats of
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national security, connected mainly with armed international conflicts, were
preserved, but new threats like international terrorism, dissemination of drug
trafficking, ecological threats were added. Preservation of national identity
and right for independent foreign policy remain one of the most important
tasks, faced by countries, situated on Eurasian space. But not all countries
of the region are equally interested in development of integration processes.
In some of the Central Asian countries processes, having contradiction
interactions with globalization demands, were developed.

Kazakhstan is an only country in Central Asia, which sticks to
globalization policy, initiating processes of regional integration along with
Russia and China. In March 1994, president of the Republic of Kazakhstan
Nursultan Nazarbayev floated the idea of Eurasian Union creation. There is
a need to understand that processes, which define contours of geopolitical
relations on Eurasian space, are linked with restructuring of the whole
system of international relations — transition from bipolar geopolitical
environment to multipolar international relations.

If traditionalization and globalization are the result of conscious choice
ofpolitical actors, peripherization is a result of social processes determinacy.
Traditionalization with reliance to the past and globalization with reliance
to the future require political will. These processes are similar to each other
in this regard. But if traditionalization doesn’t suppose inclusion of people
in social transformations, globalization, on the contrary, doesn’t make sense
if citizens don’t have a right for civil and political activity. In this regard
process of globalization is closely intertwined with democratization, but
is not identical to it. In contrast to traditionalization and globalization,
peripherization limits freedom of choice of social agents, leaving to them
the right to choose one or another modernization option or development
model in the framework of peripheral development. Therefore, we can make
a conclusion that only Russia, Kyrgyzstan, and Kazakhstan are interested in
integration of Eurasian space. Other countries are either in a state of choice
of national development priorities, or pursue the path of traditionalization
or peripherization.

In current conditions integration of Eurasian space for both Kazakhstan
and Russia is a priority foreign policy task. The development of integration
processes means, above all, strategic solution of national security problem.
From a viewpoint of strategic interests, practical realization of Eurasianism
could increase centripetal tendencies both in political and economic scale.
President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Nursultan Nazarbayev says about
the importance of regional cooperation in Central Asia: “Of course, the best
option will be to create a Union of Central Asian States, where I include
Kazakhstan and Central Asia. We’ve got a lot in common: 55 million
people, no language barriers, mutually complementary economies, we are
situated at one space, there are transport and economic links. This market
can provide itself with food without an entry to external markets, can fully
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provide itself with energy and etc. What else do we need? We respect each
other. Population will only benefit from it. We just need to talk about it
more. Media must say about our cultural, historical proximity, and future of
our kids. This integration will be economically beneficial and contribute to
our security in general” [3].

Really, integration of Central Asia is necessary in order to maintain
stability and peace in the region provide national security, increase its role
in CIS problems solution. Social stability of Central Asia is guaranteed
by cultural union of Turkic, Iranian, Tajik and Slavic peoples, their ability
to get along and tolerate each other, becoming a part of Eurasian culture.
In addition, as Uzbek researcher F. Tolipov said: “in Central Asia overlap
interests of many global and regional powers, this allows to avoid hegemony
of one of them. Therefore, Central Asia can play an active role in global
geopolitical restructuring, which might happen in XXI century” [4].

German researcher M. Kaizer reminds that Central Asia is a region,
where from ancient times coexisted many groups with different identities.
Eurasia always distinguished by high mobility of population. In the region
of Central Asia exist many examples of formation and strengthening of
interethnic links. According to Kaizer, interlocking of ethnic and religious
links, modern mass media create one world. Discussions on globalization
showed that policy cannot be implemented only in framework of one state:
“new context of social life and activity, new social spaces, crossing borders
of national states” [5].

Bruno De Cordier offers countries of Central Asia to take Islam as a
basis of regional identity. Majority of population strives for decent life, and
faces a lot of competing ideas on regional identity. And also he asked a
question: “Does the Eurasian form of Islam have enough potential to not
just be a classical religion and political system, but also form of identity
and social system, hence becoming an Islamic society?” He thinks that
Islam could contribute to the solution of such problems like healthcare,
alcoholism, and drug addiction. He says: “Of course, historical and
geographical factors led to differences between Arab, Malay, and European
Muslims, and population of Central Asia can offer something peculiar to
world community of believers” [6].

