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The article is devoted to the demographic analysis of the Kazakh Diaspora population
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in the Russian Federation according to the results of the population census in 2002 and
2010. It also reveals the ratio of urban and rural population of the Kazakh Diaspora and
the reasons for the decline in the number of Kazakh Diaspora in Russia during the period
between censuses.

Keywords: Kazakh Diaspora, the Russian Federation, immigration, population
census, immigrant.

There are about 4 million Russian people living in Kazakhstan,
according to various estimates there are about from 650 000 till 1 500 000
ethnic Kazakhs living in Russian Federation. Nowadays, Kazakh Diaspora
of Russia is the tenth by number among all ethnic people of the country.
Basically, the areas of compact residence of Kazakh people and their families
are located in the following regions bordering the Republic of Kazakhstan
in Russia — in the Altai Territory, Omsk region, Chelyabinsk region, Kurgan
region, Orenburg region, Saratov region, Volgograd and Astrakhan regions.
There in the Volga Federal District there are about (228016 people), South
Federal District (201095 people), Astrakhan region (142633 people),
Orenburg region (125568 people), Siberia Federal District (123914 people),
Moscow city 7997 people, in Saint-Petersburg -2830 people.

At the All-Russia Population Census of 2002, just like the previous
censuses, the method of population survey and filling out questionnaires was
used (questionnaires) by specially trained copyists. During the census period,
census workers went around all the premises of their enumeration area, where
the population lived or could live (including offices, entrepreneurships’ and
organizations). The recording of information in the census questionnaires
was made from the words interviewed without presenting any documents
confirming the correctness of the answers. Collection of information was
also implemented in the stationary areas and in exclusive cases with the use
of Mobile phone connection [1].

Statistical indicators testify the decreasing of a number of Kazakh
ethnos. According to the results of the of Russian Federation in 2002 the
number of Kazakh people consisted of 653 962 people, that conformed in
the percent correlation 0,45 % relatively of the general population, however,
the 2010 population census data the number of Kazakh people consisted of
647 736 — 0,45 %. Percentage did not change, as Russia during intercensal
period observes the decrease of the number of population to 1,6 % (2 310
195 people). The total computation of decreasing number of Kazakh people
it is observed for 6 230 people it means considerably for 0,9 %.

According to the 2002 Census, there are 653,962 ethnic Kazakhs in
Russia. The city population consists of 212 741 people (32,5%), rural
population —441 221 people (67,5%). For three years the quality of Kazakh
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people has increased for 18097 people (According to population census
data if 1989 there about 635 865 people lived in Russian Federation).

The quality of Ethnic Kazakh people at the age of from O till 17 years
consists of 29,9% (195547 people) of the total number of Kazakhs living
in Russia. At the age of from 18 till 29 years 19,8% (129357 people) of
Kazakh people lives. Also a large percentage of Kazakh population in
Russian Federation is composed by a group of people at the age of from
30 to 44 net — 28% (183728 people). The least part — 8,6% (56226 people)
comes to Kazakh people living in Russia at the age of from 60 years and
more [2].

But nevertheless, we can observe the preponderance of female
population, especially it was noticed in 2010, the number of Kazakh people
consists of 50,4 % from total number of Kazakh population. The quality
of Kazakh women at the age of 15 and older, living in Russian Federation
consists 0f 36,4%, or 252715 people. Among them Kazakh women: without
children - 25%; who produced 1 child — 18,7%; who produced 2 or 3
children — 38,9%; who produced 4 or 6 children — 11% and who produced
7 children and more — 4,2%. Correlation of urban and rural Kazakh guy is
not evenly. According to 2002, The percentage of the village inhabitant of
Kazakh people is 67,5 % it is — 441 221 people, in 2010 — 63 % (408 827).
Outflow of rural population to the city is noticeable. During intercensal
period the number of urban Kazakh man increased for 26 164 people.

The main reason of decreasing in the number of Kazakhs is negative
migration processes. Some Russian Kazakh people move to Kazakhstan and
other countries, wherein basic part of Kazakh people departures precisely
directed to Kazakhstan. There is state program for the repatriates support
in Kazakhstan. The first state program for the support of the compatriots,
living abroad, was enacted in 1996. The most important stage became the
State program for the support of the compatriots, who live abroad, for
20052007, whose amount of financing composed more than 1,7 million
tenge. That’s why lots of Russian Kazakh people came back to its historical
Motherland thanks to that program. There is also counterflow of the Kazakh
migration from Kazakhstan to border Russian regions. According to the
Agency of the Republic of Kazakhstan on Statistics in 2008 more than 2
thousand ethic Kazakh people left the country, entered above 7 000 oralmans
[4, p.29]. Year after year the quota for oralmans were increasing: in 2000
the quotas for 500 families were approved, in 2002 — 2,6 thousand families,
2003— 5 thousand families, 2004— 10 thousand families. As a percentage
based on CIS countries the number of arrived in the middle of 2000-s
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from Uzbekistan consisted of about 70 %, from Russia — 20 %, from near
abroad: China — 57 %, Mongolia — 31 %, Germany— 6 %. On behalf of the
President of the Ministry of Labor and Social Protection of Population in
December 2008 there was the preparation of the program «Hypisr kom»
(“Nurly Kosh”). Its basic aim is comprised in resettlement of people who
returned to their homeland, by creating the right conditions for life.

In connection with establishment of economic ties of Kazakhstan with
Russia, common cultural historical bases where Kazakh people in Russia can
become the necessary bridge for strengthening the further friendly relations
between the states. That is why it is necessary to formulate respect to the
culture of other people with the help of acquaintance with their holidays,
customs, language learning.

According to Population census of 2002 ethical Kazakh people know
47 languages. 470699 people from all Kazakhs know Kazakh language that
consists of 72%. The most popular languages are: Tatar, German, Bashkir,
Altai and Uzbek. 98,2% of ethical Kazakh people know Russian. Almost
one hundred percent of urban Kazakhs know Russian, villagers - 97,8%.

The “Kazakhs” group included those who noted the following birth
names in the census form - Aday, Argyn, Bersh, Jahaybai, Jap, Kerei,
Kypchak with Kazakh language, Nayman with Kazakh language, Nogay
with Kazakh language, steppe Kazakhs, Tabyn, Tama, Torkara, Turkish
Kazakh, and etc.

According to the results of the All-Russian population census in 2002,
the Kazakh Diaspora in Russia can be divided into two groups: the first
includes those of its representatives who live in border regions. Such group
includes the large parts of Kazak people that mainly work in the sphere
of agriculture. Among 14 regions of the Republic of Kazakhstan, six
regions (Kostanai, West Kazakhstan Region, North Kazakhstan Region,
West Kazakhstan Region, Pavlodar and Aktyubinsk) border on the Russian
Federation. The second group includes representatives of the Diaspora,
those who live in the city. They more often have high education degree and
are engaged in intellectual work [3].

The irredent and Diaspora of ethnic Kazakhs in the Russian Federation,
which has formed, has been successfully adapted to the social and economic
stratification of Russian society, has its common unifications and cultural
centers (about 40) and by this serves as one more factor of the strengthening
friendship between Kazakhstan and Russia.

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The article examines the political systems of the Middle East and what changes
have taken place in the current realities, the impact of these transformations and their
implications for the region and on world politics at this time.
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Modification of political systems in the Middle East occupies a special
place in the studies of foreign and domestic researchers. The region is a
picture in many respects distinctive from the rest of the world, with its
views on political and cultural processes. Moreover, interest is strengthened
in connection with the current international situation, in which the Oriental
theater experiences absolutely new trends in social transformation, making
attempts to accept or repel problems of contemporary phenomena. In this
article, an attempt is made to explicate examples of modification, obstruction
or stagnation in the political systems of the states of the region. Therefore,
we are faced with the question: Are the movements in the Middle East by
the reaction of the Arab world to external factors, or are states experiencing
a natural evolutionary transition?

The Middle East is a region with a huge historical past and cultural
heritage. It is here that three world religions arose; therefore its distinctive
feature is the inseparable link between religion and political activity. Since
Islam is a young religious movement, political transformation began in the
region not so long ago, if compared with the Western civilization, where the
social crisis occurred during the reform period, after which development
took several centuries, affecting the historical, philosophical, political and
public spheres.

A particular transformation swept the region during the mid-twentieth
and early twenty-first centuries, when it was necessary for local governments,
under different conditions, to take a course for the reorganization of society.
Such restructuring takes place in each of the Middle Eastern countries in its
own way, and therefore there are several options:

1) religious dogmas are gradually pushed aside, there is liberation and
a slow transition to secular society;

2) the value of human life rises to a solid foundation, religion is a
spiritual combination of personal and public consciousness;
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3) religion becomes the main source of preserving the human good, a
return to the roots occurs, democratic ideas cause repulsion, which leads to
a radicalization of the external and internal political course.

Today, the political situation in this region is a variety, which has
contributed too many factors: the colonial past, the ongoing Middle East
conflict and the impact of Westernization. The latter factor, in turn, led to
the fact that it caused the opposite effect, which led many countries to return
to the ideas of fundamentalism. And this is not surprising, since any society
should it gradually chew on the historical and social changes, realize and
desire them. If such ideas accept the imposition, they are rejected, possibly
acquiring a more aggressive form.

An example of a state that has come to a religious origin can be the
Islamic Republic of Iran. After World War II, this country was actively
modernized, reformed and de-Islamized. Such a policy entailed an anti-
government direction, as it caused a great mistrust of the society. Taking
advantage of the right moment, the Islamic opposition began the Islamic
revolution in 1979, as a result of which the dreams of a new secular model
failed. As a result, modern Iran is a theocratic state in which religion acts as
a raison d’étre and defines the formation of a political system.

In contrastto Iran, Turkey’s historical development took place, presenting
a unique example in the area of social transformation. This country, which
has a strong imperial past and a strong religious and ideological base,
dramatically changed its political structure in the 1920s. The Institute of
Panislam Unity and the Caliphate were abolished, and the creation of a
secular state began [1, p.151]. Such phenomena as the movement for the
adoption of an entirely new development model are exceptional in Arab
history. For Turkey, the political vector of modernization was, first of all,
connected with the search for adequate ways of socio-economic and political
development, preservation of cultural identity and self-identification. Such
specific historical development and civilizational features determined the
specificity of its political system. This update touched upon all spheres
of the life of the Turkish people, although in the 1990s, unsuccessful
attempts were made to return religion to the political order. Residents of
this country are so used to life, in which the theological side of the issue is
only a spiritual manifestation, that any government efforts to take a course
toward conservative reconstruction can lead to its overthrow. In addition, a
more positive attitude is also due to the fact that Turkish citizens dream of
joining the European Union, which gives many opportunities for economic
prosperity.

