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DIGITAL EDUCATION AS A NEW DIRECTION OF TRAINING IN
INTERNATIONAL AND REGIONAL RELATIONS

This article discusses the relevance of digital education in training in international and
regional relations. The author believes that in the conditions of digitalization of education,
the need for e-learning and the use of information and communication technologies in the
educational process is increasing.
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As we observe, the digital revolution is taking place at the present
stage, and it sets new requirements for modern education. Today, dynamic
development, the search for new forms of cooperation, the entry into world
integration are impossible without digitalization. In 2016, at the 32nd
session of the UN Human Rights Council, a report was presented on the
digital revolution in education. In the report on mergers and acquisitions
in the field of education, a number of problems were noted, in particular,
it was stated that despite the progress achieved, there is still inequality of
opportunities in the field of higher education, the digital divide and the
inequality of access to the Internet and digital technologies, it was also noted
that the Internet, as a standard training, radically transforms educational
opportunities. Broadband communications services and information and
communication technologies can play a fundamental role in ensuring
accessibility, information and education, and in promoting the development
of new skills.

It was also concluded that the digital revolution occurs with subsequent
achievements and diversifies approaches to learning [1].

In the Message of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan
N.Nazarbayev to the people of Kazakhstan dated January 31, 2017,
“The Third Modernization of Kazakhstan: Global Competitiveness”,
the article that global competitiveness. The president has set the task of
developing business, such as 3D printing, online trading, mobile banking,
digital services, including in healthcare and education, and others [2]. In
accordance with modern world trends, the Digital Kazakhstan program has
been developed and adopted, the goal of which is to accelerate the pace
of economic development of the Republic of Kazakhstan and improve the
quality of life of the population through the use of digital technologies
in the medium term, as well as creating conditions for the transition of
Kazakhstan’s economy to a fundamentally new development trajectory.
providing for the creation of a digital economy of the future in the long
term [2].

Currently, within the framework of this program, the “Digital Silk
Road” subprogramme is being implemented. Along with the urgent tasks
of digitalization until 2022, related to access to global data transmission
networks, the development of systems in general and in each of them in
particular, raises the question of improving and updating curricula in higher
and postgraduate education.

As you know, education is a basis and the most important economic
development. In the era of information and innovation technologies,
digital education can provide a state of competitiveness. Nevertheless, the
pace of technological development is so rapid that we face the threat of
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non-competitiveness, and we remain the sales market for a “secondary”,
outdated technology. In this regard, we need to improve the quality
of education using ICTs at a faster pace. According to the “Digital Silk
Road” programs, digital education should be aimed at meeting the needs
of the new innovative industrialization of Kazakhstan. “Information and
communication technologies” in all specialties.

The impact of breakthrough technologies on the sphere of higher
and postgraduate education involves both in the teaching system, in the
preparation of new specialties, and in the daily work of teachers and the
administrative and managerial staff of the institution.

The digitalization system in the educational process requires completely
new approaches to the teaching methods, a transition is needed from the
practice of transferring knowledge to form the skills of creative and logical
thinking, the ability to quickly find the necessary information and successfully
apply it in the process of acquiring a profession. Information technology
education has provided many new opportunities in the development of
new teaching methods. Their diversity allows in practice to provide for
the individual needs of students of higher and postgraduate education. The
teaching methods began to be enriched by such technical teaching aids as a
multimedia projector, an interactive whiteboard, a graphic tablet, a digital
microscope, and others. All this contributes to the improvement of the quality
of education, the transformation of traditional methods into innovative ones
and reveal the potential and potential of the student. The use of interactive
technologies, computer laboratories, search engines, databases contributes
to the intensification of research work of students, undergraduates and
doctoral students. As world practice shows, mastering and processing a
large amount of information increases the students’ critical thinking. Also
relevant is the need to strengthen the advanced pace of learning through the
innovation of the teacher. As we know, youth is characterized by high speed
and mobility in the use of gadgets and other types of modern technologies
for self-study. In this regard, in our opinion, there is a real threat for
teachers to “lag behind” students in the application of digitalization and
the “obsolescence of knowledge” of a teacher. Therefore, a modern high
school teacher must keep up with the times, always be ahead of his charges,
be aware of the latest digital technologies and be able to use it in their
daily practice. He should be able to develop electronic textbooks, electronic
teaching materials, conduct online courses, webinars and thereby depart
from the generally accepted standards of academic material and move to
the digitalization of his field.

New trends in education have affected the labor market, and new
professions are a consequence of this. The expert community also warns
that previously demanded specialists and professions may not be in
demand in the future. It should also be recognized that, along with the
positive impact of digital technology on the economy, computerization and
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automation, crowding out human resources, reducing the role of man in
the production process. According to analysts, a similar trend will lead to
catastrophic unemployment figures in 2022 - about 20-22% of the working-
age population. According to a forecast by the McKinsey Global Institute,
by 2036 up to 50% of workflows will be automated [3].

