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Annotation. The article is devoted to the relations between the
Russian Federation and the Republic of Turkey. The partnership of the two
states at the present stage, whose history is full of war and geopolitical
confrontation, adhering to contradictory policies, takes a step towards
considering international relations as a unique phenomenon. The scientific
work examines the stages of development, the current state and prospects of
relations between the Russian Federation and the Republic of Turkey.

At the present stage, serious changes are taking place in international
relations, the emergence of new players in the post-bipolar world, their
relations with traditional centers of power are now in the focus of attention
of researchers.

The very high rates of development of political processes taking place
in the world, and the events taking place sometimes make it difficult to
define them from the point of view of the theory of international relations.
We believe that Russia and Turkey play an important role in the modern
system of international relations. It is obvious that the formation of the
two states as leading actors in world politics and activity in international
politics began at the beginning of the XXI century. The development of
close relations between Russia and Turkey has become an urgent area of
scientific research.

Basic provisions

If you look at the history of Russia and Turkey, you can see that there
are common features in the development of the two states, firstly, in both
states, transcontinental empires are considered the heirs. It is obvious that
the policy of Ankara and Moscow to become new centers of power in the
modern world causes fears of Western countries, primarily the United States.
There are also thoughts that the rapprochement of Turkey and Russia is the
basis of the anti-social policy of the two states. As you know, the possibility
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of a long-term partnership between two geographically close geopolitical
centers today depends on the predominance of historical stereotypes of the
pragmatic policy of the two states. We believe that reaching a new level of
development of modern relations between the two states with similar cycles
of historical development will become one of the most relevant areas of
research in international politics.

There is every reason to believe that the development of relations
between Moscow and Ankara may affect the future of current problems in
international relations. It is known that Nagorno-Karabakh, the Crimean
issue, and most importantly, one of the most important players of Turkey
and Russia in the protracted Syrian crisis. We believe that the current
partnership of the two states at this stage can contribute to the solution of
the above issues, if it becomes a long-term prospect. At the same time, at a
time of aggravation of contradictions between Russia and NATO, Russia’s
close contacts with Turkey remain the only mechanism of Moscow-Brussels
relations.

We believe that, although the XXI century is a period of new
opportunities for the development of Kazakhstan, it is necessary to take
into account that such threats as terrorism, extremism, cyberterrorism,
unfavorable market conditions are not dispersed. Russia and Turkey are of
high importance in the foreign policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan, they
are strategic partners of our country in both countries. The relevance of the
research topic is emphasized by the fact that Russia and Turkey occupy
a special place in the economic stability, security and development of
Kazakhstan.

Kazakhstan attaches great importance to relations with the Republic
of Turkey after the collapse of the USSR. In this sense, relations with
Kazakhstan have always occupied a special place in Turkey’s foreign
policy. Turkey was one of the first to recognize the independence of
Kazakhstan, highly appreciating the optimal changes achieved by our
country in a short period after gaining independence, as well as the special
place and strengthening of Kazakhstan’s independence in the international
arena. The constructive dialogue between Kazakhstan and Turkey continues
at the multilateral level - within the framework of the UN, the Economic
Cooperation Organization, the Organization of Islamic Cooperation, the
OSCE, the CICA, the Cooperation Council of Turkic-speaking States and
other associations. This also confirms the relevance of this topic.

Introduction

The Russian Federation positions the relations between Kazakhstan’s
largest partner, Nur-Sultan and Moscow as a strategic partnership, union
relations. The fact that Russia occupies the first place in Kazakhstan’s
relations in foreign trade, economic, defense, humanitarian and other
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spheres indicates that relations with the Russian Federation are important
for our country. We know that one of the largest associations in the world
is the result of the initiatives of Russia and Kazakhstan on the basis of
the Eurasian Economic Union. Kazakh-Russian relations are of great
and strategic importance for the Eurasian Economic Union. The visit of
President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev to Moscow showed that the development
of economic relations between the two countries will continue in the same
direction and is of great importance for the Eurasian Economic Union. This
indicates the large-scale relevance of the topic.

Russiaisthelargesttrade, economic and political partner of Kazakhstan
and has common positions in world politics. For example, on issues of
international terrorism, drug trafficking, Syria, Afghanistan, Venezuela, the
positions of the two countries are united, as can be seen from the results of
meetings and voting under the auspices of the UN. The fact that Kazakhstan
did not support Russia’s position in the Crimean messel, which is important
for Russia now, did not lead to a deterioration in relations between the two
countries, but supported Russia by voting against Moscow’s resolution on
human rights violations in Crimea. The Crimean issue has become a serious
challenge to the multi-vector policy of Kazakhstan as a whole for the strength
of relations between the two countries. The Crimean issue, and then the
economic sanctions imposed against Russia, also had a negative impact on
the economy of Kazakhstan. The opening of the Turkish market to Russia
at a time when, after the sanctions, Russia’s economic relations between the
countries of the European Union and the United States deteriorated, helped
to preserve the stability of the Russian economy. Given the close ties of
the Kazakh economy with its northern neighbor, the existence of normal
relations between Russia and Turkey can show the relevance of the topic for
both Kazakhstan and Kazakhstan.

Nur-Sultan’s desire to restore relations between Ankara and Moscow
underlines the importance of Russia and Turkey for us. Thanks to the far-
sighted and skillful mediation policy of the First President of the Republic
of Kazakhstan, Elbasy N. A. Nazarbayev, relations between Ankara and
Moscow have been restored and have begun to develop at a new pace. It is
important for Kazakhstan that Russia and Turkey are important partners in
the transportation of goods and raw materials of the Republic of Kazakhstan
and have normal relations between Moscow and Ankara. Therefore, there is
reason to believe that the study of the main problems and prospects for the
development of relations between Russia and Turkey can become one of the
most relevant areas in domestic science.