L. Erkesheva points out peculiarity of integration processes on post —
Soviet space of Central Asia: “In order for integration to be effective, there
is a need to have all key pieces of integration — independent states, ready
for the integration. In order to achieve that states have to go through stage
of statehood establishment and state development. In conditions of change
of world culture, beginning from the collapse of bipolar system, everything
was involved in disintegration processes. Exactly in this aspect we need
to consider the provision about disintegration — as one of the formula’s
element, which leads to integration. Other integral parts of this formula are
processes of erosion and strengthening of identity” [7].
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So, regional integration of Central Asia is in the process of establishment
on the basis of many factors: cultural, civilizational, political, religious,
economic and etc. From one side, region has a big potential for integration,
from the other side, there are objective factors, which are obstacles to this
process. In order to establish and maintain general security and prosperity
of the whole region, and not just separate states, much attention should
be paid to issues of regional identity construction, based on common
ground of Central Asian countries, because there are objective prerequisites
to integration of the region. Process of gradual integration of separate
countries of the region, based on economic and cultural aspects, can be
evaluated as a positive phenomenon [8]. Now the Central Asian countries
need to understand that without integration and supranational authority in
any form, which could regulate contradictions in the country and the whole
region, the economic, cultural, human development will be relatively slow.
Countries of Central Asia should use this favorable chance to consolidate
the region on the basis of regional identity and common regional interests.
Because history might not give the second chance to turn from raw materials
suppliers into developed region.

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METHODOLOGICAL ASPECTS OF DIASPORAL POLITICS
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Abstract. The authors consider different approaches to explore diasporal politics.
Certain traits and functions of diaspora are emphasized which prioritized by the states
to implement diasporal politics in line with their interests. There is also characterized the
interaction of Home country and diaspora.

Diaspora is very complex and multi-faceted phenomena. It comprises
diverse features and functions primarily ethnic, religious, economic
and political. The states prioritize its certain traits when implement their
diasporal politics depending on the goals they pursue. Hence, there are
different concepts and theories on the study of diasporal politics.

State support of compatriot’s abroad - diasporal politics plays a leading
role in strengthening the internal consolidation of foreign communities and
the development of their potential impact on the power authorities of the
country of residence. The success of the promotion of ethnic communities
in the political sphere of the country of residence and the possibility of
creating lobbyist structures depends on the nature and intensity of support
from Home-state to ethnic communities. The relationship of diaspora and
ethnic homeland takes the form of either state support of Diaspora from
homeland or support of Home-state by more influential ethnic diaspora.
However, in both cases, between diaspora and the country of origin takes
place close interaction and mutually beneficial cooperation. On the one hand,
these interaction and cooperation are aimed at ensuring an influential status
of diaspora abroad and expanding possibilities of its political influence, and
on the other hand, aimed at realizing political and economic interests of
Home-state. Thus, diaspora politics traditionally involves bilateral process
of mutually beneficial cooperation [1].
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There are three basic models of relations of modern states with their
diaspora: repatriation, paternalistic and pragmatic. In practice diasporal
politics of countries are based on the combination of all three models in
varying proportions. Any country conducting today whatever a successful
diaspora policy, as a result tries to use political, cultural and economic
potential of its diaspora (i.e. get “the party of influence”) to protect their
national interests and the development of bilateral ties. In other words,
among three models of diasporal politics (repatriation, paternalistic,
pragmatic) the countries find the pragmatic model the most attractive [2].

Why and when do states increase their interaction with population
abroad? What factors influence the implementation of the policy involving
Diasporas? The concept of Rainer Baubock and Thomas Faist, describes the
comparative framework where researchers integrate the ideas of related-state
and the migration-oriented cases. The evidences used by the researchers are
from a wide range of cases. Firstly, while the state often use the rhetoric of
attraction “global nation”, their policies are focused on specific groups of
the population abroad, depending on the fact what these groups can offer to
the home-state. Second, the state increases the interaction with a particular
foreign population, as it serves a certain political and strategic objective.
Diaspora represent a set of unique cultural, material and political resources
that native state elite have come to recognize and seek to capture. Third,
the government expands the boundaries of citizenship and membership in
order to co-opt and control access to the resources of the diaspora. As this
new collaboration involves the expansion of the political community, the
development of diasporal politics often controversial process that could lead
to a backlash against the involvement of Diasporas and the gap between
rhetoric and policy essence [3].