The pessimistic situation is modern Syria, where a civil war is actively
taking place. The Syrian crisis has become a major problem affecting the

entire international community. The definition of the political situation here
takes the form of a difficult task, since the parties to the civil conflict are not
only the government and the opposition, but also various kinds of terrorist
groups, the most radical of which are ISIS and JabhatanNusra. The latter are
an example of strengthening the position of Islamism, taking as a basis for
the ideas of fundamentalism and extremism, turning into an act of terrorism.
Such factions manage to control the conquered territories, which creates a
serious problem for the settlement of the crisis and to follow the concrete
path of political development.

In North Africa, in the Maghreb countries, political modernization has
had a significant impact on Islam and contributed to the secularization of
society. In Tunisia, the result of modernization was a departure from the
religious model of the state and the transition to a democratic one. The
country adopted a democratic Constitution, the provisions of which did not
differ in any way from the laws and regulations of a number of European
states. As a result of social reforms, Sharia courts were banned.

Then in the 90s of the 20th century, the growth of Islamic organizations
and parties began in Tunisia. It should be noted that the Tunisian leadership
managed to integrate part of the moderate Islamists into the state-political
system. At the initiative of the President of Tunisia, the “National Pact” was
signed, which emphasized Tunisia’s ownership of Islamic civilization, but
at the same time all democratic reforms and the “Civil Status Code” were
confirmed. For a long time, a multi-party system operated in Tunisia. At the
beginning of the XXI century the wave of Arab revolutions also affected
Tunisia.

The coming to power of Islamic parties of moderate and radical
persuasion at the beginning of the XXI century marked new tendencies
of political modernization in the Islamic world. First, religious parties
attempted to create a coalition government, which included both secular
and religious parties. Secondly, the result of political modernization is
the alternate dominance in the domestic political process of moderate,
democratic Islamic parties, then radical Islamic parties. The third trend is
the active political confrontation between religious and secular parties and
the striving of religious parties for total domination.

During the Cold War, the territory was the scene of a clash of two
blocs headed by the USSR and the US, the disagreements between which
represented the main threat to security for the Middle Eastern countries.
But the collapse of the bipolar order of international relations has led to
a change in the course of political processes in the region, and the role of
internal participants has increased dramatically [2]. This situation has led
to aggravation of various conflicts, the bloodiest of which can be identified
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wars in the Persian Gulf and the war in Iraq, which have postponed their
imprint on the further political course.

The appearance of external actors in order to resolve crisis situations
led to the subsequent destabilization of the region and, consequently, to the
rejection of democratic ideas as the main component of future development.
Liberal principles began to be perceived as external pressure, as a special
form of exploitation and subordination, which could result in the emergence
of a controlling hegemon and the loss of its cultural and territorial identity.
In these conditions, the region takes an intensified development of the form
of the political system, based on religious dogmas, in such states as Saudi
Arabia, Iran, Sudan, etc. [3].

The situation is aggravated by the fact that throughout the post-war
period of the history of the Middle East the Arab-Israeli conflict has
affected. The creation of the State of Israel and the subsequent crisis with
the Palestinian refugees has brought a grim trace in the memory of the Arab
people. Moreover, not confidence in modernized ideas was prompted by the
fact that during the Yom Kippur War, Israel was supported by the leading
Western states. After the subsequent oil crisis, in which the Middle Eastern
countries found themselves in a favorable position, the religious spirit in
political activity gained strong positions.

Therefore, today local governments see in religion a path of development
and stability, a way of maintaining unity, and the younger generation the
image of an ideal world and a prosperous future. This same generation,
often becomes a moving object, those who, under the cover of faith, use
them in achieving their political ambitions. Such a policy manifests itself
in different ways and ways, and on its basis there are organizations that
radicalize religious teachings, the purpose of which is to redistribute the
political situation in the Middle East as a whole.

As mentioned above, the Middle East is a subject of interest for political
scientists, specialists in international relations, historians, etc. The interest is
predetermined not only by the fact that the region has a historical heritage,
but also by the fact that it is geopolitical, since the main oil exporters - Iran,
Iraq, Saudi Arabia, Qatar, etc. are concentrated here. In addition to this, the
current migration crisis, a wave of uprisings and protests in the Arab Spring,
reinforce the study of this region and its political systems.

In the XXI century, as a result of mass demonstrations, the statehood of
several Middle Eastern countries began to collapse. The scientific director
of the Institute of Oriental Studies of the Russian Academy of Sciences
VitalyNaumkin and his colleagues emphasize the existence of internal
causes that caused these changes [4]. They note that the destruction of
the states of the Middle East is primarily connected with internal causes -
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political, economic, cultural and civilizational. At the same time, they point
to the existence of certain external processes, although they do not specify

this relationship [5].

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The article deals with the implementation of public diplomacy in the Republic of
Kazakhstan through “soft power”. Nowadays strengthens the role of non-military methods
and information technologies in the foreign policy of states. Providing the growing role
of the image of the state and other actors of international relations in the political process
is increasing scientific interest in the problem of image formation by means of public
diplomacy. Public diplomacy is linked to the «soft power» of the state. As stated Joseph Nay
“soft power” has three sources: culture, values and political activities. Public diplomacy
involves the establishment of long-term relationships, creating favorable conditions for
public policy. Public diplomacy defends national interests and ensures national security
through the study of attitudes of foreign public opinion, informing him and the impact on
those who view it generates.

Keywords: public diplomacy, «soft power», foreign policy, image of the state,
formation of the image, culture, values, long-term relationships, national interests.

In modern international relations, the concept of traditional diplomacy
is being transformed, which means that some researchers have to abandon
the traditional concept of science, which deals with relations between
diplomatic states and their leaders. Public diplomacy emerged as a form of
response to global challenges and threats, to the emergence of a new world
order, to the course of domestic political development. It was born and
received recognition in the era of globalization, civilization shifts, profound
changes that occurred in the world, including in the psychological attitudes
of people. In the political science of the generally accepted definition of the
concept of “nations’ diplomacy” does not yet exist. For its designation is
often used another term - “public diplomacy. “When analyzing Kazakhstan’s
initiatives through the prism of the concept of “soft power” J. Nye, it is
important to take into account the context and origin of the term, which is
westernized and developed, primarily, from the point of view of democratic
regimes. In addition, J. Nye first introduced the term “soft power” into
circulation in 1990 in the book “Limits of Leadership: Changes in the Nature
of American Power” under an entirely different geopolitical situation in the
world. “Soft power,” according to Nye’s concept, is “the ability to make the
goals of one country seems attractive to another” [1]. “Soft power” is “the
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ability of states to attract others to their side, seeking to support their own
agenda in international relations by demonstrating their cultural and moral
values of the attractiveness of the political course and the effectiveness of
political institutions.”

It should be noted that various methods of influencing the mind, methods
of non-violent processing of power and other groups have long been known.
However, the emergence of a slender, not so much a scientific, as a purely
practical concept of soft power is associated with the name of Joseph Samuel
Nye, a professor at the Public School of the name. J. Kennedy at Harvard
University, a member of the American Academy of Arts and Sciences and
the Diplomatic Academy. The main achievement of Nye’s was not only a
concentrated and capacious description of the nature and meaning of the
“soft power” that played a role in the Cold War, but also the definition of its
capabilities, which in the 21st century, the age of information technology
and cognitive wars, are truly unlimited.

Soft power” is traditionally seen as an addition to the “tough’ military
power of states: it is impossible to deny it is relevant for any state in the
modern world. It seems that with proper positioning in the global arena,
a country can achieve several advantages at once. “Soft power” allows
countries in an era of complex interdependence to achieve their foreign
policy objectives more effectively by attracting than by removing them.

Meanwhile, the concept of “soft power” is characterized by the absence
of strict and rigid frameworks [2]. This makes it possible for each country
developing its “soft power” to bring its own foreign policy experience and
features of political and cultural traditions into the concept and interpretation
of “soft power”.

This strategy includes such instruments of positioning the country in
the international arena, as exporting education, promoting the language
and disseminating national cultural values. Also, the tools of “soft power”
include communication, including information technology and especially
the Internet, NGOs, diplomatic missions, cultural, scientific and educational
centers and large-scale events such as the Olympic Games, EXPO etc.

“Soft power” as an instrument of influence is especially intensively used
in the 21st century, although the reasons that encourage states to address
it are different. For the United States, the September 11, 2001, terrorist
attacks were a turning point. The Americans faced the challenge of forming
a positive image of their country abroad, primarily in the Muslim world.
Somewhat later, Russia, although without such dramatic events, set itself
a similar goal - the formation of a positive image of the country abroad.
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As a result, the Russian Mir Foundation was created, the Dmitry Public
Diplomacy Foundation. A.M. Gorchakov, and “Rus-cooperation”, whose
task was to maintain and disseminate the Russian language, the development
of public diplomacy work with compatriots, etc. The Confucius Institute,
which is also active in its own country, shows that our neighbor in the
People’s Republic of China also does not dwell on popular diplomacy with
politicians and researchers, not only in words but also in practice. Leading
states of the European Union, such as Germany and France, were able to
analyze public diplomacy not only from the theoretical point of view, but
also throughout the world for many years with the help of Goethe institutions
and French unions that promote their reputation and authority.

In turn, Kazakhstan is taking measures that also have certain
attractiveness. Our country is located in the steppes, where, as the well-
known writer Chingiz Aitmatov wrote, “The day lasts for more than a
century”. This is a country whose economy is similar in its specialization to
the Russian one: oil products and raw materials account for 91% of exports.
The “soft power” of Kazakhstan lies in its transcontinental position; it is at
the junction of the most ancient civilizations of the East and West and in
history was called upon to play the role of a link between them. Therefore,
in the field of higher education, an international scholarship of the President
of the Republic of Kazakhstan “Bolashak™ is interesting, which allows
Kazakhstani citizens to obtain higher education abroad [3]. An obligatory
condition for receiving this scholarship is the successful completion of
studies and further work in Kazakhstan. Also in Astana, at the initiative of
the president, the Nazarbayev’s University was opened, teaching in which
is conducted in English by teachers from leading universities in the world.
Finally, in accordance with article 5, paragraph 2 of the Law of the Republic
of Kazakhstan on Education, “all educational institutions, regardless of the
form of ownership, should ensure the knowledge and development of the
Kazakh language as a state language, as well as the study of the Russian
language and one of the foreign languages in accordance with the state
compulsory standard for each level of education” [4]. Such initiatives of
Kazakhstan, as well as its economic growth, can be attractive not only
for the countries of the region, but also for many other states, that is, they
have “soft power”. However, Kazakhstan has not yet clearly expressed the
strategy of “soft power” formulated in the concept of Kazakhstan’s foreign
policy. The use of “tensile strength” in the Republic of Kazakhstan through
public diplomacy is not systematically eliminated. Therefore, one of the
topical issues is the formation of a system mechanism for studying the

concepts of “extensibility” and “public diplomacy”, “collective diplomacy”
for our country.