Therefore, we believe that modern trends and challenges associated
with digitalization require a fundamental review in the system of personnel
training in order to minimize the threat of unemployment and the adaptation
of specialists in the new environment.

In this regard, we would like to share the experience of our university
in the digitalization of postgraduate education. In accordance with the
requirements of the labor market and education in KazUIRandWL, the
educational programs of the magistracy and doctoral studies have been
revised. Developed and ready to implement the whole modules dedicated
to the digital education of all specialties. For example, for the specialties
“Foreign language: 2 foreign languages”, “Pedagogy and Psychology” a
module was prepared “Digitization of professional pedagogical activity”,
the purpose of which is to develop the concept of e-learning in foreign
language education based on applied software products that includes
such issues as a pedagogical technology and e-learning methodology,
a model for structuring e-learning courses. For the groups of specialties
“Foreign Philology”, “Translation Studies”, “Journalism” - the Module
“Digital Education in the Context of Intercultural Communication and
Media Education”, it includes such pressing issues as digital audio-visual
resources, multimedia and content visualization in the process of training,
tele-education , educational television, webinars and videoconferences,
information databases, data journalism, digitalization and on-line
journalism. And for the groups of economic specialties “Economics”,
“State and local management”, “Marketing”, “Tourism” a modular program
“Digital marketing and e-commerce in economics” was developed, aimed
at learning the basics of e-commerce, business strategies of e-commerce,
Internet -marketing, online business-to-business strategies, e-commerce
travel services market, global booking system, e-commerce planning for
tourism organizations. The module “Digital education in the context of
international and regional cooperation” was developed for undergraduates
in the specialties “International Relations”, “Regional Studies” and
“Oriental Studies”. Under this module, undergraduates will be able to
study the creation of digital libraries and databases, the development of
interactive programs, including the MEP (massive open online courses),
webinars, videoconferences, video lectures, tele-education, and the creation
of an educational hub in Kazakhstan. Thus, to promote the development of
humanitarian and strategic cooperation in the framework of the Eurasian
Economic Union, the SCO, Erasmus +, One Asia.

In this regard, it is also possible to develop and introduce special

elective courses on intercultural dialogue using new technologies, which
will significantly increase the attractiveness and study of the subject, and
indirectly contribute to the implementation of the State program to counter
religious extremism and terrorism for 2017-2020 [4-5]. With the help of
innovative technologies in universities, future internationalists can teach
new methods of countering and combating terrorism and extremism.

It is appropriate to recall the experience of foreign countries in the
fight against terrorism on the Internet. For example, in 2007, Germany
adopted a law restricting the freedom to use the Internet. According to
this document, registration of an email to a fictional person is theoretically
regarded as a crime. According to the authors of the draft law, this means
of communication should be assigned to a specific citizen in order to be
easily identified in the event of a wrongful act. A special group in Germany
is called to identify cases of radical Islamist propaganda, as well as analyze
the work of some sites that pose a potential danger. Its efforts are aimed at
combating terrorism on the Internet, as extremists have become more active
in using the global network to train militants and prepare terrorist acts.
The United States has adopted a series of laws and regulations designed
to regulate information on the global network. According to the US law
“On Uniting and Strengthening America by Involving the Authorities and
Tools Needed to Combat Terrorism”, any action that leads to disruption of
the PC’s work or illegal computer penetration is classified as terrorism, and
the provider is obliged to provide everything known to him at the request
of the FBI. user information. In the US, public Internet access places such
as libraries and schools use filters that restrict access to sites containing
inappropriate information, including extremist materials [6].

Digital education of future internationalists, regionologists, orientalists
should be aimed at exploring new directions in the field of international
and regional cooperation. At the same time, such online events in the form
of video lectures with the participation of Kazakhstani and foreign experts,
connecting to the learning process various social networks, forums on topical
issues of modern security with the help of information and communication
technologies form the necessary competences of students for practical work.
This will allow them to be in trend, ensuring the integration of education
and “production”, reveals the potential of all undergraduates, and facilitates
the rapid exchange of information between all participants in such events.

I would also especially like to note the emergence of a new direction
in the field of diplomacy related to digital technology, the so-called
“digital diplomacy”, which involves the use of modern information
and communication technologies for the implementation of diplomatic
and related foreign policy tasks. It provides opportunities for politicians
to discuss and regulate topical issues in a timely manner and opens up
tremendous opportunities for new forms of networking and cooperation. In
recent years, the importance of digital diplomacy in international practice
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has been steadily growing. Along with the well-established methods of
work of foreign ministries of various countries and traditional channels
of communicating information through radio, television and the press, the
Internet is increasingly used to promote, gather information, exert pressure
on foreign governments, train activists and stimulate protest movements
[7-8].

Summing up, we can conclude that digitalization of education provides
us, teachers and scientists with ample opportunities in the preparation
of competitive personnel, our task is to jointly solve problems caused
by digitalization of education and identify promising ways for further
development.