Description of materials and methods
The topic of research is one of the most important areas in the field of

international relations, Relations between the two countries have received
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a place in many scientific articles and studies, due to the wide variety of
research topics, we decided to divide research in this direction into several
groups:

Researchers of relations between Russia and Turkey in the work of
P. V. Shlykov and N. Y. Ulchenko assess the relations between Russia and
Turkey, which began in the 2000s, as a “golden period” of friendship. In
the course of a comprehensive analysis of bilateral relations between Russia
and Turkey, he writes that “the pragmatism of mutual interest has helped
Moscow and Ankara to reduce the negative impact of unstable international
conditions and resolve the sharp corners of political and economic relations.”
Considering the possibilities of promoting bilateral cooperation to a higher
level, the authors comprehensively analyze the current state of the political
dialogue between Moscow and Ankara, the factors of development and
stagnation of trade and economic relations, possible forms of interaction in
geopolitically significant regions [1].

The issue of studying relations in the field of energy between Russia
and Turkey has been deeply studied within Turkish scientists, among the
authors who have made their contribution in this direction, T. Demiryol
(Demiryol T.) [2].

Assessing the risks in energy relations, he noted, “The tension in
relations between Turkey and Russia in recent years has been caused by the
asymmetric relations that have developed between the two countries and
the combination of two entities that are geopolitical interests within these
borders. The strategy of asymmetric interdependence was the basis for
political cooperation when it worked well and had import dependence. On
the other hand, energy relations based on the asymmetry and dynamics of
competition arise when the differentiation of geopolitical interests violates
the mechanism of existence and ensures the security of import dependence.”

We consider it necessary to note that the works of Milat Celikpala,
one of the well-known European researchers among Turkish scientists,
helped Turkey in studying energy strategy, energy security and energy
diplomacy resulting from it. Ersen E made a great contribution to the study
of the formation and strategy of the future policy in the energy sector of
Turkey. In his work, the author reveals the main points of the development
of relations in the energy sector [3-4].

Under the asymmetric threat of relations between Turkey and Russia,
the work of the following author should be noted. Z. Onish [5] in his
work, the two countries emphasize the potential of asymmetric relations,
geopolitical, geo-economic conflicts between Turkey and Russia, and also
warn of the need to observe a pragmatic policy in relations with Moscow.

Researchers of the modern foreign policy doctrine of Turkey assess
“neo-Ottomanism”, President Erdogan has repeatedly openly stated that he
is an adherent of this neo-Ottomanism policy. However, the term “Neo-
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Ottomanism” refers to the 70s of the last century. With Greek authors.
The policy of the Turkish Republic’s conquest of Northern Cyprus and the
proclamation of the unrecognized Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus
there was regarded as a manifestation of the policy of the former Ottoman
Empire.

Kerstin Rebekah Bouveng, one of the critics of the study of the
ideological basis of Russian foreign policy [6]. In his work, exploring
the idea of Messianism in Russia’s foreign policy, “various forms of
Messianism have entered the Russian worldview-it is presented as political
and imperial, spiritually as the concept of “Holy Russia”, and geopolitically
as Eurasianism. Messianism is based on the idea of a chosen nation, but at
the same time it surpasses the pessimistic idea of a nation with its universal
requirement, since this excerpt from Russian political discourse gives
an assessment: nationalism is an idea for small nations that are afraid of
extinction.” The value of this author’s work lies in the fact that he analyzes
the influence of the ideas of Messianism in foreign policy on each period of
Russian/Soviet history.

The Polish author Justina Doroszczyk considers the problem of
Russian Messianism. In her work, unlike the previous author, the Polish
specialist writes that the reason that Russia will never have constructive,
allied relations with Western countries follows from the fact that the idea
of “Moscow of the Third Rome” is anti-batististic. At the same time, the
opinion is expressed that for Russia the idea of Pan-Slavism has gone
forever with the wave of history. However, both authors do not write that
the idea of Messianism that took place in Russia’s foreign policy is derived
from Western countries, and even the idea of Messianism existed in Poland
itself. Of course, we do not exclude that the works of both authors may be
influenced by the current situation in modern politics [7].

Hungarian author A. Gereben, a researcher of Russia’s energy policy,
expressed the opinion that Moscow’s actions in the energy market are a
purely political tool, not an economy, and, according to the author, calls on
European countries to cooperate with Turkey in order to counter Russia’s
economic oppression. According to the researcher, if an energy consortium
is not created between Turkey and the EU countries, then the “weapons” in
the hands of Russia will be used against European countries [8].

Results

The theory of political realism or neorealism was used in the study
of the country’s foreign policy and its actions in the international arena,
guided by the national interests of Russia and Turkey. The principles of this
school made it possible to comprehensively consider the principles of state
interests, political ideology, geopolitics, security and interdependence. In
addition, the principles of the school of neorealism were used to determine
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the symmetry and asymmetry of economic interdependence in Russian-
Turkish relations.

The topic of the article is considered in the context of a systematic
interdisciplinary approach, which includes the results of political, economic,
historical research, as well as a significant number of sources that allow
determining the prerequisites for the formation of Russian-Turkish relations.

To find the most optimal solutions to the problem, the main
methodological approaches were identified through the use of fundamental
works of domestic and foreign researchers in the field of political, historical
and economic sciences.

The systematic approach, along with the strategic interests of
international actors, allows us to track the development of problematic
moments, which allows us to more fully identify trends and, in particular, to
study possible options for the development of the situation.