American sociologist A.Bentli developed the theory of “Interest groups”,
he analyzed the ethnic communities as the subject of political relations.
A.Bentli considered the group as a functional unit of politics, acting under
the institutional control of administrative agencies, courts, legislative
bodies and political parties. Based on the research A.Bentli has formulated
the concept of interest groups, to which Diasporas can be attributed at the
level of social communities, and at the level of institutional structures [4].

The national component of diasporas gain the importance as the states
seek to build or strengthen their national identity. Shain and Aharon Barth
considered Diasporas as independent actors exerting influence on their
homelands’ foreign policies. According to their concept, within international
relation scholarship, diasporic factor can be placed into the ‘theoretical space’
shared by constructivism (with its emphasis on identity) and liberalism
(with its focus on domestic politics). Given their international location,
diasporas are suited to manipulate state’s international images and thus to
trigger a “national identity dynamic” as the Armenian diaspora has done
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with their image as genocide victims. Once triggered, this dynamic can be
used to influence decision making of homeland in its foreign policy. This
is done by engaging in the domestic politics of the homeland, something
that diasporas can do because, while being outside the state, they are still
perceived as inside. C.King and N.J.Melvin also argue that diaspora is
strategically important for its cultural-linguistic function, particularly in
nation-building, national building of identity and cultural reproduction.
Diaspora can serve in the construction of national myths which can be used
to legitimize national political programs [5].

Diasporas abroad are also regarded as a supplementary income by
states. This approach proposes the emphasis of diasporal politics of a
country on creation or controlling the connections with people abroad in
order to benefit. Model “diaspora as a resource” explains motives and ways
of cooperation of diasporas and home-states. According to Rainer Baubock
and Thomas Faith’s concept, diasporas are the source of important material
resources through remittances sent back to their home-countries, by diaspora
investments or offering the states expanding markets for export, cultural
output, temporalary labor force. The external conditions in international
relations increase opportunities for countries to create and control their
relations with external communities. In response to these challenges, the
state extends its sovereignty and redefines the boundaries of the state
citizenship and the national membership in order to establish and maintain
relationships with people abroad. Most of the countries that send migrants,
like the Philippines, Turkey, and many Latin American countries, European
countries of Middle East and South-East, rely heavily on immigrant diaspora
working in richer countries to contribute to the country’s GDP.

However, it is said that economic interests are less important in the
non-migrant diasporas situations, especially when the home-states are more
economically developed than the diaspora. Even the promise of possible
future economic benefits can be used as a justification for the policy of
diaspora activists in those states. For example, in Hungary ethnic Hungarians
has been described as a potential resource for companies who need working
as a selling point in neighboring countries for the Hungarian policy towards
co-ethnic groups. Similar arguments were used to justify the repatriation
programs in Romania and Russia.

Home-states have a greater access to these resources when they are
able to produce the control of connection with Diasporas abroad and their
organizations as much as it possible. In order to form these relationships
the state expands sovereignty and revises the boundaries of citizenship and
membership. The state includes members of the target population abroad
by institutional packages policy of “engagement”. Government elites try to
push this policy, while keeping in mind the requirements of the diaspora,
who may or may not respond to these overtures.

Diasporas are playing an increasingly significant role in the development
of national capacities in the poorest countries and those that have undergone
significant changes, such as the Eastern European and former Soviet Union
countries. This is due to a number of factors, including access to economic
resources, a large number of expatriate professionals, greater ease in
communication and travel, and the entrepreneurs who have the skills and
experience to offer [6].