In multiethnic Kazakhstan, the Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan,
created with the goal of preserving internal unity and diversity, set out the
work on the transformation of ethno-cultural associations, in particular the
international community, into the main institutions of dialogue with other
states. Without a doubt, this is a key element of “soft power” for influence
on the public diplomatic.

The Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan is an institution that promotes
the development and implementation of national policies. However, if we
take a closer look at the Assembly’s laws and regulations on the Assembly,
the specific tasks of the Assembly include its external objectives:

1. propaganda of the Kazakhstan model of interethnic and interreligious
harmony in the country and abroad;

2.preservation and development of the Kazakh Diaspora abroad in
matters of preserving and developing the native language, culture and
national traditions, strengthening its ties with the historical Motherland;

3. promotes interethnic tolerance and community engagement in the
country and abroad

4.1interaction with civil society institutions and international
organizations on inter-ethnic and inter-religious consensus [5].

Ethno-cultural associations of the Assembly of the people of Kazakhstan
are recognized as a special type of activity. First of all, cultural and spiritual
support of civilization on the territory of Kazakhstan. Secondly, in the role
of the Diaspora as a state. This gives rise to the development of public
diplomacy of their homeland, which means that through these associations
of ethos’s we can get the culture of the ethnos, live information in a specific
country and expand our spiritual, cultural and scientific endeavors.

The formation of a positive image of the state, as is known, is one of the
factors improving its investment attractiveness. Today almost all countries
of the world allocate considerable funds for the promotion and maintenance
of their international image, which is an important component of the so-
called “soft power” in foreign policy. Information and image work is a
part of our agency’s daily activities, the so-called “public diplomacy” [6].
It is aimed at consolidating existing and forming new positive trends in
Kazakhstan’s perception on the international arena in general and in selected
foreign countries, in particular.

This work is coordinated by the Committee for International Information
of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, and its main goals are the following:
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consolidating the image of Kazakhstan as a country with a dynamically
developing economy, a favorable investment and business climate, and a
stable political and social system. And also as a country promoting significant
international initiatives that contribute to global and regional security. With
the support of our diplomatic missions, cultural centers are being opened;
the activities of Kazakh Diasporas living abroad are becoming more active.
So, last year, together with the European Association of Kazakhs in Berlin,
another small Kazakh “kurultai” was organized with the participation of
ethnic Diasporas from Great Britain, France, Germany, Hungary, Austria,
Switzerland, Sweden, Denmark, Norway, the Netherlands and Turkey.

Another, mechanism of “soft power” for providing Public diplomacy
and formation of image abroad for our country is EXPO-2017.

Politically, EXPO-2017 has become one of the major factors in
Kazakhstan’s foreign policy. «EXPO is the soft power of Kazakhstan,
ddeveloping exhibition infrastructure, culture, communication, Kazakhstan
significantly improves its image and actively integrates into world processes.
The four main objectives of the modern “soft power” by organizing the
Expo for both the state and the region:

1. Raising awareness of the country / region;

2. Formation of positive ideas about the country / region and their
values, ensuring understanding of prevailing ideas and views;

3. attraction of people to the country / region for tourism and study,
promotion of local goods abroad;

4. Attracting foreign investment and political allies [7].

On November 22, 2012, in Paris, at the 152nd session of the General
Assembly of the International Bureau of Exhibitions (IBE), by secret ballot,
148 states defined the city for the international exhibition EXPO-2017. They
became the capital of Kazakhstan, Astana.

This was the first international exhibition to be held in the CIS and
Central Asia. The holding of EXPO-2017 will serve as an additional
stimulus for the economic and infrastructure development of the country
and its capital, which in 2017 marks the 20th anniversary. The President, in
essence, formulates the role of EXPO as an image project, an instrument of
soft power in the foreign policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan. He notes
that: “Exhibitions EXPO”, which has a long history, is held to demonstrate
technical and technological achievements, as well as the history, traditions
and culture of participating countries. They are the biggest events, attracting
the attention of the world community and millions of visitors. In addition,
the exhibitions “Expo” serve as a place for the formation of new trends
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of economic, social, cultural development “ [8]. During the exhibition, 2
million 265 thousand people visited. The international specialized exhibition
“Astana EXPO-2017 was highly appreciated among visitors and positive
feedback from specialists from around the world. The theme “Energy of
the future” meets the world trend on the need for a gradual transition to
renewable energy sources, the best developments in the field of green
technologies were successfully demonstrated at EXPO-2017. As a result,
EXPO exhibition is another way of “soft power” to create a positive image
of our country among the states, in the aim of providing public diplomacy
in order to enhance the role of the our state. Therefore, Kazakhstan, when
conducting the EXPO, intends to send a signal to the surrounding world that
the country has passed a very large path of development during 25 years
of independence. “The organization of the international exhibition EXPO-
2017 demonstrated all the achievements of independent Kazakhstan”.
Public diplomacy has enormous significance and influences both
in the foreign and domestic policies of states. In both cases, in addition
to organizational and financial, we are dealing with human resources.
This is most important, because in this way public diplomacy fulfills its
main mission, especially with regard to youth. Today it became obvious
that public diplomacy is capable of influencing official diplomatic
activity, and also becoming an instrument for the formation of state
institutions, forms of state activity [9]. Therefore, formation of the positive
image on the international arena, providing “soft power” as a tool of
generating public diplomacy within and abroad country worth all efforts.
The need to improve the Association, exhibitions, formation of the positive
image of our country and/or providing more scholarships for education,
developing and broadcasting of our culture, values and national identity
as a mechanism for implementing public diplomacy of the state should
be relevant, as a result, through all these methods above to promote and
disseminate our country to a foreign audience and to achieve solidarity and
recognition of the community.

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EUROPEAN UNION AND CENTRAL ASIA: HORIZONS OF COOPERATION -
NEW CHALLENGES AND NEW DIMENSIONS
(DEVELOPMENT OF AN ACTION PLAN)
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The article is dedicated to defining of European Union (EU) strategy towards Central
Asia and their bilateral long-term cooperation. Particular importance is clarifying the arcas
in which EU is giving aid to Central Asia and identifying “The EU Strategy for a New
Partnership” role in cooperation with Central Asia.

Keywords: European Union, Central Asia, cooperation.
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The EU is the oldest and most successful organization in unifiying
European countries. The EU is only union where most of the members have
common currency (euro) and they are going to join by all new members when
they have met the important criteria and has a common bank responsible
for the euro and swelling control. Likewise, it has various defense, security
and foreign policies and may even have a Constitution not long from now.

It exists two types of instruments by which the EU cooperate with
Central Asia, first one is regulating by unilaterally instruments such as
demarches, sanctions, declarations. Second one by bilateral instruments
that are implemented to fostering relations between Central Asia and EU
as EIDHR (European Instrument for Democracy and Human Rights) and
TACIS (Technical Assistance to the Commonwealth of Independent States)
regulated by PCAs (Partnership and Cooperation Agreements).

The common goal of achieving stability and prosperity by means of
peaceful inter-action makes Europe and Central Asia partners for increased
cooperation. The strong EU commitment towards its Eastern neighbours
within the framework of the European Neighbourhood Policy will also
bring Europe and Central Asia closer to each other, both in terms of
political cooperation and economic development. The development and
consolidation of stable, just and open societies, adhering to international
norms, is essential to bring the partnership between the European Union
and Central Asian States to full fruition. Good governance, the rule of
law, human rights, democratisation, education and training are key areas
where the EU is willing to share experience and expertise. The EU can
offer experience in regional integration leading to political stability and
prosperity. Lessons learnt from the political and economic transformation
of Central and Eastern Europe can also be offered. With their rich traditions
and centuries-old exchanges, the EU and Central Asia can contribute
actively to the dialogue between civilizations [1].

Many challenges facing the globalised world affect Europe and Central
Asia alike, and warrant a common response. Security questions and
regional economic development require close cooperation of the EU with
each Central Asian state, taking into account their geographical location, in
particular with respect to Afghanistan, Pakistan and Iran. This applies i.a.
to developments in the areas of border management, migration, the fight
against organized crime and international terrorism, as well as human, drugs,
and arms trafficking. The dependency of the EU on external energy sources
and the need for a diversified energy supply policy in order to increase
energy security open further perspectives for cooperation between the EU
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and Central Asia. EU efforts to strengthen local energy markets will help to
improve investment conditions, increase energy production and efficiency
in Central Asia and diversify energy supply and distribution in the region.

The Strategy for a New Partnership between the EU and Central Asia
now forms the general framework for the EU’s relationship with Central
Asia in all areas of cooperation. The strategy defines seven priority areas
for cooperation: 1) human rights, rule of law, good governance and
democratization; 2) youth and education; 3) economic development, trade
and investment; 4) energy and transport; 5) environmental policies; 6)
combating common threats; 7) intercultural dialogue. The PCAs between
the EU and its partners planned to encourage the improvement of organized
trade, and they can be viewed as a guide for the presentation of trade and
economic-related approaches in the fields of current payments, goods,
capital movement and services.

The EU Strategy aims at a balanced bilateral and regional approach.
The EU will balance policy approaches in Central Asia according to the
differing needs of every country and to the performance of each country.
The EU will foster regional cooperation among Central Asian States and
between Central Asian States and other regions. Bilateral cooperation will
be of special importance. It will be strengthened to respond adequately to
individual proposals brought forward by each of the five Central Asian
States. It is essential to cooperate bilaterally on issues such as human rights,
economic diversification, energy and other sectoral issues, including youth
and education. The intensity of the cooperation will reflect the commitment
to transition and reform of each country. A regional approach is suitable
for tackling common regional challenges such as organised crime, human,
drugs and arms trafficking, terrorism and non-proliferation issues, inter-
cultural dialogue, energy, environmental pollution, water management,
migration as well as border management and transport infrastructure.

In such manner the EU will participate with universal budgetary
establishments, multilateral and provincial associations and organizations.
The EU is set up to go into an open and useful discourse with territorial
associations in Central Asia and to build up customary specially appointed
contacts i.a. with EURASEC, the Shanghai Cooperation Organization
(SCO), CICA, CSTO, CAREC and CARICC.

The EU countries are net energy importers of fossil fuels because their
indigenous fossil energy production is, by far, smaller than demand. The
EU is importing about 80per cent of crude oil, about 60 per cent of natural
gas and about 40 per cent of coal consumed. Russia is the most important
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energy supplier of the EU. The remaining imports stem from a multitude
of supplier countries. Though energy imports of the EU are already fairly
diversified and will be further diversifying as a consequence if increasing
liquefies natural gas imports from Africa and the Middle East, many
observers demand political steps in order to further broaden energy import
diversification. “They believe that the availability of the energy resources
of Central Asia would, in particular, considerably contribute to European
energy security”.