1. Economic and demographic pressures in the Mediterranean and Near
East may increasingly present European countries with security challenges
at their borders and internally.

2. Security is a state of protection of the vital interests of the individual,
society and the state from internal and external threats or dangers.

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The article deals with the theoretical bases and history of development of public
diplomacy. Public diplomacy emerged as a form of response to global challenges
and threats, to the emergence of a new world order, to the course of domestic political
development. The dominant in science and practice understanding of public diplomacy
implies a state policy of interaction with societies of other countries. The author comes to
the conclusion that the impact on foreign public opinion was part of the foreign policy of
states for centuries, it was in the last decade that a sharp increase in scientific and practical
interest in public diplomacy in various countries could be observed.

Keywords: public diplomacy, soft power, foreign policy, global communication
infrastructure, international relations.

Public diplomacy remains one of the key tools for shaping the perception
of the state abroad, but it is quite different from the direction of foreign
policy activities that the author described in the 60s. Twentieth century. If
initially it was about phrases that needed to replace negatively perceived
“propaganda”, then today public diplomacy is understood to be much more
complex in terms of goals, means and circle of participants. During the Cold
War, public diplomacy throughout the world remained predominantly state-
centric: the key actors were states that spread information about societies
in other states. This was partly determined by the system of international
relations, and partly by the global communication infrastructure, in which
only states were powerful enough to spread information around the world.
Immediately after the end of the Cold War, there was a signiﬁcant decline in
public diplomacy [1, p.45]. In Western countries, the prevailing view was that
this area of foreign pohcy activity was needed only in the face of ideological
opposition, and with the “end of history” the need for it was eliminated. In
the countries of the former communist camp for public diplomacy, they saw
neither clear goals nor significant resources. As a result, in the 90s states
are not so actively developing this area of activity. A rethinking occurred
at the beginning of the 21st century, when, after the tragedy of September
11, public diplomacy had a new goal. Initially, a favorable attitude towards
the country from foreign audiences was necessary for indirect influence on
the governments of other countries. The terrorist attacks in 2001 showed
that non-state actors can pose a significant threat even to the most powerful
modern states, and in this context, a good attitude of foreign audiences is
important regardless of interstate interaction.

The intensification of public diplomacy in the new millennium was
accompanied by the dynamic development of its theoretical foundations.
Within the framework of the theory of international relations, public
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diplomacy is viewed mainly through the prism of soft power, since an
effective system of communication with foreign audiences increases the
ability of states to influence their preferences and, to some extent, determines
their actions. In addition to the theory of international relations, modern
public diplomacy was significantly influenced by marketing approaches to
state branding, as well as the general development of research in the field of
international communication. The combination of marketing technologies
and the concept of soft power, as well as the use of military experience in
the field of psychological operations, underlay the dramatic intensification
of public diplomacy by the United States and its allies immediately after
September 11, 2001. However, the “war for hearts and minds” that started
then showed limited communication capabilities aimed at crowding out some
ideas by others: practice has shown that it is not always possible to convince
a person. As a result of rethinking this experience, researchers and public
diplomacy practitioners have recognized the need to use not only paradigms
of rivalry, but also paradigms of cooperation in public diplomacy. Such an
approach requires more long-term measures, which also imply reciprocity,
and not one-sidedness of public diplomacy tools. This change was one of
the defining in the modern development of the theory and practice of public
diplomacy. In the greatly changed international communication and world-
political context, states began to look for new forms of conducting public
diplomacy. The general movement towards the paradigm of cooperation
led to the active involvement of non-state actors in public diplomacy,
and this phenomenon, together with the displacement of a significant part
of communication on the Internet, has received the name “new public
diplomacy” in the professional environment. The new public diplomacy is
focused on intercultural dialogue and establishing an atmosphere of trust
and cooperation between societies of different countries, thus creating a
favorable context for both interstate interaction and cooperation between
states and non-state actors in other areas. The progress of information and
communication technologies has led to a change in the entire system of
international communication [2, p.24]. The wide spread of the Internet,
firstly, made any mass communication de facto global, because it somewhat
blurred the line between the national and international media. Even the
lingering language barrier is gradually reducing its importance with the
development of electronic means of translating texts. Secondly, the Internet
has made any user potentially able to spread information around the world.
As a result, for two decades of the spread of the modern Internet and mobile
communications, the states have lost the de facto monopoly on global
communication. This made other actors of world politics, albeit individually
less influential than states, but jointly not inferior in their ability to influence
international public opinion. In addition, the spread of modern satellite
technology not only made it possible to broadcast live from anywhere in
the world, but also made this technology available to almost any modern
television channel. As a result, competition in the global information space
has sharply increased, and it is virtually impossible to dominate it today.
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Programs in the field of information, culture and education used
inforeign policy of states, and usually defined by the term publicdiplomacy,
are experiencing today a new round of development and attention
fromgovernments, various non-state international actors and experts. Soft
power” is traditionally seen as an addition to the “tough” military power
of states: it is impossible to deny it is relevant for any state in the modern
world. It seems that with proper positioning in the global arena, a country
can achieve several advantages at once. “Soft power” allows countries in an
era of complex interdependence to achieve their foreign policy objectives
more effectively by attracting than by removing them.Meanwhile, the
concept of “soft power” is characterized by the absence of strict and rigid
frameworks. This makes it possible for each country developing its “soft
power” to bring its own foreign policy experience and features of political
and cultural traditions into the concept and interpretation of “soft power”.