Based on the comparative historical analysis, the main stages and
trends in the development of Turkish-Russian relations are identified.

Discussions

The ideologies that have played an important role in the long-term
relations between the two countries not only determine the origins of
conflicts and geopolitical rivalry in the history of Turkish-Russian relations,
but also contribute to the current disagreements and distrust between Ankara
and Moscow.

The beginning of a new era in relations between Moscow and Ankara
at the beginning of the XXI century coincided with internal political changes
in the two countries, indicating that Turkey and Russia have moved from
ideological differences to a pragmatic policy.

Energy relations are one of the strategic directions between Moscow
and Ankara, and this has led to a symmetry of interdependence. The energy
sector in Russian-Turkish relations is a direction that continues to develop,
despite political differences, and can become a stable basis for future
relations between the two countries.

Although Russia has a high rate of development of military and security
relations with Turkey, this cannot be considered as one of the fundamental
factors of relations. Russian-Turkish military-military relations do not affect
the policy of the Turkish bloc. - Strengthening of relations can be assessed
as non-strategic tactical relations.

The geopolitical interests of Turkey and Russia in the Middle East,
including the civil war in Syria and the Kurdish issue, do not lead to new
conflicts between the two countries after the military incident on November
24, 2015. The rapprochement of the positions of Moscow and Ankara on
Syria and the Kurdish language is marked by mutual tolerance.

The results of the policies of Georgia and Ukraine in 2008 and 2014,
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along with the strengthening of Russia’s position in the Black Sea region,
led to a decline in Moscow’s prestige in world politics. The strengthening
of Russia is bad for Turkey, but the importance of energy relations is that in
the future there will be a tendency to turn the Black Sea region into a special
sphere of influence for the two countries;

The policy of the two countries in Central Asia is based on the positions
of other forces outside the region, and the threat of China’s increasing
economic influence in Central Asia will contribute to the rapprochement of
Russian-Turkish positions in regional politics in the future.

Conclusion

We believe that the second direction of the development of Russian-
Turkish relations today is the military-defense partnership. In the course
of studying this issue, we examined the history of arms trade in bilateral
relations, as well as the recent acquisition of military air defense systems
by Ankara, which caused controversy among NATO partners. Despite
Ankara’s assurances that NATO membership will protect it from external
enemies, attempts were made to determine the purpose of Russia’s purchase
of the S-400 system. We considered it appropriate to assess the defense
partnership between Ankara and Moscow as tactical, not strategic. It was
argued that the arms trade between Russia and Turkey would not lead
to a sharp deterioration in Ankara’s relations with NATO countries or
its withdrawal from NATO. The deterioration of Ankara’s relations with
NATO is also considered harmful for Moscow. The military cooperation of
Turkey with Russia as a NATO member and the possibility of reviving the
partnership between NATO and Russia were studied.

To analyze the development of relations between Moscow and
Ankara at the regional level, three main strategic regions were identified:
the Middle East, the Black Sea (including the Caucasus) and Central Asia.
The changes in the situation in the Middle East as a result of the” Arab
Spring”, the civil war in Syria, the Kurdish issue in Iraq and Syria have
determined the strategic directions of Moscow and Ankara in the region.
Russia’s participation in the Syrian civil war in the fall of 2015, which
Ankara considers a threat to itself, led to a military incident on November
24, 2015. The incident was the result of a clash between Moscow and
Ankara in the region. The” golden age “ of bilateral relations has become
a great test. As a result, relations between the two powers deteriorated,
which led to the termination of political, economic, tourist and cultural
relations. The deterioration of relations between Moscow and Ankara has
also affected the countries of Central Asia. It is known that since the first
years of independence, the Republic of Kazakhstan has chosen its foreign
policy as a multi-vector one, which is due to the geopolitical realities of
the modern world. It was proved that the positive image of Kazakhstan
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in the international arena, the principles of peacemaking and mediation in
international disputes largely contributed to the revival of relations between
Moscow and Ankara without further aggravation.

Basic provisions

The relevance of studying the topic is beyond doubt, and due to the
growing contradictions and conflicts of interest of different countries in the
Middle East, it is a consequence of the violation of inter-religious and inter-
ethnic balance. Determining the impact of the events of the “Arab Spring”
on changes in the balance of power in the region is an important factor
in resolving these contradictions. The aftermath of the Arab Spring could
affect stability not only in the region, but also in Central Asia and Europe.

The destabilization of political systems in 2010 was due to long-
term geopolitical and socio-cultural, demographic factors, the impossibility
of success of socio-political modernization to copy the Western liberal
models. In Egypt and Libya, as a result of Western funding and technical
support, Internet technologies play an important role in destabilizing and
overthrowing patriotic regimes [1].

As a result of the revolutionary events in the Middle East in 2011-
2012, there was a change in the balance of power. This has led to changes in
political regimes, the rise of terrorist organizations, and new conflicts in the
region, such as the civil wars in Syria and Yemen. One of the largest powers
in the region is the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. Inequalities in the Middle
East in the wake of the “Arab Spring” and Iran’s influence (including in
conflict zones) would encourage Saudi Arabia to intensify its policies, but
would also try to deter Iran.

The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia was active until 2015 and has established
close relations with the United States, for which it is the guarantor of the
world oil market and stable supplies. However, with the emergence of a new
monarch, foreign policy changed. Recently, there have been some tensions
in relations between Saudi Arabia and the United States. Saudi Arabia,
which aspires to be a leader in the region, is trying to reduce US influence
in the Middle East and considers it unacceptable for it to interfere in the
region’s internal affairs. M. Kryuchkov, in his article “Saudi Arabia’s Foreign
Policy in the Middle East at the Beginning of the Twenty-First Century,”
argues that “the King of Saudi Arabia’s failure to meet US President Barack
Obama at the airport on April 21, 2016 is evidence of tensions between the
two countries” [2].