Diasporal politics cannot be applied to all people living abroad,
sometimes the states aim at certain groups of Diasporas to serve specific
purposes. According to Rainer Baubock and Thomas Faith some countries
collaborate with certain group of Diasporas. The states that are usually
considered primarily as emigration-States have a potential to act as
defenders of the members of the national community, who live in an area
that was once part of the national homeland (eg, India, Haiti, and Mexico).
Many related states also have significant economic and political groups
of migrants (e.g.Hungary, Poland, Germany). Some states have policies
that cover both cross-border minority and migrant communities, but most
of them have chosen as a target only one for specific purposes. Targeting
reflects the fact that the home-state wants to interact with certain groups
of the diaspora population, as well as the feasibility of the integration of
foreign communities, without the risk of tension in relations with other
countries. A.Diener pointed out that Kazakhstan and Hungary policies
were focused more on the integration of ethnic and linguistic kin than on
engaging with migrant population. Kazakhstan’s decision to offer ethnic
repatriation to ethnic Kazakh was targeted not to other soviet republics and
which would therefore likely to speak only Russian, but to those outside the
Soviet sphere in smaller Kazakh-speaking communities who would most
effectively contribute to the cultural rebirth of Kazakhstan [7]. The factor
of regional dissemination of diaspora is important for the countries that are
targeting certain groups of Diaspora.

Steven Vertovec assumes potential Diasporas have to reduce brain drain
in developing countries. Innovative national and international programs
“concerning diaspora” were put in place so that the home-state can get access
to expatriate experience, knowledge and expertise (as well as to external
networks for trade, communications and technological development). One
of'the most famous examples is the transfer of the UN Development Program
of Knowledge through Expatriate Nationals (TOKTEN), which began in
Turkey in 1970 and is now established in 50 countries. The program supports
thousands of emigrant citizens with professional experience, to return to
their country of origin and work for a few weeks or months, although some
of them decided to stay longer [8].

The religious approach was used in research on diaspora and
transnationality by Jayani Bonnerjee. Transnational communication built
around religion, can also be an important way in which the homeland policy
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is transferred to the Diaspora. Prema Kurien, for example, examines the
struggle between Hindu and Muslim Indian American organizations in the
United States on the definition of “Indian”. While Hindu Indian American
organizations were supported by the Hindu nationalist movement, their
Muslim colleagues looked at India as a secular. In fact, faith, and religion is
an important basis to organize diaspora life. In addition to these transnational
connections, faith in politics has also played an important role in the creation
of bonds on the local level. Using the example of the citizens of London,
Jamoul and Wills explained how the organization “provides a means of
strengthening the ties” between the various religious institutions and how
they found “faith is especially rich resource in the process”. They further
argue that faith institutions were politically mobilized to create cohesion of
communities in the UK, as a rule, but the example of London’s population
indicates that there is a room for more independent forms of political
participation, particularly in the fight for justice in different communities
[9, 10].

Russian researcher Poloskova T. V. notes that the study of experience of a
number of countries shows, the historical homeland, engaged in cooperation
with the diaspora, prioritize usually those states of residence in respect of
which it has serious long-term goals in line with their geopolitical position
and the presence of a significant number of compatriots. Where, also,

1) The presence of diasporas abroad is regarded as the factor of
realization which ensures economic, cultural and linguistic presence in
countries that have an important geopolitical and strategic importance for
the state, a factor of bilateral relations where the diaspora is able to act as a
“bridge”;

2) Assistance to political, economic and social integration of Diasporas
to the country of residence, protection of the right for the preservation of
cultural and ethnic identity;

3) The state policy of Host country towards the Diaspora is estimated as
one of the important indicators of state’s policy in respect to the historical
homeland of diaspora;

4) Support of preservation and development of cultural, linguistic, and
information space as a factor of national presence in foreign countries is
considered as an important foreign political objective (for instance, Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of French, State Department of the US have separate
departments on the distribution and support of the French and English
languages in foreign countries);

5) Providing support to the political and social organizations of
Diasporas;

6) Implementing bilateral cooperation to protect the rights of Diaspora
Representatives to preserve the cultural and ethnic identity;

7) The position of diaspora as an ethnic minority is regarded as a factor
of domestic and regional stability, and based on the principles of preventive
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diplomacy, efforts to prevent possible ethnic confrontation is thought to be
an important area of regional and international organizations.

The research of scientists based on certain features or functions of
diaspora which prioritized by the state as diasporal politics tend to meet
the interests of the states. However, this does not mean that the other
components of diaspora are ignored by the states in their policies in respect
to compatriots abroad. The external factors such as international situation,
regional location of Diasporas and its quantity in the country of residence
have a particular influence on the diasporal politics lead by the states.