The Central Asia has a large amount of energy resources, for the most
part still undiscovered, and basically found in Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan
and Kazakhstan. Fossil fuels cooperation is of key significance for EU and
Central Asia too, so that’s why a key component of the EU Strategy for a
new Partnership is.

As one of the world’s richest regions in hydrocarbons and natural gas,
energy represents a key motivation for the EU’s strategic engagement
in Central Asia. In particular, the five republics could become strategic
partners to fulfill the EU’s energy needs. Diversifying the energy suppliers
has become a high priority for all the Member States, in order to decrease
the dependence on Russia after the 2006 and 2009 gas crises in Ukraine.

The EU’s principal objectives in relation to Central Asia are:

* The convergence of energy markets through the harmonization of
the relevant legislative and regulatory frameworks;

* Enhancing the energy security of the Central Asian countries and the
EU through closer cooperation;

* Supporting sustainable energy development, including the
development of energy efficiency and renewable energy sources;

* Attracting investment for energy projects of common and regional
interest.

The EU will support the exploration of new oil, gas and hydro-power
resources and the upgrading of the existing energy infrastructure. To enhance
EU security of energy supply, the EU will also support the development of
additional pipeline routes and energy transportation networks. It will also
contribute to regional energy security and cooperation, and widen export
markets for Central Asian producers. The EU will lend political support and
assistance to Central Asian countries in developing a new Caspian Sea -
Black Sea — EU energy transport corridor. The EU will promote the creation
of an integrated Central Asian energy market and will support public-private
partnerships which encourage EU investment. Based on the objectives laid
down in the Baku Initiative the EU will focus cooperation with Central
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Asian States in particular on the following matters:

» Converging of energy markets on the basis of the EU internal energy
market principles taking into account the particularities of the partner
countries;

» Enhancing energy security by addressing the issues of energy exports/
imports, supply diversification, energy transit and energy demand,

* Transparency and capacity-building in statistics and in the governance
of the energy sector;

* Supporting and enhancing technological cooperation between the EU
and the Central Asian States in the energy sector;

* Supporting sustainable energy development, including the
development of energy efficiency, renewable energy sources and demand
side management;

* Attracting investment towards energy projects of common and regional
interest.

The EU considers security and good governance to be key objectives in
Central Asia. One of the key implications of the European Security Strategy
is the need to “promote a ring of well governed countries to the East of the
European Union”. In addition to this, the EU is committed by international
conventions to supporting efforts in the fight against organized crime
and terrorism, including the fight against the proliferation of weapons of
mass destruction and their means of delivery. The Central Asian states are
arranged between the world’s biggest illicit opium makers and the lucrative
markets of Western Europe. They are situated in closeness to, the nations of
the Golden Crescent (Iran, Afghanistan, Pakistan) and, by means of China,
have entry to the nations of the Golden Triangle (Thailand, Burma, Laos),
which are the world’s biggest makers of unlawful sedatives.

The EU strategy towards Central Asia has been an important area of
interest in different academic and scientific circles since the beginning of
the 21st century. However, Central Asian region is still less examined part
of EU neighborhood policy. In this regard, the main contribution of this
work is an identification of true intentions of EU’s engagement with Central
Asian States [2].

There are a lot of reasons why EU is engaging in Central Asia. Starting
with the fact that Central Asia is rich in natural resources, especially gas,
it urges the EU to take a step to decrease Central Asian dependence on
Russian gas supplies. In order to diversify EU’s access to raw materials in
general is another reason for EU’s involvement into Central Asia. Moreover,
Central Asia is of geostrategic importance as a bridge from Europe to China
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and the Middle East and even may be considered as a buffer zone against
Afghanistan and Iran.

However, it must be questioned here about what are the EU Strategy
for a New Partnership’s role in cooperation with Central Asia and areas of
collaboration? Adopted in 2007, the EU.

The EU calls for integrated management of water resources and
transboundary cooperation on water issues and makes diplomatic efforts
with other international partners to promote regional cooperation on water
challenges in Central Asia. In the context of the dialogue, the EU called
for better environmental management and measures for mitigation climate
changes and adaptation to it.

The strategy for Central Asia should further focus on different approaches
to relations with individual countries. It is necessary to conduct constant
and consistent consultations with partners from five countries of Central
Asia. Such a dialogue allows for regular assess the changes that occur in all
priority areas, implement exchange of views on different options for future
actions.

EU Strategy for Central Asia serves as an overall framework for the
EU policies in the region of Central Asia. The EU sees a mutual interest
in sustained dialogue and cooperation with the five Central Asian States
respecting their differences and fostering closer cooperation among them
on regional issues. The EU is willing to contribute substantially to security,
stability and prosperity in Central Asia. To this end the EU is committed
to opening Commission delegations in all five Central Asian countries.
Member States will consider expanding the network of embassies in Central
Asia. The EU will ensure coherence between this Central Asia Strategy and
other EU regional initiatives, including the Black Sea Synergy Initiative. It
will support intraregional trade and cooperation. It will also support active
integration/participation of Central Asia in the WTO in order to ensure better
integration of these countries in the world trade and economic system. With
this Strategy, the EU invites Central Asia to establish an enhanced political
dialogue, including regular meetings at Foreign Ministers’ level with the
EU troika. The EU will hold annual meetings of its Heads of Mission in
the region. Based on the principles of this Strategy, the EU will work with
each of the Central Asian countries to develop individual approaches to
implementation, according to the specific needs and performance of each
country, building on existing and future agreements, including PCAs.
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This article examines how the Alliance’s partnership policy has changed in Central
Asia and South Caucasus since the 1990s and aims to clarify to what extent NATO’s new
partnership policy can affect its relations with these countries. NATO—-Russian relations
and the Afghanistan operation are evaluated as the main drivers of this process. The target
date of the withdrawal of the ISAF combat mission in December 2014, set at the Lisbon
Summit 2010, as well as the shifting of the focus of long-term US foreign policy to the
Asia-Pacific region and the US aim of balancing China’s influence in this region increase
the necessity for the Alliance to redefine its future policy towards Central Asia and South
Caucasus.

The article claims these developments have caused the need to treat Russia more as
a partner than a potential competitor in constituting the policy towards Central Asia and
South Caucasus. Furthermore the article claims there is no possibility for new Alliance
expansion in this part of the world in the short to medium term.

The North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) has a keen interest in
Central Asia due to the security and stability risks the region generates, as
well as the negative spill-over effects from Afghanistan that impact upon
the region. Although all five Central Asian Republics take part in NATO’s
Partnership for Peace (PfP), concrete cooperation remains limited and is
mostly oriented towards maintaining a dialogue. The Central Asian regimes
feel they need to balance security cooperation with NATO with that of
Russia (the Collective Security Treaty Organization) and Russia-China
(the Shanghai Cooperation Organization), but at the same time they exploit
NATO’s and the U.S.’s dependence on keeping the Northern Distribution
Network alive for troops and supplies to Afghanistan. Meanwhile NATO
seeks to balance the demands of hard security interests with not losing
sight of Central Asia’s deploring democracy and human rights record.
However, cooperation is clearly weighted in favor of NATO’s practical
interests: the ISAF mission in Afghanistan largely defines NATO relations
with the Central Asian region. Excluding policies towards Afghanistan, the
European Union (EU) by-and-large has the same objectives as NATO when
it comes to security in Central Asia, but completely different ways of going
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about pursuing a stable Central Asia that is a genuine partner. NATO’s focus
lies in dialogue with the Central Asian leaderships, keeping Central Asian
supply routes to Afghanistan open and some cooperation in the field of
defense reform. The EU’s approach is much more diverse and focuses on
aspects of human security, which it tries to support through projects and
funding for rule of law, good governance and water management, but at the
same time also supporting Central Asian border management and so on. In
doing so the EU of course has substantially more resources at its disposal
and the EU’s objectives in Central Asia are also much broader than merely
security and partnership.

Nonetheless, it is strange that the EU and NATO do not liaise much
in general, particularly when it comes to policies on and ties with Central
Asia. As one policymaker said, “NATO and the EU are like two elephants
running through the same city (Brussels) while never meeting each other”.
This also applies to Central Asia where both rarely can be found in the same
room. This is unfortunate because there are several reasons that would make
increased cooperation and fine-tuning of policies and approaches towards
Central Asia worthwhile. First, both have only a limited presence in the
region. Whereas the EU is stepping up its presence on the ground by opening
up an EU Delegation in Uzbekistan (on top of already having delegations
in Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan), NATO only has a liaison officer
present and is represented by (contact) embassies of NATO members in
the region. Active exchange of information — in Brussels through regular
meetings and in the region between EU delegations and European NATO
members’ embassies including U.S. and Turkish embassies — would be
beneficial to both. Second, U.S. and European policies towards Central
Asia are increasingly divergent. The EU takes a broad approach by looking
at a whole spectrum of issues, from energy interests to the promotion of
democratic values and human rights to security interests, while the U.S.’s
approach is becoming narrower by concentrating foremost on (hard)
security matters and seeing Central Asia primarily through an Afghanistan
lens. NATO brings Europe and the U.S. together in one organization, and
also includes Turkey, itself an active and substantial actor in Central Asia.
In the wake of the growing influence of Russia and China in the region
increased coordination between the EU and NATO seems a logical step.
Third, NATO as well as the EU is concerned about the development of
Afghanistan over the coming years, especially post-2014 when the ISAF
mission will be concluded and troops will have been withdrawn. As the
EU and NATO work together on the ground in Afghanistan it would make
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sense to extend practical cooperation to Central Asia. This is especially true
of Tajikistan and Uzbekistan who are the most vulnerable to the potential
increase of extremism and drug trafficking. Again, NATO having the U.S.
and Turkey on board could help the EU in planning border management
assistance and other security-related support such as disaster preparedness
and aspects of security sector reform and governance. Joint programming
could also be envisaged in some of these areas, possibly including the OSCE
and UNDP. Lastly, the EU and NATO will also need to take a joint approach
in fostering regional cooperation concerning Afghanistan. This should
include not only Pakistan, but certainly Central Asia and hopefully Iran as
well. Regional cooperation will be difficult to promote in a region with so
many influential players with often contradictory interests. This is why at
least NATO and the EU need to have their act together and move jointly in
bringing other parties to the table. This EUCAM Watch is devoted to NATO
and Central Asia. An insight into NATO’s activities in the region is provided
by NATO Special Representative for the Caucasus and Central Asia, James
Appathurai. Alexander Cooley writes about the Northern Distribution
Network and the U.S. plans for the New Silk Road, while MarleneLaurelled
and SebastianPerouse discuss NATO in connection to the Russian driven
CSTO and the Russia-China led SCO.