This state of affairs is caused by several factors. The most important
of them is the recognition by all states and non-state actors of the fact that
the skillful and active use of public diplomacy programs can ensure the
implementation of such political and economic tasks as expanding the
sphere of influence, searching for markets, increasing the prestige of the
country, etc.

The second factor in the popularity of public diplomacy programs among
the actors of the international relations system is the rapid development of
information technologies in the form of the spread of the Internet, which
triggered the development of a new method of influence on foreign society
through active Internet bloggers and social network users. This method was
adopted by the leading states that are developing so-called digital diplomacy,
which, in turn, prompted the expert community to further understand the
methods of public diplomacy.

The third factor in the development of public diplomacy was the wide
dissemination of new scientific concepts in this area, which became popular
not only in the academic community, but also among politicians, journalists
and the general pubhc interested in foreign policy issues. New concepts
about “soft power”, the brand of the nation and strategic communication
became the basis for generalizing and rethinking the historical experience
of implementing public (cultural) diplomacy, as well as for discussions
about the development of modern public diplomacy in different countries.
One of the peculiarities of public diplomacy as a sphere of foreign policy
activity is its immanent focus on cooperation with non-state actors. Thus,
states actively involve non-state actors in joint work, and it is often difficult
to draw the line between government policies and non-state actors. For
many states, the participation of non-state structures in public diplomacy is
a daily practice, and Kazakhstan is also taking steps in this direction, which
underlines the relevance of this phenomenon. So, for the purposes of the
work of the new Public Diplomacy Support Fund, there are “promoting the
participation of Russian non-governmental organizations  in international
cooperation and the active involvement of civil society in the foreign policy
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process [3, p.73].

Interaction with societies of other states, which is public diplomacy,
implies that at least one of the participants in this interaction is not the
state, but society. In practice, this means that foreign business, journalistic
and academic communities, non-governmental organizations, compatriots’
organizations and numerous otheractors are involved in public diplomacy. All
these participants of the world-political processes have existed for decades,
but the unprecedented development of information and communication
technologies, which coincided in time with the new awareness of the
importance of public diplomacy, made them significantly more influential
than before. In addition, the communication context has changed: in the
Internet era, any actor can participate in global communication, and this also
has an impact on public diplomacy. In view of the changes that have taken
place, in recent years, researchers have been talking about a “new public
diplomacy” that aims to involve numerous non-state actors and is built on
the principle of reciprocity. Studying the mechanisms of cooperation with
them is thus becoming one of the key aspects of studying the current stage
of development of public diplomacy.

At the first stage of intensification of public diplomacy, the states mainly
tried to recreate the tools that had previously proved their effectiveness in
the years of ideological confrontation. However, the new type of threats
emanating from non-state actors demanded a new reaction, including in
the sphere of information and communication. The methods and tools
of public diplomacy used during the Cold War years were developed for
other purposes, and this required a conceptual rethinking of the entire field
of public diplomacy in the context of a changed world political context
and the rapid spread of new technologies. As a result, in a relatively short
time, a whole area of scientific knowledge in the field of world politics and
international relations arose in the USA, which focused on the study of
public diplomacy.

The intensification of American practical and academic efforts in
this area and a change in the global political and global communication
context caused a chain reaction of a growing attention to this area among
a number of other states, and it is the importance of public diplomacy as
a modern phenomenon of international life that makes this topic relevant
for researchers. The task of improving the image of the state in the eyes
of foreign audiences for political and economic purposes was attended not
only by the great powers, but also by relatively small states, which also
began to look for opportunities to increase their own “soft power”. “Public
diplomacy” has a long history of entering political diplomatic and scientific
discourses. For the first time this expression appeared in the newspaper.

“New York Times” in 1871 in an article that told about the discussions
in Congress United States on the possible secret annexation of the
Spanish colony in the territory modern Dominican Republic. During these
discussions in Congress and the expression “public diplomacy” was used as
an oppositionsecret diplomacy and foreign policy of the US administration.
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In the future, the First World War, secret diplomacy of European powers
and subsequent declassification of documents of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs in Russia and Germany and, finally, famous speech of US President
W. Wilson at the Versailles Conference on the need for a new open and
multilateral diplomacy enshrined the term.