Introduction

Despite differences in foreign policy, these countries need cooperation
and interaction in the field of economic and military security. The formation
of a coalition backed by Saudi Arabia’s involvement in Yemen’s civil war is
clear evidence of the country’s crucial foreign policy. Thus, after the events
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of the “Arab Spring”, Saudi Arabia was able to strengthen its position in the
Middle East. Strengthening its position, Saudi Arabia began to consider the
region as a zone of special influence.

Egypt is also one of the largest powers in the region. It should be
noted that Saudi Arabia’s policy towards Egypt is aimed at strengthening
Egypt’s dependence on Riyadh in order to gain a leading position. The
country’s economy and political reputation have been hit hard during the
“crisis” and that Egypt is experiencing demographic unrest. The country
needs investments, financial assistance and loans to develop the national
economy. These factors force Egypt to maintain good relations with Saudi
Arabia, which has large financial resources. Egypt’s policy is also aimed at
reducing dependence on the United States. Egypt seeks to establish close
ties and cooperation with Russia and China in various fields.

In the period from 2011 to 2013, three political regimes changed in
Egypt: the regime of Hosni Mubarak, the transitional government formed by
the Supreme Army Council, and the regime of Mohammed Mursi. In 2014,
Abdel Fattah al-Sisi came to power. During the reign of Muhammad Mursi,
the country was significantly weakened both economically and in terms
of security. The support of radical Islamism and Salafism by the country’s
leadership raised the threat of civil war in Egypt. In addition, this has led
to the development of a security threat in the region and around the world.
The country’s authorities took control of the transitional government, which
announced the holding of new parliamentary and presidential elections. It
should be noted that the army is the main force of Egypt. For more than
sixty years, the military ruled the state, and the “Arab Spring” did not
contribute to the democratization of the regime, but, on the contrary, led to
further centralization of power in the hands of the Mursi and other internal
problems.

Egyptian President Abdel Fattah al-Sisi seeks to reduce dependence
on the United States and actively cooperates with Russia and China to this
end. He also returned to Egypt the role of mediator in the settlement of
the Arab-Israeli conflict, seeking to establish relations with Israel and the
Palestinian government. Al-Sisi is carrying out various reforms to overcome
the economic crisis and reduce Egypt’s external debt. Thus, despite many
domestic problems and foreign political difficulties, Egypt overcame
political chaos and embarked on the path of development. Despite its small
territory and small population, the state of Qatar is considered one of the
most important players in the Middle East. The “Arab Spring” paved the
way for regional politics for Qatar, and its ambitious plans influenced the
Sunni part of the Islamic world.

Description of materials and methods

Despite the small size of the land and the small population, one of the
most important players in the Middle East is the state of Qatar. Qatar seeks
to take a leading role in the region and increase the country’s prestige. Qatar
seeks to influence not only the policies of the countries of the Middle East,
but also the policies of other external actors. It should be noted that due to
the low political culture of the Qatari population and the small number of
Shiites, the events of the “Arab Spring” did not have a significant impact
on this country. Stability within the country, great financial opportunities
allowed Qatar to change its foreign policy. After the outbreak of the
revolutionary events of 2011-2012, Qatar moved from a policy of mediation
to a policy of active intervention in what is happening in the region.

In the work “Foreign policy activities of the state of Qatar in the
framework of the Arab Spring in the Middle East”, A. Demina said: “from
the very beginning of all these events, Qatar actively supports various
anti-government forces against self-respecting regimes and adheres to
its position. The need to change these regimes for example, in Egypt, the
Qatari government supported the Muslim Brotherhood opposition party, in
Libya, close ties were established with Libyan Islamists, and Al Jazeera
was also controlled by Qatar and often provided false information about
the population of the Middle East. Thus, During the events of the” Arab
Spring”, Qatar’s foreign policy played a destabilizing role in the Middle
East. Summing up the above, we can draw the following conclusions.
Saudi Arabia, Egypt and the state of Qatar are countries that play a crucial
role in the policy of the Middle East region. Saudi Arabia and Qatar have
strengthened their position and increased their influence in the region, taking
advantage of the instability of other countries in the region.

Despite the deteriorating economic situation in the country and the
difficult political climate, Egypt has not lost its influence in the Middle East.
Seeking to take a leading position in the region, these countries seek to
reduce the influence of the United States in the Middle East and limit its
involvement in internal conflicts in the region. Strengthening Iran’s position
in the Iranian region is the only country in the Middle East whose territory
has not suffered from the conflict. For this reason, many experts consider
Iran to be the only regional power that has benefited from the conflict. Iran,
like Qatar, has tried to use the events of the “Arab Spring” to strengthen its
foreign policy positions. Iran hoped to significantly reduce US influence in
the Middle East region by overthrowing pro-American regimes. Instead, the
Iranian government proposed a model of the “Islamic Republic”.
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Results

The coup that began in Syria in 2011 was a major concern for the
country. After all, Syria is Iran’s closest ally in the region. A. Kuznetsov
wrote in his article” on the role of Iran in the Syrian crisis “that” the
strategic partnership between Iran and the SAR began immediately after the
victory of the Iranian Islamic Revolution. The alliance between Damascus
and Tehran was dictated by the requirement of alauite dogmas to meet the
geopolitical purpose, not a religious association, despite its proximity to the
Shiga” [3].