How are the Central Asian Republics working with NATO through the
Partnership for Peace (PfP)? Since the NATO Summit in Istanbul in 2004
the Alliance has made additional efforts to deepen cooperation with all of
its Central Asian Partners, including appointing a Special Representative
for the region and sending a Liaison Officer to the region. Each Central
Asian partner nation determines its own level of participation in the PfP,
given diversity of perspectives among the five countries. So each individual
country makes use of the various tools and levels of partnership that we
offer according to its own priorities [1].

All Central Asian Republics have joined a mechanism that we call
the IPCP or Individual Partnership and Cooperation Programmed. This
programmer offers a wide range of partnership activities including defense
reform, defense policy and planning, civil-military relations, education and
training, military-to-military cooperation and exercises, civil emergency
planning and disaster-preparedness, as well as cooperation on science
and environmental issues. There are additional mechanisms, like PARP
(Planning and Review Process) and IPAP (Individual Partnership Action
Plan) that we offer to our Central Asian partners. These are more complex
programmers, which require a higher level of cooperation with NATO, but
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allow access to a wider range of partnership activities. In many PfP countries
NATO is active in support of defense reform as part of security sector reform
and governance. What are the activities and possibilities with Central
Asian countries in this respect? A key objective is to promote the effective
and efficient management of defense institutions, as well as civilian and
democratic control of the armed forces. We also want to help the militaries
of all our partners to become increasingly interoperable with NATO, in order
to allow them to work as smoothly as possible with the Alliance, and so
enhance the effectiveness of any current or future NATO operations in which
they might wish to participate. The Planning and Review Process or PARP,
as we call it, is the key instrument for helping partners with these reforms.
Partners whose cooperation with NATO is more advanced participate in
this mechanism in which some of their security forces also undergo defense
review procedures similar to those of NATO Allies themselves, in order
to prepare them to participate in international peacekeeping operations.
Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan and Kyrgyzstan participate in the PARP process,
while Tajikistan has expressed an interest in doing so in the future. The
PARP mechanism has a flexible nature and it is up to the partners to decide
on the priority areas of defense reform and defense review. The Kazakh
government’s efforts at achieving greater interoperability with NATO
troops have led to the creation, assisted by NATO, of a Kazakh battalion
(KAZBAT) [2].

While this was not in a NATO context, KAZBAT has successfully
deployed alongside Polish troops in Iraq for a demining mission. Several
Central Asian states are also members of the Collective Security and Treaty
Organization (CSTO) and the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO)
with which NATO has no official ties. Does this complicate cooperation
with Central Asia? Let me first emphasize that NATO’s engagement with
Central Asia is complementary with that of other actors in the region. For
Central Asian countries, cooperation with NATO is not, and should not
be, a “zero-sum game”. NATO strongly believes that it is the sovereign
right of each individual state to determine its own security arrangements
and that cooperation with one regional organization does not preclude
cooperation with any other regional organization. NATO and its partners
have undertaken initiatives to promote and coordinate practical cooperation
and the exchange of expertise in areas such as combating terrorism and
border security. I am confident that this cooperation will continue to fulfil
its potential and contribute to increased security in Central Asia, which is
particularly relevant in the context of transition in Afghanistan. Kazakhstan
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seems to have progressed furthest in Central Asia within the PfP [3-4].

How is the Individual Partnership Action Plan proceeding and has it
led to increased cooperation and reform? The IPAP is a more advanced
cooperation mechanism, in which a Partner and NATO jointly agree on a
detailed programmer of security sector reform. The benefits of participating
in more advanced programmers are linked to greater access to NATO
expertise and assistance in conducting the reforms identified by the Partner.
Kazakhstan is the only Central Asian country to have agreed an IPAP
with the Alliance, in early 2006. Since then, Kazakhstan has been making
substantial progress in defense reform and interoperability. Currently, we
are working on the third cycle of the IPAP process with Kazakhstan for
the period of 2012-2013 and plan to finalize it in February. Have the 2010
revolutionary changes in Kyrgyzstan brought an opportunity for NATO to
increase cooperation with that country, including in the field of discussing
democratic practice and human rights issues in defense matters? NATO’s
relations with Kyrgyzstan date back to the early 90s and cover already a
wide range of areas. Currently, we are considering new projects which were
requested by Kyrgyzstan which include a trust fund on the management
of weapon storage facilities, projects on leftover and unwanted uranium
residue, as well as defense reforms.

What is the nature of NATO relations with Turkmenistan? How does
NATO see Turkmenistan’s increased activism in urging regional cooperation
on Afghanistan? As with all other Central Asian Republics, Turkmenistan
joined the IPCP. Within this programmer, Turkmenistan chose not to
participate in military activities, in line with its position of “neutrality”.
This does not, however, preclude cooperation in key areas included in
the IPCP, such as Civil Emergency Planning and Science for Peace and
Security projects. In the past few years, we have witnessed more sustained
engagement from all Central Asian countries, including Turkmenistan,
with regard to assisting Afghanistan. Uzbekistan is logistically essential to
NATO’s mission in Afghanistan. Is NATO capable of addressing human
rights violations with the authoritarian leadership while also maintaining
the Northern Distribution Network? Let me stress that partnership is about
more than practical cooperation — it is also about values. By signing the
PfP Framework Document, Central Asian partners committed to respect
international law, the UN Charter, the Universal Declaration of Human
Rights, the Helsinki Final Act, and international disarmament and arms
control agreements; to respect existing borders; and to settle disputes
peacefully. It is no secret that Central Asian countries still have some way
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to go to fully live up to these standards. However, we believe that we can
assist this process through our cooperation. As with other partners, we also
highlight with Uzbekistan the importance of values such as democratic
standards and the rule of law. At the same time, we believe that we can have
practical cooperation that goes hand in hand with our efforts to stress the
need for the Central Asian states to live up to all of their commitments [5].

Does NATO plan to intensify cooperation with Tajikistan as the most
fragile and poorest country in the region? Tajikistan joined PfP in 2002, the
last Central Asian partner to do so. Indeed, cooperation with Tajikistan has
been hampered by practical issues including lack of resources and English
language capability. Nevertheless, Tajikistan has shown growing interest in
recent years in slowly but steadily enhancing its cooperation with NATO.
President Rahmon visited NATO HQ in February 2009 for the second time
where he noted his country’s willingness to expand cooperation. A NATO-
sponsored Summer Academy in Dushanbe has become an annual event,
and includes participation from across Central Asia, including Afghanistan.
Currently, we are launching a trust fund project aimed at the destruction of
surplus ammunition. NATO also regularly engages with regional actors in
order to address the security needs of Central Asian countries, including
Tajikistan. In this framework, we have regular consultations with the OSCE
and, more recently, also with the EU. What do you see as the major risks and
threats to Central Asia after ISAF troop withdrawal from Afghanistan in the
coming years? Over the next three years, NATO’s role will progressively
evolve from combat to training and support of Afghan security forces. The
process that we call transition to Afghan lead responsibility is on track,
and will be completed by the end of 2014. However, we will not abandon
Afghanistan once transition is over. Afghanistan’s needs in the coming years
cover many areas, such as governance, justice, development and economic
growth. We are confident that the international community will play its full
part when ISAF’s combat mission comes to a close.

At the Lisbon summit last year we agreed on an Enduring Partnership
with Afghanistan. And at our next summit in Chicago, we will set out how
that will work, by agreeing a package of concrete assistance measures.
NATO will not let Afghanistan slip back into the hands of militants, but
NATO does not aspire to lead the support effort in all areas in which
Afghanistan needs assistance. The whole international community has
a stake in a stable Afghanistan, and the whole international community
must help achieve it. As NATO looks to reduce its major combat presence
in Afghanistan, Western officials are exploring how to promote greater
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economic cooperation between Afghanistan and its Central Asian neighbors.
Two recent initiatives — the Northern Distribution Network (NDN) and the
“New Silk Road” (NSR) strategy — have been touted as important steps in
fostering much needed regional economic integration. Yet, the problems
that have arisen in the operation of the NDN over the last few years may
well be a harbinger of the challenges that will confront the ambitious NSR.

The NDN was established in 2008 to provide U.S. and ISAF forces
alternatives to the volatile and politically vulnerable supply routes that
enter Afghanistan from Pakistan. NDN routes are a remarkable logistical
undertaking, traversing large portions of the Eurasian landmass. On the
main NDN routes, cargo is offloaded onto Baltic ports and then transported
by rail through Russia, Kazakhstan and onto Uzbekistan and the Afghan
border. An NDN South spur originates in Poti, Georgia, goes by rail
across to Azerbaijan and then by ferry to Aktau, before being loaded onto
trucks. In both strands, Uzbekistan serves as a hub, with five out of every
six containers making their way to Afghanistan via the TermezHairaton
crossing. Until 2008, NDN transit accounted for only about 10 percent
of Afghanistan-bound shipments compared with Pakistan’s 90 percent; in
2011 total transit through the NDN had increased to 60 percent (though
initially planned to reach 75 percent), and this percentage appears likely
to increase in 2012 given continued political tensions between the United
States and Pakistan. Beyond its critical role as a transit route for NATO
supplies, officials expressed hopes that forging the NDN would also generate
regional economic benefits in the form of improved infrastructure, transit
technologies and greater trade volumes.

Over the last year, U.S. and NATO leaders have also rolled out the
NSR, an ambitious plan to contribute to Afghanistan’s post-2014 economic
development by establishing regional economic links between Afghanistan
and its Central and South Asian neighbours. Under the plan, the international
community will assist with the upgrading of regional infrastructure such as
roads, railways, bridges and pipelines. Furthermore, planners are particularly
interested in connecting Central Asian energy production with potential
markets in Afghanistan and South Asia. Clearly, given that Afghanistan’s
GDP remains almost completely dependent on foreign assistance, expanding
economic opportunity and regional activity should be a priority for NATO.
Yet, however laudable these goals, a number of challenges have plagued the
NDN, and these are also likely to hamper the NSR. First, these two regional
initiatives conflate two distinct types of economic activity - “rent-seeking”,
or the use of political power by government officials to gain access to fixed
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income streams, with productive private investment. The whole premise of
the NDN was to offer Central Asian governments hefty transit fees as the
necessary economic incentives to secure their cooperation on these new
logistical arrangements. Central Asian officials have regularly hiked transit
tariffs, while bureaucrats and customs officials demand informal payments
and delay shipments without them. A comparison of basic indicators
provided by the World Bank about the Central Asian countries suggests that
between 2008 and 2011, despite the ramping up of the NDN, there have
been no broad improvements in the long clearing times required for exports
and imports to and from the region.