“Public diplomacy” modern form of diplomatic activity undercontrol of
society. However, many experts who have published articles on international
politics, used the term to describe activities aimed at the discovery of
diplomatic secrets. In the 1950s, when communication mechanisms such as
radio and television, began to be used to conduct external cultural policies
and propaganda, the term “Public diplomacy” began to migrate from the
description of the diplomatic and journalistic practices to the designation of
government action in the field information policy in the international arena.
In 1953, a famous expert US scientist and public figure W. Lippmann in his
column in the newspaper The Washington Post put together three concepts
- public diplomacy, propaganda, and psychological operations - in a single
term “public diplomacy”. Finally, in 1965 Dean, School of International
Relations, Tufta University in the USA E. Gullion put forward his definition
of public diplomacy, which is usually scholars indicate in their writings as
the first definition of public diplomacy.

In the 1990s, when a new generation of experts in cultural diplomacy
appeared, and theories about political communication and marketing
concepts came into foreign policy, the term “public diplomacy” began to
dominate practice and research. But so far there is no common sustainable
definition of this term. Different areas of knowledge - history, international
relations, political communication, marketing, anthropology, sociology, etc.
- offer their own vision of this term [4, p.12].

In the early 2000s. experts in the field of international relations gave
their definition of the term. Public diplomacy began to be defined as a way
of shaping foreign public opinion in order to achieve the geopolitical goals
of the sponsor. The well-known scientist J. Nye expanded this interpretation
of the term to include the “soft power” clauses that he developed. He points
out that public diplomacy is a means of promoting the “soft power” of a
state, which, in turn, has three sources: the values of domestic policy and
social order, the culture of the country, and foreign policy. Therefore,
public diplomacy is engaged in promoting these three sources of “soft
power” of the state through three methods [5, p.94]. The first method is
daily communication with a foreign audience to explain the state’s foreign
policy. The second method is the implementation of campaigns aimed at
promoting the state brand. The third method is projects aimed at building
equal relationships between countries.

In addition, in the 2000s. political communication experts have proposed
the following definitions of the term “public diplomacy”. One of them claims
that public diplomacy consists of three dimensions: the first relates to how
states or non-state actors understand foreign cultures, attitudes or behavior
of foreign states; the second dimension concerns building relationships
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between countries; The third dimension is the influence on the opinions
and behavior of the foreign target audience. All these measurements relate
to the communication function of public diplomacy, and from this position
educational, informational, cultural projects of public diplomacy, as well as
its projects in the field of promoting a positive brand are communication, i.e.,
aimed at building a dialogue. Another definition of public diplomacy within
political communication refers to its three elements: information, influence
and involvement. Information projects are a response to information or
misinformation coming from a foreign public. Such programs have a short-
term effect. Influence is a long-term campaign aimed at a gradual change
in the opinion or attitude of a foreign target audience on a specific issue.
Finally, engagement is about building long-term partnerships between
countries. Today, the definition of the American scientist N. Kull stands out
among historians. He points out that public diplomacy includes projects
in the field of culture, exchanges, short-term information campaigns
(advocacy), international broadcasting and monitoring of foreign public
opinion (listening). The novelty in this definition of public diplomacy are
two components - information campaigns (advocacy) and monitoring the
foreign effectiveness of public diplomacy depends on the existence of a
dialogue between the government of one country and a foreign society.
The establishment of this dialogue is possible if the government is studying
all the signals, assessments, opinions coming from outsid of society. This
is the process of peculiar “listening to” those opinions that are expressed
by the opposite side [6, p.31]. Thus, the comprehension by domestic
and foreign authors of the significance of public diplomacy for modern
international interaction acquires more and more new shades and accents
that are different from the original content and is accompanied by attempts to
take into account the latest moments of foreign policy practice. But many of
the issues of conceptualization of not only private, but also major problems
remain unfinished and are reflected only through targeted comments, i.e. at
the level of empirical description of current events.

In the interest of deepening the understanding of the processes
characterizing the prospects of public diplomacy in the Eurasian space,
it is advisable to turn to its institutionalization and information support in
various countries.

Public diplomacy has enormous significance and influence both in
the foreign and domestic policies of states. In both cases, in addition to
organizational and financial, we are dealing with human resources. This
is most important, because in this way public diplomacy fulfills its main
mission, especially with regard to youth. Today it became obvious that
public diplomacy is capable of influencing official diplomatic activity,
and also becoming an instrument for the formation of state institutions,
forms of state activity. Therefore, formation of the positive image on the
international arena, providing “soft power” as a tool of generating public
diplomacy within and abroad country worth all efforts. The need to improve
the Association, exhibitions, formation of the positive image of our
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country and/or providing more scholarships for education, developing and
broadcasting of our culture, values and national identity as a mechanism
for implementingpublic diplomacy of the state should be relevant, as a
result, through all these methods above to promote and disseminate our
country to a foreign audience and to achieve solidarity and recognition of
the community.