Iran provided significant economic, military and political assistance to
the Government of Bashar al-Assad, which contributed to the preservation of
power, despite increased pressure from the domestic armed opposition and its
foreign guardians (the United States, Turkey, Qatar, Saudi Arabia, EU countries).
In addition, since May 2013, armed groups of the Hezbollah movement have
been actively participating in hostilities on the side of the Government of Bashar
al-Assad in Syria. It is worth noting the diplomatic efforts of Iran to resolve the
Syrian crisis. K. Truevtsev wrote in his article that “the most important thing
in this regard is the success in the negotiations, which took place in May 2017
in Astana, about thirty, that is, coordinated with representatives of all major
armed groups of the opposition. As a result, the memorandum on the creation
of a conflict reduction zone was published precisely in enclaves controlled by
the guarantor countries — Russia, Turkey and Iran. In fact, this means that all
enclaves, completely or partially surrounded by Syrian government forces, will
become a military and political zone under the control of the process of political
settlement, despite the fact that the fight against terrorist organizations will
continue” [4].

In Yemen, Iran, on the other hand, had a negative impact on the
development of the revolutionary events of 2011. The Republic of Iran
provides financial and ideological support to the Houthis, as well as provides
military and technical support to their units. In addition, Iran is actively
establishing relations with separatists in the south of the country. By fighting
terrorist organizations, the Republic of Iran is solving its geopolitical tasks
in Yemen. If the Shiite Houthi rebels retain their power in Yemen, it will
become the first state with a Shiite elite, which will significantly strengthen
Iran’s position in the region.

At the same time, if the situation in Yemen does not stabilize, then this
country may increase the antagonism between Saudi Arabia and Iran. In his
study “prospects of the Islamic Republic of Iran in the context of the Arab
Spring”, M. Rybalov notes that” a difficult situation has arisen in Bahrain,
which, despite the apparent sympathy of the protesting Shiites, the Islamic
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Republic of Iran must cooperate in the economic sphere” [5]. The increase
in Iranian influence in Bahrain will negatively affect this country and may
lead to the final radicalization of society.

Iran is also actively pursuing a policy in Iraq. Iran has a strong
influence on the official course of the new Iraqi leadership through the
exchange of official delegations and the implementation of joint projects
to restore Iraq’s economy and infrastructure. In addition, Iran conducts
“popular diplomacy” in this country, for example, visits to Shia temples,
criticism of the occupation of the country, and solidarity with victims of
terrorist attacks. Currently, there is a favorable political situation for Iran
to establish important positions in Iraq. In this regard, it can be emphasized
that one side of the “Arab Spring” is a complex political space, within
which it is possible to strengthen the position of the Islamic Republic of
Iran in Shiite communities through religious, historical and socio-political
ties (for example, Iraq). After the invasion, the United States ceased to be
an independent actor in the Middle East and the weakening of its positions
in the event of a loss (for example, in the event that Syria was defeated by
the Sunni opposition).

Discussion

Currently, there is an increase in the Iranian-Turkish confrontation.
Iran has also tried to use the context of the” Arab Spring “to promote its
own interests, as a result of which it is faced with fundamental issues such
as Syria. Thus, Iran’s foreign policy is aimed at strengthening its position
in the Middle East region. Unlike Saudi Arabia and Egypt, Iran has great
economic and political opportunities, as there is no crisis of political power
in this country. In addition, the economies of Saudi Arabia and Egypt have
weakened due to revolutionary events.

The inability to fully plan and predict political processes in the Middle
East limits Iran’s ability to develop long-term strategies. Currently, this
country’s position in the Middle East is strengthening. Strengthening the
unstable position of Israel and Turkey achieved the situation in the region,
despite the fact that the Palestinian problem remained unresolved until
the events of the “Arab Spring”. Israel has concluded peace agreements
with its closest neighbors, Egypt and Jordan. Friendly relations with Syria
have been established. Israel is in a restless state in the center of the” Arab
Spring”. However, all participants had certain rules of the game.

The events of the “Arab Spring” contributed to a change in the foreign
policy of the largest Arab state — Egypt. The change in Egypt’s foreign policy
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has raised Israeli concerns. After the overthrow of President Mubarak,
foreign policy became nationalist and radical. In general, the change in the
regional situation for Israel meant the complication of its situation, as well
as the level of unpredictability of events. And Turkey is making efforts to
play an intermediate role between Europe and the Arab East.

With the beginning of the events of the” Arab Spring”, Turkish
politics in the Arab world is experiencing serious difficulties. Turkey has
developed a foreign policy concept for cooperation with other countries,
which is called” zero problems with neighbors”. According to this concept,
it is necessary to involve all regional forces in the peace process, as well
as conduct effective diplomacy in relation to neighboring regions. Before
the revolutionary events of 2011-2012, Turkey was able to establish good-
neighborly relations with other countries within the framework of this
concept. However, during the” Arab Spring”, Ankara made a number of
gross mistakes, which led to the loss of its previous achievements in the
Arab direction. An example of this is the support and assistance of the armed
opposition to Assad in Syria, the sharp deterioration of relations with Israel
and other similar things. Thus, the concept of “problems with neighbors”
in foreign policy did not correspond to the rapidly changing situation in the
Middle East.