Nor have U.S. attempts to procure goods and supplies from Central
Asian vendors — a move encouraged by General Petracus’ decision in 2009
to waive federal guidelines in order to encourage more local sourcing —
yielded a significant surge in regional trade. Between 2008 and 2012, the
total amount of Central Asian procurement for the NDN was about $155
million, a much smaller amount than was originally anticipated (in 2009,
Uzbek officials reportedly set an annual goal of $100 million). This volume
can only increase significantly, if Central Asian elites decide that they
have more to gain from encouraging formal trade than by collecting large
informal payments, which depresses it. Similarly, with the New Silk Road,
the impending 2014 deadline for the NATO drawdown from the region may
encourage Central Asian officials to focus on securing as many short-term
projects as possible, with scant regard for the regional dimension. This
appears to be the fate of the multilateral Central Asia Regional Economic
Cooperation (CAREC) programme, which has ambitiously poured billions
of dollars into the construction of a set of regional corridors, yet the
project has stalled as each recipient has used the funds for its own highway
construction without committing to actually improving cross-border transit
and transactions. Second, rather than act as a force to increase economic
integration and regional cooperation, it appears that aspects of the NDN
have actually increased intraregional competition among the Central Asian
states.

The central importance of Uzbekistan has exacerbated its regional
economic rivalries and highlighted simmering border tensions. Over the last
year hundreds of freight cars bound for Tajikistan have piled up at the Uzbek
border, while individual border crossings between the countries have been
closed and militarised. In November 2011, a railway spur from Uzbekistan
to Tajikistan, which the Tajik authorities claimed could handle increased
NDN traffic volume, was blown up under mysterious circumstances. In
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Kyrgyzstan, officials complain that Tajik companies and drivers exclusively
operate the trucks running within the Tajik-Kyrgyz NDN spur. Thus, for
the Central Asian states, concerns over how much rival states gain from the
NDN appear to be trumping the emergence of new cooperative initiatives.

Finally, as a “grand idea” without an accompanying blueprint, the NSR
may unnecessarily lend geopolitical overtones to a group of projects that
otherwise might be widely accepted as primarily developmental. The NSR
is pragmatically open-ended, allowing for a number of disparate projects,
initiatives and developmental plans to be bundled together. But the umbrella
of'a single strategic concept also emboldens sceptics, particularly in Moscow
and Beijing, to infer that the West is positioning itself to maintain enduring
regional influence. Meanwhile the SCO has remained a paper tiger in terms
of regional security. The organization has attained only one of its declared
objectives, namely black listing and extraditing Uyghur dissidents.

In all other aspects of collective strategic cooperation, the gap between
its institutional rhetoric and its lack of joint mechanisms is vast. The CSTO
in Central Asia is only active in Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan, and
even then the Kremlin’s desire to strengthen military cooperation runs up
against Dushanbe’s reluctance, Bishkek’s hesitations and Astana’s desires
for autonomy and a multi-vector policy. Furthermore, Moscow does not
know how to prepare for the non-traditional threats arising in the region,
and for any possible waves of political destabilization such as those that
rocked Kyrgyzstan in 2010. In this context, the CSTO and SCO are not
really NATO’s direct rivals in Central Asia. To enter into competition with
them, NATO would have to aim at integrating the security policies of the
Central Asian states into a solid regional structure, which is not the case.

For its part, the SCO has not positioned itself as an organization with
a substantial military component, and instead confines itself to promoting
a “healthy” Central Asian order, free from the so-called three evils of
separatism, extremism and fundamentalism, and devoid of pro-Western
forces. Only Russia offers willing Central Asian states the complete array of
bilateral and multilateral relations, including arms sales at reduced prices,
training, joint exercises and intelligence exchanges. In terms of cooperation
with NATO, Kazakhstan is the most advanced state of Central Asia. Astana
has an IPAP with NATO and takes part in an Action Plan against Terrorism,
which provides for the exchange of information with NATO members. It
also hosts the annual “Steppe Eagle” anti-terrorism exercises and created
a symbolic peacekeeping force called KAZBRIG that collaborates with
NATO under a UN mandate. Astana also seeks to step up efforts in NATO

interoperability in the coming years.

However, this does not prevent Kazakhstan from being a major ally of
Moscow in the post-Soviet era, or from showing its support for most of the
Russian proposals for strengthened integration. Kazakhstan therefore shows
how the programmers offered by NATO and the CSTO can be complementary
rather than competitive. In contrast with the CSTO, the SCO has not raised
the idea of cooperation with NATO. China would probably be reluctant for
this type of rapprochement, even if informal discussions between senior
officials do take place. But NATO also has little to share with the SCO.
The SCO’s definition of the three evils runs contrary to NATO’s political
objectives. The Atlantic Treaty Organization cannot lend its support to SCO
rhetoric on domestic security and the value gap between them is substantial.
The areas of cooperation between Western institutions and China are at best
limited to a better coordinated anti-drug strategy, but none involve any hard
military security.

Even on issues linked to regional security China is extremely
reluctant to become more involved in Afghanistan or in the fight against
drug-trafficking. Hitherto, only Russia has regularly requested an
institutionalizing Why NATO doesn’t talk with the SCO and the CSTO by
MaloneLaurelled and SebastianPerouse, EUCAM Researchers of NATO-
CSTO cooperation. Moscow wants to have a say in NATO decision-
making. While this is unlikely to happen, there is a window of opportunity
for NATO-Russia cooperation with the forthcoming withdrawal of NATO
troops from Afghanistan. Russia is concerned about the consequences of
this transition for Central Asian stability and would probably not be willing
to carry the burden of providing security support to Central Asia alone. But
for a step up in cooperation Russia is likely to demand NATO’s recognition
of the CSTO; not as a symbol of Russian “imperialism” in Central Asia, but
as a legitimate regional institution, validated by the Kazakh, Kyrgyz and
Tajik governments. NATO might not be ready for this step and in any case
would prefer to work bilaterally with Russia and the Central Asian states
through PfP. Potential NATO-CSTO discussions also presuppose that the
governments of Central Asia, at least the most cooperative ones, would take
an interest in developing joint measures [6].

Kazakhstan might support NATO-CSTO links and the relatively weak
Kyrgyz and Tajik authorities can probably be convinced, but Uzbekistan
would likely resist. Furthermore, all local governments have tended to
put external actors against one another rather than promote cooperation
between them. Under current conditions, it would thus be naive to think
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that cooperation between the institutions will happen any time soon. NATO
is reluctant to take the CSTO seriously; Russia hesitates between investing
in the CSTO or the SCO; China is not interested in multilateral initiatives it
does not control; and the Central Asian governments play the competition
card.

Nonetheless, the approaching security changes after 2014, as well as the
financial, military and political limits of the three organizations are likely to
push them increasingly towards reconciliation and bring possible avenues
of cooperation into policy debates about Central Asia and Afghanistan.

personal life of people, considerably change shape of a civilization. Deeply inconsistent
processes of transformation of social reality include opposite directed, and on a number of
positions — and mutually exclusive tendencies: globally interdependent and interconnected
world at the same time is shaken on lines of geopolitical, religious and ethnic oppositions.
The changes happening on space of the former USSR in recent years represent a serious
civilization call for all Post-Soviet republics, including, and for Kazakhstan.

The situation becomes complicated that it occurs against fight
against the international terrorism which demands extensive dialogue
between cultures, faiths and civilizations, their counteractions to extremism
in own environment. Movement to a uniform civilization a categorical
imperative of the global world. But gradually and steadily understanding
of comes that cultural and civilization values — not books which transfer
from the shelf on the shelf, and fuel which has to burn down in a hearth of
unique cultural and civilization complexes and to become energy of their
organic dynamics. Real dilemma: mutation and leaving on a history country
churchyard, or transformation — as creative development of world experience
on a basis and in a context of domestic sociocultural values and traditions.
At universal recognition of fundamental value of democracy and the market
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as bases of a social system and economic life, their realization accepts
various forms — depending on history, national features and level of social
and economic development of the states. The group of scientists of Institute
of philosophy and political science was guided by such methodological
installations, starting research of the difficult and multidimensional cultural
and civilization processes happening in modern Kazakhstan. The research
project “Cultural and civilization processes in modern Kazakhstan: the
philosophical and politological analysis” (2009-2011) is included into the
program of basic researches “The Kazakhstan way of development in the
global world: philosophical and world outlook and socio-political problems™.
In the presented project the teoretiko-methodological and sociocultural bases
of civilization development of Kazakhstan reveal, axiological aspects of
globalization process — in a context of a ratio of “the” and “others” cultural
values are analyzed, complex research of factors of the cultural dynamics
defining civilization development of the country is conducted. First of all,
the categorial device of research demanded specification [1].

Having analysed the concepts “civilization” and ““culture” in the history
of philosophy and in the modern social theory, researchers developed
conceptual and methodological models and research strategy of the analysis
of cultural and civilization development of Kazakhstan. Conceptual models
of cultural and civilization development of Kazakhstan has to be under
construction, according to researchers, on the basis of the analysis of a
polycentric network of social interactions and hierarchically organized
system of their institutionalizing. As specifics of the sociocultural sphere
of society consists that schemes of its judgment are the integrated part of
the culture and the mechanism of its transformations, conceptual models of
processes and structures of cultural and civilization development have to
include themselves in subject domain of research.

Today, Kazakhstan shares borders with Russia, China, Kyrgyzstan,
Uzbekistan and Turkmenistan. Its geographical position in the heart of
Eurasia makes it vulnerable to importing foreign ideas from ISIS and other
extremist groups. Kazakhstan is one country in the former Soviet Union
that has not experienced internal war since 1991. Kazakhstan regards the
situation in Ukraine not as an example of renewed Russian imperialism,
but rather as an example of inter-ethnic and inter-linguistic confrontation
between peoples in the former-Soviet space. As a Tajik migrant worker in
the bazaar explained to me, “In Ukraine, there are just two nationalities —
Ukrainians and Russians — and look at them fight. In Kazakhstan, we have
over 120 nationalities — Kazakh, Russians, Dungans, Koreans, Uighurs —
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imagine if a conflict were to break out here!” Nazarbayeyv is largely credited
with ensuring Kazakhstan’s national sovereignty, territorial integrity and
the inviolability of its borders.

During the Soviet era, the Communist Party was the state, and the state
was the Communist Party. Today, there are nine registered political parties
in Kazakhstan, the largest of which is Nur Otan. Nur Otan holds 83 out of
the 98 directly elected seats in the lower house of Parliament. The Nur Otan
Party counts 850,000 dues-paying members and maintains offices in all 16
of Kazakhstan’s administrative divisions, as well as 241 local offices. By
law, Nazarbayev is the Chairman of Nur Otan. Many Nur Otan offices are
located in government buildings, and the Nur Otan platform constitutes the
agenda for future reforms. Nur Otan’s dominant position in Kazakhstani
politics reinforces the notion of the indivisibility between the party and the
state. In this respect, to many Kazakhstanis, Nur Otan can be viewed as a
contemporary iteration of the Communist Party [2]. A system with weak
political parties is not a phenomenon unique to Kazakhstan; they exist
throughout the former Soviet Union. Parties do not aggregate voters into
groups and articulate a specific policy agenda based on constituent demands.
Rather, parties are tools for elites to mobilize support for an individual
charismatic leader. In Russia, for example, the “United Russia party” exists
to sustain support for President Vladimir Putin, despite the fact that the
Russian president is not formally a member.