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At the present stage of the society development, the globalization
phenomenon, which has already acquired colossal scales, has penetrated
into all the important processes of the developing world, embracing different
aspects of the modern world community, becoming an indicator and driving
force of the idea of a mega-state, representing an objective phenomenon
of modern reality, one of the important challenges of which becomes the
problem of national specifics of the state. Developing globalization has led
to changes in the structure of the modern world order, which significantly
affects the transformation of the political systems of states, thereby reworking
the political picture of the world. In this context, the political processes in
the Middle East represent unprecedented transformations that have covering
the number of countries in the region whose underlying causes lie in intra-
country, intra-regional and global contradictions. The consequence of the
globalization impact is the gradual segmentation of traditional Middle East
society, as the result of which specific political manifestations take place.

One of the most important contemporary trends in political
transformation is the process of religious revival in Arab countries. Entering
the globalization era, countries are exposed to its impact on the traditional
and cultural level. It is well known that the Middle East political systems have
their own specifics, distinctive from the West, which are characterized by
historical development and civilizational features based on the maintenance
of a natural and established - the highest spiritual orientation. It is in this
region that culture is formed by religion and directly by the Koran, which
is of great importance. As a result, the globalization process can be a threat
to the original culture. Therefore, the number of problems related to the
socio-economic and political development of the countries represented by
the Middle East region caused many Muslims to turn to traditional Islamic
spiritual values in search of alternatives to Western and other models of
social development.

The political systems of individual states have changed more often
than the international relations systems. Taking as a basis one of the most
important parameters of such transformation - the democratization of states,
S. Huntington notes that the process of developing democratic states in the
world is proceeding: after the increase in the number of states that have
embarked on the democratic path of development, a wave of recoil follows,
when some states abandon this way development. At the same time, the
general vector for increasing the number of democratic states in the world
is preserved [1].

At the end of the XX century, there was a wave of the political systems
transformation of several states in Central and Eastern Europe, leading to
the emergence of new countries in the territory of the former Soviet Union.
At the same time, the political system of South Africa was changing, the
statechood of Namibia was forming. There are changes in state devices in
several other regions of the world. Important factors in these countries are
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both internal and above all external processes caused by the bipolar system
collapse and the Westphalian system erosion.

In the second decade of the XXI century, intra-state transformation swept
the countries of the Arab East. There was a series of political statements,
transformations and wars in Tunisia, Egypt, Yemen, Libya, Syria, Bahrain,
Iraq. Initially, many analysts took this political activity in the Arab countries
as a democratization of the region, a change of authoritarian regimes called
“Arab spring” [2, p. 8]. First, the transformation of states has gone acutely
and problematically. For example, an alternative project of the world
political structure appeared in the form of a world caliphate. The Middle
East has always been a complex region, where historically interwoven
contradictions of different order: religious, ethnic, territorial, etc. And,
nevertheless, today it is the Middle East that proved to be the weakest core
in modern conditions. There are several reasons for this.

Firstly, these reasons should be sought in the peculiarities of political
culture and political development of the Middle East countries. Since the VII
century, in the Arab political culture, were formed their own ideas about the
political society organization. National states began to form mainly in the
early XX century. However, the development of the political framework of
the nation-state has been slow in the region. The Arab public consciousness
did not immediately perceive the new political units as states, and for their
designation used the term kurt - country, land region [3, p. 708].

In the second half of the XX century, a significant part of the region
took socialist ideas [4]. The ideas of social equality were in many respects
close to traditional Islamic values. The disintegration of the bipolar system
and the virtual disappearance of the socialist world turned out to be
particularly painful for the adherents of the ideas of socialism. Incidentally,
this disintegration also significantly influenced some former socialist states
in Europe, creating conflicts. However, the ideas of social equality were still
less rooted in society.

At the same time, the Arab idea, that is, Arabism, which essence in the
unifying spiritual interrelationship of all Arabs [5], continued to be popular
throughout the entire process of formation and development of the national
states in the Middle East. Thus, in the 1920s-1930s, King Faisal of Iraq
dreamed of creating an Iraqi-Syrian union and unifying it with Arabia; the
idea of a great Syria and the annexation of Iraq by the King Abdullah I of
Jordan [3, p. 709].

In its turn, the Westphalian system erosion gave rise to the activation of
many non-state actors in the Middle East, including on a pseudo-religious
basis. Only in Syria there are many groups, fighting and at the same time
cooperating with each other. Outwardly in this respect, the situation in many
ways resembles the European Middle Ages. In addition, the development
of information and communication technologies, not limited to national
boundaries, contributed to the mobilization effect, as well as a kind of

imitative effect in the region, when political performances in Tunisia were
followed by similar actions in other countries.

S. L. Pechurov gives his list of causes and factors of the “Arab spring”.
Thus, he believes that, firstly, in recent decades, the stratification of society
has largely deepened, the income gap between the poor in the main and
wealthy parts of the population has increased in almost all, except for the
Arabian monarchies, countries of the Arab East. The gap in living standards
between the rich and poor countries of the region deepened. And this is
against the backdrop of a rapidly progressing food crisis, accompanied by a
significant increase in the prices of essential goods.

Secondly, the unemployment rate has significantly increased, reaching
60-70% of the able-bodied population in some Arab countries.