Turkey, like the aforementioned states, positions itself as a regional
dominant power. This position also causes concern in other countries of
the region. The Turkish government sees Egypt as a strategically important
ally in the Middle East region. Therefore, Ankara strongly condemned
the overthrow of the Mursi rule in Egypt and described the revolutionary
events in Egypt as a coup. After the abdication of the Egyptian President,
the “Turkey-Egypt axis” established in the Middle East ceased to exist,
which, according to the Turkish authorities, was supposed to be one of the
strongest alliances in the region. Turkey, which has lost an important ally
in the Middle East, has been isolated and has lost its role in the region. In
Syria, Egypt, on the contrary, supported the Syrian opposition and opposed
the legitimate ruler Bashar al-Assad. Ankara’s excessive interference in
Syrian affairs and support for the opposition, combined with complaints
about the leadership in the region, have complicated the position of Turkish
diplomacy.

The division of the Syrian Arab Republic, instability in the country
and the emptiness of power have created a dangerous situation in Turkey. In
2013, ISIS took control of the city of Azaz in the Syrian border region with
Turkey. According to some sources, Turkey secretly supports ISIS or has
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closed its eyes to the presence of ISIS cells in Turkey itself.

Turkey’s foreign policy is also aimed at strengthening Kurdish
militants affiliated with the Kurdish Workers ¢ Party (PKK) in northern
Syria and preventing the establishment of a Kurdish state on the same
territory. The Kurdish state can serve as a basis for a terrorist attack on
Turkey. Ankara also fears that the Kurdish state may inspire Turkish Kurds
to create an independent organization in eastern Turkey. Turkey has made a
significant contribution to solving the Syrian problem.

During the talks in Astana, it was decided to establish four zones of
escalation of the conflict in Turkey. Turkey is one of the guarantor countries
of the ceasefire in Syria. Thus, the events of the” Arab Spring “led to a
weakening of Turkey’s influence in the Middle East. Turkey’s failure to
negotiate with other countries in the Middle East, non-attendance of
negotiations and support for opposition forces in Syria led to the isolation
of the country and the severance of diplomatic relations with a number
of countries in the Middle East. However, changes in foreign policy and
revision of positions will contribute to improving relations between Turkey
and other countries. Support for the talks in Astana will help restore Turkey’s
image in the Middle East.

Referring to the role of the United States, Russia and China in the
Middle East, the vast geopolitical region, including North Africa and the
Middle East, is one of the most important foreign policy areas of the world’s
leading players. The United States is developing various methods and tools
for influencing the countries of the Middle East. At the end of 2013, then-
US President Barack Obama tried to replace US involvement in conflicts
in the Middle East and North Africa with political and diplomatic means
of resolving contentious issues in the region. At the same time, America is
constantly focused on preventing the strengthening of Russia’s military and
political positions in the Middle East.

It is worth noting that the United States intervenes in the internal
conflicts of the countries of the region, exacerbating conflicts and
undermining interreligious and interethnic relations. The US occupation
of Iraq created the prerequisites for the formation of ISIS. US President
Barack Obama was forced to admit that the United States was involved
in the formation of ISIS: the “Islamic State” is an attack that has been
escalating as a result of the attack on Al-Qaeda in Iraq. This is an example
of unforeseen consequences” [6]. The Trump administration continued
Obama’s strategy to combat the “Islamic State” in the Middle East. At
the same time, America has made efforts to reduce the responsibility and
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participation of the United States in the region, while maintaining certain
mechanisms for controlling the situation with minimal resources. In order
for this aspiration to be productive, Washington is restoring relations with
traditional partners in the Middle East.

Another leading global player claiming the status of a great power
in the Middle East is Russia. After the outbreak of revolutionary events,
Russia announced that it would not allow the United States to strengthen
its influence in the Middle East, expand its spheres of influence near the
borders of Ukraine and Georgia, as well as create a unipolar world. At
the same time, Syria can become a prime example of a conflict of interest
between Russia and America, as well as the EU countries. After the outbreak
of the conflict in Syria, Russia called for normalization of the situation in
Syria through national dialogue without the intervention of foreign powers.
But despite Russia’s call, the United States intervened in the conflict and
contributed to its aggravation. Russia sided with the legitimate ruler Bashar
al-Assad, sending troops in 2015 at the request of the Syrian government.
Thus, unlike America, by supporting Assad, Russia has a positive impact
on the development of events in this country, as it helps in the fight against
various terrorist groups.

Thus, we can conclude that the United States and the Russian
Federation are expanding their influence in the Middle East. Unlike the
United States, Russia adheres to a balanced position of non-interference
in the internal affairs of Arab states, does not seek to spread and apply its
values, norms and Customs to the countries of the Middle East. For this
reason, Russia’s influence in the region is greater than that of the United
States. On the contrary, China suffered huge economic losses as a result
of the events of the “Arab Spring”. China has not been able to protect its
interests in the region due to the lack of effective political and military tools.

China firmly adheres to several principles in its international policy,
the most important of which is the high importance of sovereignty and
non-interference in the affairs of other states. These principles of Chinese
foreign policy contributed to the fact that China did not take important
measures to protect its interests in the Middle East. The Middle East region
is strategically important for the people’s Republic of China, as this region
offers a large energy market. It is from there that most of the hydrocarbon
raw materials are delivered to China. At the same time, for China, the
Middle East is considered a large market for goods. China has implemented
various long-term economic projects in this region. The sudden revolutions,
the instability of the region and the change of power in some countries

threatened the implementation of these projects. Egypt has become China’s
main partner in the Middle East.

President Hosni Mubarak has close and trusting relations with China.
Adhering to the principles of non-interference and maintaining legitimate
power, the Chinese government expressed its opposition to regime change.
However, economic interests came first for China, so it soon recognized the
new Egyptian government.

Thus, the Middle East is economically important for China, so China
has sought to establish relations with new governments, continue various
economic projects and long-term cooperation. Significant changes in the
balance of power in the Middle East under the influence of the Arab Spring
the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia used the weakening of regional powers to
strengthen its position in the region. This creates tension with the United
States, which considers itself a hegemon in the Middle East.