Yet, in Kazakhstan, there are distinct groups with concentrated political
interests. Ak Zhol is known as the “business party.” The Communist Party
advocates for more socialist reforms and appeals to older members of the
population. The Birlik, or “unity” party, advocates for social reforms. The
Auyl Party is a social-democratic party that represents the rural, agrarian
population and has its stronghold in the Southeastern regions. These parties
suffer from insufficient financing and institutional disorganization. That
said, there is little disagreement between the parties in areas of major policy
considerations. Slowly, political parties are forming, and becoming more
dynamic. When I spoke with Kusainov’s campaign team, they presented
themselves as a green party that sought to implement ecological education
programs in school curriculums and introduce incentives for businesses
and individuals to adapt an environmentally conscious way of life. They
acknowledged that Kusainov would likely lose, but asserted that the
elections were an opportunity to present their ideas. They hoped that “if
people vote for us, and our ideas, then in the new term, we can implement
these reforms” [3].
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While still conservative, Kazakhstan’s political culture and party
politics structure are maturing, thanks in large part to the demographic of
the new governing elite. Previously head of the Bolashak Association —
the government program that finances graduate studies overseas, Nurbek
observed that Kazakhstani graduates of Western institutions bring back
not only knowledge, but more importantly, values. These values include a
preference for meritocracy and a rejection of nepotism, Western corporate
culture, respect for intellectual property, and social capital. Kazakhstanis
who are not able to study overseas can acquire a Western-style education
at KIMEP in Almaty, or at Nazarbayev University in Astana. While these
young, Western-educated Kazakhstanis are employed, they have not yet
formed the “critical mass” in government and business that is substantial
enough to generate comprehensive, institutional reform. But this is a matter
of time; change is happening. According to the results of the “World Values
Survey,” which Nurbek personally helped to carry out in Kazakhstan,
75 percent of respondents indicated health as their number one priority,
followed by family, security, welfare, and relationships. This change is a
reflection of Kazakhstanis’ global engagement.

Reformingapolitical system and culture is a laborious endeavor that must
confront the inertia of path-dependent social norms, behavioral pathologies,
and interest groups. There is a generational divide between aging Soviet-
era bureaucrats and their young, Western-educated counterparts. There are
also regional divisions, as one-third of Kazakhstan’s workforce is employed
in agriculture. Rural populations are among the most conservative in their
ideology and their remote location is an obstacle to engagement. Because
many Bolashak alumni work in Almaty or Astana, ensuring an inclusive
growth model that includes rural populations is among the major challenges
confronting Kazakhstan.

In
modern Kazakhstan, young people are increasingly seeking ways to protect their rights and
interests, thereby creating various institutions and organizations from the bodies of school
and student government to youth parliaments, youth governments and various public
organizations. In addition, the number of youth participation in political organizations
(both pro-governmental and opposition) is increasing. Young people are able to openly
declare their desire to build a new country, a new economy, a new policy. In the context of
modernizing the country, which is so much and often said today, the notion of juvenization
becomes topical.

Keywords: Youth, “Zhas Otan”, Head of state, social and economic development,
infrastructure, national interests, national security, the Strategic Program Kazakhstan-2030.

The following youth movements were formed in Kazakhstan during the
period of independence. Among them:” Zhas Otan”, “Association of Young
Leaders”, “Youth Parliament of Kazakhstan”, “Youth Media Alliance of
Kazakhstan”, “Kaisar”, “Kahar”, “Union of Patriotic Youth of Kazakhstan”,
“Abyroi” and etc. Some still continue their activities, while others have
unfortunately been disbanded. However, to date, there is no mass youth
organization in Kazakhstan that can really protect the interests of young
people. At the same time, most of the existing organizations are mostly
state-owned and accordingly are pro-governmental in nature [1].

The most popular youth organization, of course, is “Zhas Otan”. This
organization is youth wing of the People’s Democratic Party “Nur Otan”,
which was created in the form of a public association at the 1st Congress
“Zhas Otan” on May 14, 2008 in Astana. The organization has branches
in all regions of the country, the cities of Astana and Almaty, as well as
branches at the district and city levels. The central council of the youth
wing “Zhas Otan” includes deputies of the mazhilis of the parliament of
Kazakhstan, maslikhats of all levels, leaders of youth NGOs, young athletes
and cultural figures.

The youth wing “Zhas Otan” shares and supports the ideas of the People’s
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Democratic Party “Nur Otan”. The stated mission of the organization is the
consolidation of the youth of Kazakhstan on the basis of the policy platform
of the President of the country with a view to ensuring the modernization
leap in the development of the country; the goal is to create a strong and
authoritative political youth organization capable of leading the youth. To
fulfill the mission and achieve the main goal, Zhas Otan set a number of
priority tasks that determine the main directions of the organization’s work:

The consolidation of young people in supportofthe policy of the President
of the country. This task implies ensuring the unification of the country’s
youth on a state-patriotic basis, developing comprehensive measures to
increase youth’s trust in the Nur Otan Party, and further strengthening the
authority of the country’s president in the youth environment.

Creation of an effective system of youth development. Within the
framework of this task, the organization developed a set of measures to
ensure the effective participation of the youth wing “Zhas Otan” in the
process of gaining experience of socio-economic, civil, political and other
socially significant activity by young citizens of the country.

Protection of the rights and interests of young people - ensuring
the completeness and quality of the implementation of rights and state
guarantees for young people provided for by the current legislation.

Expansion of the social base of the NDP “Nur Otan” through the
involvement of a wide range of young people in the activities of the youth
wing “Zhas Otan” . The formation of a personnel reserve for the party and
state bodies. The task involves the creation of a system for identifying,
training and recruiting young leaders capable of becoming a recruiting staff
for the Nur Otan party and state authorities.

The German sociologist Karl Mannheim determined that young people
are a kind of reserve that comes to the fore when such revitalization becomes
necessary to adapt to rapidly changing or qualitatively new circumstances.
Dynamic societies sooner or later must activate and even organize them
(resources that in traditional society are not mobilized and not integrated,
but are often suppressed).

Young people, as a special age and social group, always perceived
the values of culture in their own way, which at the time created young
slang and shocking forms of subculture. Their representatives were hippies,
beatniks, dudes in the USSR and the post-Soviet space - informal people.

Young people are a generation of people who pass through the stage of
socialization, who acquire, and in more mature age have already acquired,
educational, professional, cultural and other social functions.

Another different and more detailed definition was given by IS Kohn
[2]: Youth is a socio-demographic group, allocated on the basis of a set of age
characteristics, features of the social situation and the socio-psychological
properties conditioned by both. It was this definition that later became the
main in the national sociology of youth:

Youth as a specific phase, the stage of the life cycle is biologically
universal, but its specific age limits, its social status and socio-psychological
features are socio-historical in nature and depend on the social system,
culture and the socialization patterns peculiar to a given society.

The results of some studies show that young people are generally
politically motivated. More than half of young people participate in elections;
many of young citizens under the age of 35 are interested in politics.

At the same time, politics is interested in young people quite intensively,
especially during the period of election campaigns [3].

In politics without a strategic development plan, it would be impossible
to set short-term and tactical tasks for the state, society and individual. The
strategic plan is a kind of development ideology. A striking example of such
a comparison can serve as the Strategic Program Kazakhstan-2030, which
for Kazakhstanis has become a national idea of development, prosperity,
security and improvement of well-being.

As a far-sighted politician, the head of our state N. Nazarbayev in
his Message to the people of Kazakhstan “Kazakhstan-2030: Prosperity,
Security and Welfare Improvement of All Kazakhstanis™ in 1997 determined
the course of development of the republic. The strategic program is focused
on the future: time will pass quickly, and it will be a reality for today’s
youth, the future generation will reap its benefits.

For the current decade, the Strategic Plan for the Development of the
Republic of Kazakhstan until 2020 has been approved by the Head of State
[4]. This strategic document identifies a number of tasks for the further
development of the economy; the creation of conditions for a qualitative
improvement of the business environment; strengthening the social
component of public policy.

This provides an opportunity to systematically look at the problems
of the development of the state, to approach scientifically the formulation
of the strategic landmarks to be achieved, the challenges that need to be
addressed, and the priorities for action at the regional, departmental and
interagency levels. When developing the forecast, key aspects related to
current and new external and internal threats to national security were taken
into account.
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State policy towards young people should create conditions that
would allow the younger generation to gain their independence as soon as
possible, to maximize their abilities and realize their vitality, and be ready
to assume responsibility for the future of the country. The basis for a new
youth policy should be full trust in youth, support of youth initiatives, and
protection of rights and interests of young people. Youth movement should
be free, reorganization, strict regulation inevitably leads to a decrease in
its activity. The profound transformations taking place in the country make
it imperative to activate the activities of all segments of the population,
especially young people, while the systemic domestic policy of the state
should be the regulating factor.

The process of socialization of the younger generation can not go on its
own, in isolation from the processes that are taking place in modern society,
at this stage of its development. In order to direct this process in the right
direction, a new state youth policy is needed, the result of which would be
a smooth entry of the younger generation into the market realities of the
present and an awareness of the need for its active role in the process of
reforming our society.

State youth policy pretends to become fundamental in the system of
social and economic development of the country. At its core, youth policy is
a necessary component of the development of any country.

In addition, the task of patriotic education of young people is to
show the younger generation the meaning, content and goals of religious
associations in Kazakhstan. It is necessary to create a new system of
education of Kazakhstan’s patriotism. Propagation of national ideology,
education of Kazakhstanis by stimulating the development of national
cultures, languages, customs and traditions, education of national patriotism
on the example of historical consciousness of Kazakh and other ethnic
groups living in Kazakhstan. Such an ideology will help solve the problems
of strengthening Kazakhstan’s political independence, ethnopolitical and
ethno-cultural community of Kazakhstanis, moral, physical and ecological
recovery of the population. It actively opposes chauvinism, separatism,
nationalism, manifestations of tribalism and national isolation. It is important
that the state ideology act as a healing spiritual force in all spheres of life of
Kazakhstani society.

It should also be noted that the core of the new ideology of Kazakhstan
is the spiritual and historical heritage of the Kazakh ethnos. It is enriched
by using the humanistic, moral potential of the entire polyethnic people of
Kazakhstan.
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In this case, patriotism should become a priority in the education of the
citizenship of the younger generation of the country. Now before us, before
the state power, is the task to create a system of educating youth, based on
patriotism, moral and moral integrity, human legal culture. For the modern
Kazakhstan society it is important that everyone not only remembered
his history, was proud of his country and understood that the happiness
of everyone depends on the success of the country, but he did not remain
indifferent to the events taking place in the state.