Thirdly, the overwhelming majority of the unemployed are young people
under 25 years of age, who are virtually deprived of the opportunities to
integrate into the world around them and find a worthy place. The situation
is complicated by a significant rate of population growth, as a result of
which people of young and middle age, with a relatively high mortality in
poor Arab countries, form the vast majority of the population.

Fourthly, in the conditions of existence in autocratic regimes
characteristic of the Arab East (be it monarchy or “democracy”) and as
a result, it is extremely difficult to find use for one’s abilities and skills
in the incredible scales of overgrown bureaucracy, tribal preferences and
elementary corruption even to those specialists whose profession, it would
seem, is formally in demand. Thus, the cup of patience was overcrowded,
which was expressed in the mass discontent of the lower classes [6].

It is important to emphasize that the causes of the “Arab Spring” were
both common to all Arab states, and specific for each country separately,
both objective and subjective. For objective and subjective reasons common
to all Arab countries facing mass protests, one can attribute:

First, the ever more active involvement of Arab countries in
the geopolitical processes of globalization - reflecting the growing
interdependence of countries and peoples, the tendency to establish
common standards of behavior in economic, political, information and
cultural spheres. Increasingly expanding contacts of Arab citizens with
representatives of other states, the availability of network information
technologies to a wide range of the Arab population (primarily the Internet,
satellite television, mobile communications), the involvement of Arab states
in the global economy, the dialogue of civilizations - all these globalization
attributes, superimposed on the internal problems of states, caused chaos,
led to unrest and the collapse of certain political regimes.

Second, in almost all Arab states, authoritarian political regimes have
historically been formed and are still in existence. This has its explanation:
the long anti-colonial wars for independence, direct or indirect participation
in the Middle East conflict, the special role of the army in the course of the
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revolution and the subsequent formation of independent states, the mentality
of the Arab population in need of a “strong hand”. The authoritarianism of
political regimes led to a rare turnover of heads of state. Decades of stay in
power not only hereditary monarchs, but also elected presidents generated
clannishness, corruption, bureaucracy, failure to understand the interests of
the population majority.

Third, albeit with a slight delay, but at the level of life in the Arab
countries, the global financial crisis has had a negative impact. This was
reflected in a sharp jump in prices for food and essentials in early 2011, an
increase in unemployment, especially among the youth and the educated
part of the population.

Fourth, the implementation of the concept of the “Middle East
Democratization” proposed by the US President George W. Bush, also
had a significant impact on the course of events. The aim was to establish
political regimes in the states of the Greater Middle East that corresponded
to the American understanding of democracy, but in fact to grow reliable
allies in this strategically and economically important region. As a rule, this
concept was imposed on the Arab population through controlled media and
social networks. There have also been attempts to directly bribe potential
opposition leaders.

Fifth, with rare exceptions, the Arab countries authorities were not
ready to give a worthy response to anti-government protests. Separate
concessions and promises of political reforms were made late, the use of
force to suppress protests either was used inconsistently or with excessive
cruelty, which often led to the opposite effect. This is the subjective reason
that individual speeches have turned into mass riots.

Sixth, the use of the strategy of “hybrid operations” in relation to
individual Arab states also served as a subjective cause of the grave “Arab
spring consequences [7, p. 74].

Of course, there were internal reasons for the political transformation
of the Middle Eastern states, which are widely discussed in the literature:
fatigue from political elites in power for decades, economic problems, ethnic
and territorial contradictions, etc. As a result, the political transformation
of the states did not go along the lines of “democracy-authoritarianism”,
as S. Huntington described, but through the revival of archaic political
organization forms. Number of states that followed, albeit to a certain extent
only externally, the Westphalian principles, found themselves in the power
of various formations, very diverse in composition and direction. Thus, the
Arab countries were the most exposed to the transformations of all three
levels of the modern world political organization:

1) the Westphalian system (the emergence of non-state structures,
the dissemination of information and communication technologies, the
processes of transnationalization, the revival of the global caliphate idea);

2) the bipolar system of international relations (the loss of the socialist
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landmark for the number of countries);

3) the several countries domestic systems of (the transition from
authoritarian models of government, but with an orientation toward at least
some of the principles of the Westphalian system, to traditional political ties
and relations).

At the same time, the “Arab Spring” events influenced the system of
international relations and the Westphalian system of peace, strengthening
the effect of their erosion, combining both systems into one under one name:
global international system.

In this article, globalization is regarded as an objective phenomenon
of modern reality, furthermore, as a phenomenon of reciprocity, a kind of
corrective apparatus. Therefore, it is from this position that it is necessary
to turn to the problems of national specificity to the globalization processes.

Globalization is a complex, multifaceted process. Therefore, attempts to
understand it can be done from different angles, moreover, there are theories
that call into question the very existence of this phenomenon, which is in
detail reflected by R. Robertson [8].