Egypt, which is experiencing an economic and political crisis after the”
Arab Spring”, cannot withstand the influence of more powerful actors in the
Middle East. Qatar and Iran, as well as Saudi Arabia, used the revolutionary
events to promote their interests. Qatar’s foreign policy was aimed at changing
the regimes that harmed them. Iran seeks to create a model of an “Islamic
Republic” in the Middle East instead of regimes that have overthrown American
power. In Syria, on the contrary, the Islamic Republic of Iran supports the regime
of Bashar al-Assad, providing them with significant economic, military and
political assistance. At the same time, Iran is trying to resolve the Syrian crisis
through diplomatic means [7].

Revolutionary events created an unfavorable foreign policy
environment for Israel. Changes in the political balance in the Middle East
have not yet been completed, and many of them pose a potential threat to
Israel. The events of the” Arab Spring “ led to a decrease in the influence of
Turkey. Turkey’s unwillingness to negotiate, negotiate with other countries
in the Middle East, and express support for opposition forces in Syria have
led to the severance of diplomatic relations with a number of countries in the
region. However, the change in foreign policy and the revision of positions
will contribute to improving relations between Turkey and the countries of
the Middle East. Support for the negotiations in Astana will help to improve
the image of Turkey.

Conclusion

Considering the participants outside the region, it becomes clear
that after the revolutionary events of 2011-2012, many countries in the
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Middle East, unlike the United States, have a desire to weaken the role of
the United States in the region, to establish close relations with Russia and
China. It is not profitable for Saudi Arabia, Qatar, and Iran to strengthen the
US position in the Middle East, since they themselves require the role of
regional leaders. It should be noted that Egypt’s policy is aimed at reducing
dependence on the United States. Egypt is trying to establish close ties and
cooperation with Russia and China in various fields [8].

Russia and America have expanded their influence in the Middle East.
On the contrary, China has suffered huge economic losses. China has not
been able to protect its interests in the region due to the lack of effective
political and military tools. The change in the balance of power in the
Middle East has been influenced by the strengthening of the position of the
Islamic State, which since 2014 was declared a world caliphate on June 29,
with the Sharia government and headquarters in Raqqa, Syria, on June 29,
2014. The war in Syria led to the transfer of Central Asian militant groups
from Afghanistan to Syria. In Syria, they do not exist as separate groups, but
must join the Al-Qaeda coalition or ISIS.

For Central Asia, this is a destabilizing factor, as some Asian militants
are trying to return to their regions. Thus, the events of the” Arab Spring
“ had a significant impact on the change in the balance of power in the
Middle East. This is due to changes in political regimes, the strengthening
of terrorist organizations, as well as the emergence of new conflicts in the
region, such as the civil war in Syria and Yemen.

Declaration on Human Rights; It was not for this restriction, the blessing of
freedom would be a curse of chaos, and individual freedom would become
a nuisance to others and an infringement on their interests and choices.

Article 18 of the Declaration states: “Everyone has the right to freedom
of thought, conscience and religion; this right includes freedom to change
his religion or belief, and freedom, alone or in community with others in
public or in person, to exercise one’s religion or belief in teaching, practice,
worship and observance of customs. These ideas are in strict accordance with
the principles of Islamic teachings, for Islam firmly believe in theintellectual
development of man, and any system that promotes intellectual development
naturally supports the freedom of thought. Without this it is impossible to
more or less fruitful development of the human personality.

Itis believed that man is born free, while the other living and non-living
objectsubordinated tothe will of Allah. Aperson granted the freedomto choose
and the power to take a decision on their hands and make their own decisions.
Islam requires a person of independent search for truth. That’s what he should
be fully aware of and that he should impose on ourselves as a religious duty.
This is — the only way a true manifestation of noble character. Externally
supplied commands make sense for robots, but not for humans. The real,
living human beings can not be born in an atmosphere of coercion blinkered.
What really moves the human mind, it’s a feeling every order that their
achievements were the result of their personal actions. Opinions, to which
people come on their own. The believes upon which they base their actions
are a product of their own deep reflection, and then have the freedom of
choice, which can lead to the complete unification of individuals. Freedom
of religion, supported in this verse can be explained by the policy of mutual
benefit. If we want freedom for ourselves, that is the price we have to pay —
it is a guarantee of the same freedom to others. There can be no exclusivity
in the use of freedom in a world where there is justice.

Islam attaches such great importance to religious freedom, he painfully
perceives even remote attempts to interfere in it. He clearly foresaw that
later generations of Muslims might try to build a mosque in this very place,
thereby limiting the freedom of religion.
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Individual freedom in Christianity among unbelievers there is a
perception that Christianity promotes the development of a man slave
psychology, limits the freedom of the individual and stops its development.
Especially strong is a point of view of the former Soviet Union, where the
official propaganda for decades nurtured the thesis of “intellectual inferiority,
and the extinction of religion”. It is significant enough that modern
philosophy distinguishes between two types of thinking: the “religious”
and “freedom of thought”. The very existence of the Church “individual
freedom” is automatically questioned. Opponents of Christianity wonder:
what kind of freedom can there be when everyday experience eloquently
proves the opposite? Obsessive sermon, obsessive care imposed attitudes
and teachings and complete unconditional submission leaders. Looking
from the outside often sees imposed relationships that lead to the forced
submission. The lack of freedom, where everyone is forced to reckon with
someone and impose on others their presence. Many look to the faithful as
impersonal robot, which is used to make the church the machine worked
without a hitch. This prevents the stereotype of preaching the gospel, and
must be a major target for destruction. And what on this subject teaches
church history? To the unbeliever, it is replete with religious wars, the
Crusades and the Inquisition, and not just silent about freedom, but speaks
eloquently to the contrary: the peak of destruction and persecution of
infidels and dissenters came just for the period of domination of the church.
But what the “official church ideology”? It offers individual principles
such as “unconditional obedience”, “slaves to God,” “abstinence”,
“submission to the authorities,” “non-resistance to evil.” So how can
co-exist mutually exclusive concepts such as freedom and obedience?
Surface view of Christianity can lead to the wrong conclusion that
becoming a Christian, a person loses liberty. I believe that the freedom of
the individual or the inner freedom of the individual is an integral part of
Christianity. Some, however, referring to the above teachings and tenets of
me, believe the opposite. In order to objectively understand, you need to
clearly understand - whether linked to individual freedom is the essence of
Christianity or not?