Thanks to an effective patriotic policy, today Kazakhstan has achieved
a stable public consensus. Citizens of the country are unanimous in relation
to the unconditional need for patriotism, which is observed in everyday life.

The youth policy of modern Kazakhstan is determined by two principal
factors of general order. First, the interests of the state in this historical
period, which can be provided with the necessary resources. For modern
Kazakhstan, this means ensuring sustainable development along the
democratic path, enhancing the security of citizens, society and the state.
This strategic interest requires the formation and implementation of state
youth policy, because only the modern generation of young people will be
able to approve and use democratic values and principles in all spheres
of life of Kazakhstan society in 15-20 years. Secondly, youth policy is
determined by the needs of the youth themselves, its social, economic, legal
status. The current state of Kazakhstan’s youth as a special social group of
the population is directly reflected both in the goals, directions, structure of
the youth policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and on the effectiveness of
its implementation [5]. The state’s activities in the sphere of youth interests
and relations are quite consistent with the level of politics. The existence of
specific goals and directions, their legal and resource support, management
structures, their real activities in implementing the planned programs,
all this indicates the existence of a well-formed state youth policy in the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

In conclusion, increasing the effectiveness of the youth policy of the
state of Kazakhstan will serve to improve the coordination of activities of
all structures of the state and civil society involved in the implementation of
youth policy. It is advisable to establish a vertical of executive power in the
management of youth policy on the basis of coordination and joint work of
state, regional and municipal bodies [6]. This refers to the regulatory legal,
financial, information and analytical, staffing of the state youth policy. It is
necessary to form a modern infrastructure of youth policy that can provide
various needs and interests on the ground for young people, stimulate
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the development of youth socio-political centers, clubs, organizations,
providing them with resource support. Prospects for successful economic
development and preservation of the country’s social and political stability
allow one to assume an increase in the level of rationality and effectiveness
of the youth policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the coming years.

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WAYS OF ACCESS OF THE YOUNG GENERATION OF COMPATRIOTS TO
THE MODERN EDUCATIONAL SYSTEM OF KAZAKHSTAN
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The globalization of the economy and the uneven socio-economic development
of countries have led to the fact that the migration of the population has acquired
unprecedented importance in the modern world. The Republic of Kazakhstan became an
active participant of the world migration processes for the years of independence. Social
and economic stability, sustainable economic growth and rising living standards, the
absence of interethnic conflicts, a large territory and an advantageous geopolitical position
have turned Kazakhstan into one of the centers of attraction of migration flows.

Keywords: compatriots, culture, education, values, national interests, migration.

In the traditional Kazakh culture, the provision of education for children
was the main stimulus for the development of the family, since the status
of an educated person in society was immeasurably high. In many ways,
this explains the desire of modern Kazakhs to provide access to higher
education for the younger generation. Ethnic repatriates - compatriots, face
many difficulties along this path, the overcoming of which requires not only
state intervention, but also their cryptic comprehension from the point of
view of modern theoretical and methodological approaches [1].

Families of compatriots, as the main motivation for moving to their
historical homeland, indicate the creation of favorable conditions for the
development of their children’s abilities in their native cultural environment
and further social advancement. It is through obtaining the necessary
professional skills and a cherished document on the completion of higher
education that they can apply for a job. The government of Kazakhstan, in
its own way, views education as one of the channels and tools for “leveling”
their opportunities for progress in the socio-economic space, with an
“unequal” start [2].

Underthe “unequal”:

1) Differences in the systems and content of education in the countries
of the outcome of compatriots (China, Mongolia, Uzbekistan, Russia, etc.).
Migrants from the countries of the former USSR - Uzbekistan, Russia, and
Turkmenistan - have for a long time passed through the Soviet education
system and, with a few exceptions, have a sufficient command of the Russian
language, and are familiar with post-Soviet difficulties. Compatriots from
Mongolia have some similar features - the Kazakh language in Cyrillic, as
well as many components of the education system. The greatest difficulties
should be experienced by Kazakhs from China because of difficulties in
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writing and reading Kazakh texts (in the PRC, Arabic graphics are used-
this jazz), and innovations in the structure of written Kazakh language
(phonetics, syntax, spelling, morphology, vocabulary, semantics). However,
the fact that they demonstrate great adaptive opportunities in the economic
sphere (private business, trade) proves their high ability to assimilate new
knowledge. In general, the majority of compatriots demonstrate the high
social and cultural capital accumulated by several generations.

2) peculiarities of the cultural background and forms of the educational
process - language, font, specifics and duration of teaching subjects that are
necessary for successful passing exams / tests and enrolling in a university:
Kazakh language and literature, history of Kazakhstan, a foreign language,
world history for the further stages in the process of education (some
compatriots enter the quota, but “gaps” in knowledge from the educational
base of the secondary school do not give them the opportunity to fully
absorb special subjects in the university). Many of our young respondents
noted that they received low UNT points for the Kazakh language and the
history of Kazakhstan, since they did not fully study them in Mongolia
and China, and one year of education in preparatory courses is, in their
view, small for quality preparation for UNT. The introduction of testing
at the reception stage in the educational institutions for oralmans for the
identification of their “weak” sides - the language competence, the ability
to do this or that, will allow them to build a system for their preparation for
school and higher education institutions, and to orient them when choosing
a particular profession. There is no need to create a special educational
institution for compatriots [3], which is not practiced in any country in the
world (there are no special educational institutions for migrants, regardless
of their ethnic origin) [4], where migrants are gradually integrated into the
educational program. on a general basis with the help of preparatory courses
and self-preparation. Rules for admission to educational institutions also
do not provide for special examinations for migrants and foreign students.
Exam questions and assignments are the same for everyone.

The only exception is the United States and Canada, which set
special criteria for assessing knowledge for the indigenous population and
financial benefits for some groups of migrants. In Kazakhstan, oralmans,
when obtaining quotas for higher education, are equated with orphans and
invalids, which implies their weak opportunities for access to education
primarily by physical and socioeconomic factors, but not by intellectually.

3) the unsettled legal status of most of the young people who come
to Kazakhstan beyond the quota do not have citizenship, and thus are
exposed to various kinds of risks, the interpretation of which also requires a
certain “social and intellectual baggage” acquired during various stages of
educational socialization;

4) “Cultural shock” from the difference between the “imaginary”
land of ancestors and the modern realities of Kazakhstan society. The
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cultural capital of the older generation of compatriots, accumulated outside
Kazakhstan (since the time of the first repatriates, the second generation has
already grown), forms the cultural capital of their children and this affects
cognitive assimilation with new Kazakhstan realities, social assimilation
and assimilation of (The temporary coexistence of several border identities
and the development of a new one - the Kazakh one). Compatriots consider
them culturally self-sufficient; are carriers of traditional / primordial Kazakh
culture. They come to the country with an already formed worldview and a
system of values (material and spiritual) both in relation to the country and
people, culture, and to the country of origin, and always compare where it
is best for them and their children and what is more or less evil after move
and before it. After moving, they realize that language competence (good
Kazakh language) is not an urgent necessity for survival in the country
after arrival, since Russian is the working language for communication.
The process of adaptation and subsequent assimilation consists of several
cognitive stages-the acquisition of knowledge about the receiving society
and it’s institutional, but if most of the professional knowledge in Kazakh
universities of knowledge is transmitted in Russian, then it is necessary to
help the compatriots in their assimilation.

5) Generational gap - the majority of young compatriots live far from
their parents, their control and the necessary social and moral support, and
young people are forced to solve complex tasks to “tie” the torn strands of
the past and present into a single logically glued canvas, sometimes without
the need for this necessary life experience and knowledge.

6) Compatriots do not represent a monolithic community, since they
came from different countries; have different socio-economic resources,
and social network systems for successful “integration” in Kazakhstan’s
realities. But compatriots from Mongolia and China are considered the most
organized in terms of preparing for relocation, organizing assistance through
social networks to each other (members of their families and friends / fellow
tribesmen), advice and assistance in organizing their business, as well
as other forms of social interaction. The most prepared for a competitive
environment and ambitious are considered to be compatriots from China
who have passed a good school of political education within the framework
of the constructed autonomy and the system of competing identities in the
XUAR. Familiarization with the mechanism of the educational process
in China, for example, will help to build and a system of balanced and
effective training of young compatriots for universities in our country. If
the first wave of migrants was in a state of euphoria about the prospects
of the future on the historic homeland that had opened its embrace, then
subsequent compatriots were already aware of the upcoming difficulties
and using “smart” strategies - only a few or even one family member, and
the older generation helps them emotionally and morally. In addition, social
networks are involved - blood relations and community relations.
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7) Compatriots are a unique socio-cultural product of two worlds -
Kazakh, preserved by their ancestors in a foreign culture environment in the
hope of returning to their historical homeland, and unwillingness / fear of
losing their identity due to the need for adaptation and possibly subsequent
assimilation with other ethnic groups in the host country, through the
adoption of elements of their culture (most often several cultures) in the host
country, and the dominant culture in society is Mongolian / Chinese / Turkish
/ Russian / Karakalpak. Living in an inocultural environment crystallized
the ethnic component of identity, and with the necessity formed the need
for every minute work on oneself - behavioral control, sifting and filtering
of incoming information, building a decision-making scheme. The young
generation of compatriots carries features of both the country of origin and
the transitional features of new migrants (transnational repatriates), which
can lead to the formation of hybrid identities and cultural practices, if not to
integrate the components of the modern education system into the processes
of their adaptation.

The new reality in Kazakhstan, which has grown since the collapse of
the Soviet Union, largely derived from the Soviet past, does not coincide
with the expectations of young compatriots. Since 1991, there is a process
of modification of old models of life, but not radical transformation. The
most severe faults in the minds and behavior of people were experienced by
the mid-1990s, largely due to accumulated life experience, proven survival
practices, common sense and cultural forms of understanding reality. Without
Soviet baggage, the population would not have been able to cope with the
burden, sometimes overwhelming for many, of the problems that hit them.
For most of Kazakhstan’s people, independence (for ethnic Kazakhs, first
of all) all the obstacles were justified by a single statement: “But now we
have independence, our state.” Entry into the cultural and intellectual field
of modern Kazakhstan for young compatriots is possible in the educational
process through the division of value orientations and moral and ethical
norms, even a joint hostel (sanitary and hygienic standards, value scale of
motivations and judgments) [5].

Education as an open system in the form of communicating vessels
(society and its challenges - young people through the interpretation of
knowledge) is designed to help young compatriots to rethink a different vision
of the past through “acquaintance and assimilation” of universally valid
social / political cultural symbols, to assess their “unequal opportunities” in
present as temporary to create a foundation for a joint future in the process
of a managed competitive educational process.