According to the established opinion, globalization has received an
intensive push to its development in the West. The spread of the Western
development model to all other countries of the world serves as an outgrowth
of the universal world order. The globalization process manifests itself as a
direct and indirect influence of the West, together with a clear division into
developed and peripheral countries.

According to I. Gibelev’s opinion, the humanization of the social and
cultural state of the world community is defined as the most important
component of the globalization process, since globalization is impossible
outside the cultural context. From here it follows that globalization should
appear as a synthesis of cultural and historical traditions [9]. Therefore I.
Gibelev offers his understanding of the ideal development of globalization,
that is, the mapping of the present state of globalization is diametrically
opposed. The researcher’s belief is especially relevant against the backdrop
of growing concerns about the negative impact of the effects of developing
globalization on national cultures.

Being a high technological achievement, as well as a powerful
engine in the social, spiritual, political and other spheres of life, the
common information space has become a kind of tool in discriminating
the national society and its culture [10, p.117]. This impact occurs through
the establishment of the rationality and unification of culture, the national
identity of culture elimination. The result of this is that globalization
leads to a loss of cultural identity, that is, it implies a narrowing of the
opportunity to develop in a special way. It can be said that globalization
acquires the status of modernized weapon. Many see it as an effective way
to destroy an entire culture as an original unit. The globalization process
of unprecedented unification of various types of activities and subjects,
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ranging from individuals to ethnic groups, peoples, states.

In these conditions, the globalization process in the Middle East is more
interesting and meaningful for research. In the region, a culture formed
mainly by religion is of great importance. In this regard, it is possible to
note the hostility towards the globalization process on the part of the Arab
population, which fears that globalization is a threat to their distinctive
culture. Therefore, it is possible to describe the following possible trends of
Arab countries for globalization.

In the Middle East, the attitude to globalization is primarily based on the
desire to preserve its own culture. In the region, globalization is naturally
perceived as, for example, an attempt to capture culture, the imposition of
Western values, the phenomena of Westernization, etc., that is, this process
is performed as a movement in a certain direction. It could be distinguished
four main approaches to globalization in the Arab-Muslim world.

The first approach is based on fear of globalization changes, reluctance to
let an invisible enemy into Arab world, capable of imperceptibly destroying
culture, society, depriving national sovereignty, etc. Globalization is
dangerous in all its manifestations, because even economic reforms and
scientific achievements carry a destructive virus, even under the good
pretext of development and progress. Representatives of this approach
call for almost complete isolation, seclusion or, conversely, to fight against
Western influence.

Unlike such an extreme version of the globalization attitude, the second
point of view regards globalization as a multidimensional process. It has its
shortcomings, the West, and above all the United States, trying to impose its
values, destroy a foreign, alien culture. However, if reject the pro-Western
ideology and try to use only the achievements of the latest technology, this
may achieve great success in the development of its own society, even in
the globalization era.

The third approach, almost full support for globalization, is popular
only in some countries of the Arab-Muslim world, which have gone through
a special path of historical development (for example, Egypt, Jordan).

According to the fourth point of view, globalization is perceived in the
historical perspective. Globalization is not an invention of our time. This
process was observed before. A typical example of globalization is the Arab
Caliphate. The current globalization stage is built on different rules, it is
based on other values, but it is quite possible that soon the globalization
process will once again lead the Arab-Muslim world [11].

Summing up, it can be concluded that the most important globalization
consequences for the regional political process include:

- violation of the existing socio-economic ties between the main actors
of the Middle East political process;

- the growth of conflict potential in the Middle East, the involvement
of neighboring countries in internal conflicts, the internationalization of
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conflicts;

- expansion of areas of intervention in the Middle East political process
external to the region, primarily the “great powers”, the militarization of
regional international relations;

- the emergence of new threats to regional security, leading to further
region destabilization with serious global geopolitical consequences;

- strengthening the influence of the Islamic factor on the political
process in the Middle East.

The Arab countries political systems now represent a complex
intertwining of state structures, political parties, organizations and informal
trends of a socio-political nature, which in general can be considered modern
forms of political existence of the Arab East states. In addition to these
forms, traditions and institutions that are not directly part of the political
sphere (customary law, religious communities, clans) play an important
role in the political life, which form a powerful fund for socioeconomic,
historical, political, cultural and religious heritage. Therefore, this political
life is characterized by an exceptional diversity, a wealth of shades and
directions that make the political appearance of each country unique and
have a specific impact on the forms and ways of functioning of state
institutions of power, political parties and all political systems in general.
Arab society itself is extremely mosaic, it has a complex relationship and
diverse combinations of different socio-political forces that are represented
in the Arab countries by a whole spectrum of social groups [12, p.12]. Along
with the main classes in the Arab world, numerous intermediate social strata
and groups coexist, each of which exerts its specific influence on the entire
society and plays a significant role in political life at a certain stage of its
development.

For the Middle East countries, the political vector of modernization is
linked with the search for adequate ways of socio-economic and political
development, preservation of cultural identity and self-identification.
Specific historical development and civilizational features determine the
specificity of their political systems.