Is it Christian or is it a manifestation of the philosophy of humanism?
Let’s see what is the true essence of Christianity, and how it can (if at all
possible of course) linked to personal freedom.

But first let us define the very notion of “freedom”. Oswegov treats
this concept as follows: “The ability to display the subject of his own
will, based on knowledge of the laws of nature and society.” Thus, the
philosophical concept of freedom points us to her awareness. Unconscious
freedom that has no basis in their understanding of the order of things and
the voluntary submission of this order is in fact a banal rebellion, which
is the main manifestation of slavery.

Internals are more likely to take the blame, even someone else’s. In
life, they rely on their own strength and not feel the need for a powerful
patron, on the one hand, and the “scapegoat” - on the other.

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environment of people, as well as respect, kindness to all living beings. But
that’s not all. Humanism includes not only ideas, but also the rules of life,
is a worldview that offers personality certain standards of behavior.

This view is very similar L. Hey frustration personality type of
the concept of personality Erich Fromm. Let’s dwell on the concept of
personality Erich Fromm. By E. Fromm there are exist five personality
types: traditionalists, idealists, frustration type, hedonistic materialists,
realists.

Traditionalists are mainly oriented to the values of duty, order,
discipline, law-abiding, and the severity of qualities such as creativity,
desire for self-fulfillment, independence, this type of person is very low.

Do idealists, on the contrary, strongly expressed a critical attitude
towards traditional norms, independence and disregard for authority, for
self installation at all costs. For frustration personality type characterized
by low self-esteem, depression, depressed mood, feeling as if thrown from
the stream of life.
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Realists are combining the desire for self with a strong sense of duty
and responsibility, healthy skepticism with self-discipline and self-control.

Hedonistic materials oriented primarily to the pursuit of pleasure
“here and now” and that the pursuit of “the pleasures of life” becomes
primarily a form satisfying consumer desires.

According to Erich Fromm frustration personality type as L. Hey
said in their personalities are characterized by low self-esteem, depression,
depressed mood, feeling as if thrown from the stream of life. L. Hey, said
that usually some people around find an excuse for guilt if they are able
to use problems and illnesses as a moment of reflection on how to change
your life, then they have the power. Many people who have suffered serious
illness, argue that it is the most wonderful, what they have experienced in
life, because the disease has given them a chance to quite different, look
at your life. According, L. Hey responsibility — it is our ability to respond
to the situation. “We always have a choice. This does not mean that we do
not recognize who we are and what we have achieved in life. It just means
our ability to recognize that their current situation is largely determined
ourselves” — so the author writes. Sometimes the person is really taking
responsibility, gaining strength and the ability to change. Everyone can ask
yourself the question: “ What can I do to change the situation?”. It should
be understood that all of us lives individual strength. It all depends on
how we use it. Guilt creates an inferiority complex. Often people tell us
unpleasant things to them it was easier to manipulate you. On the guilt L.
Hey, saying: “If someone forces you to feel guilty, ask yourself,” What do
they want from me? Why do they do it?”. Ask these questions, rather than
internally to agree: “Yes, I am guilty, | must do what they require”. Many
parents manage their children through guilt because so raised themselves.
They deceive their children, instilling in them a sense of inferiority, low
self-forming. Some people grow up and allow themselves to be manipulated
to their relatives and friends.

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ISLAM - AS AN OBSTACLE ON THE WAY
ORTHODOX PREACHING

Abstract. The spiritual revival of the Kazakh people is possible with
the knowledge of its history, traditions, customs, and religion. In the current
conditions, the appeal to the past should create a clear idea among young
people about the situation in which the Kazakh people managed

to preserve spiritual values. The constant oppression of Islam during
the tsarist period and the godless policy of the communists drove Muslims
into a rigid framework, under which it was difficult to stand. Islam was an
obstacle to the Orthodox missionaries who carried out active work among
the Kazakh population in the XIX-early XX centuries. At the beginning of
the activity of Orthodox missionaries, it was claimed that the Kazakhs were
indifferent to religious issues. Moreover, some considered them pagans,
others considered them ready to accept Orthodoxy, as they allegedly sought
spiritual food and with them, it would be easy to achieve their goals. The
difficulty of the survival of Islam was that the ministers of the church
and the preachers of Orthodoxy were created favorable conditions by the
tsarist officials on the ground. Based on various documentary materials
identified in the archives and rare collections of libraries, the report shows
the confrontation between Orthodoxy and Islam. At the same time, the
facts of “musulmanization” by Russian immigrants were a surprise for
the missionaries. They accepted Islam voluntarily, without the influence of
Muslim spiritual ministers, without any remuneration, because of their own
beliefs, they became neophytes.
